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Chairman John White opened the meeting, saying he had a couple of announcements.  
Traffic
He stated that he attended a second meeting with the NYS DOT last week re Croton Falls issues and the traffic back-up hazard.  The down-side of the meeting was that the State is now saying there is not enough money to cover all the trouble spots. The meeting was also attended by representatives from John Hall’s office and the County Department of Public Works, and the Somers and North Salem Town Supervisors.  John stated that the State did do a traffic count, and they put on a computer-graphics presentation showing cars and back-ups at the light, etc.  The State already has too long a list of areas needing help; and due to the state of the economy, some issues are having less of an impact now.  Supervisor Lucas and Somers both asked to have Croton Falls put on the State’s list so it will get prioritized.  Agreement was reached to meet again in December about a high-level/ next-step plan, and there will be follow-up with Somers beforehand regarding turn-lanes, etc.
John commented that he thought traffic was a good example of the time it takes to accomplish things.  Traffic was one of the first things the CPC looked at.  It is taking some time, but they needed to start somewhere.

Also regarding traffic, John said Cynthia Curtis got the accident count for Mary Manning to use in completing the CP traffic section.

Land Use/Housing Conference – Pace University Law School Land Use Leadership Alliance (LULA)
John and Vince Ferrandino attended one day of a 4-day workshop re the role of affordable in comprehensive planning.

Vince said the workshop was very collegial, attended by 30 invitees.  He commented that it was an opportunity to get to know about issues in other County areas.  Attendees included public officials, village attorneys and developer attorneys, among others.  John Nolon gave a key lecture that was participatory and some attendees were asked to speak.

John said he spoke about using a comprehensive plan to get community input, and he was asked to make a presentation at another meeting.  He said that now he is being asked to discuss hot points, both from the past and coming up, and he will not do this.  He pointed out that the Comprehensive Plan is not finalized yet and said he does not want to debate incomplete ideas and discussions.
