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Chairman John White opened the meeting, stating that there was not a quorum present and the previous meeting minutes could not be approved.  He said the CPC would review Land Use and Zoning and go over Energy and Water at their next meeting.
Amy Rosmarin asked when the Comprehensive Plan will be submitted to the Town Board.
John replied that he hopes to have the final Plan at the end of November.  He explained that if the Town Board accepts the plan, it then goes through the Environmental Impact Statement and won’t be adopted until next year.

Vince Ferrandino said that after accepting the CP without ratifying it in December, the Town Board should review it and make their comments.  Subsequently, requested changes would be made, and then the SEQRA review process takes at least 3 months.

Amy asked if the current Town Board accepts the plan, does it continue to advance or would a new Town Board (membership may change as a result of election in November) vote again to accept it or not.
John said the draft CP will be subject to changes, and there is another vote on the final document.

Further on the subject of the Comprehensive Plan, John said he asked Supervisor Warren Lucas for a capital plan for buildings, roads, etc., but he has not heard back from him.

Amy asked if it would make sense to form a committee to look into the subject, and John answered that he wasn’t sure.

Cynthia Curtis asked if the CPC has a draft capital plan.

John said he supposed they could do one.

Amy said that would be good/it would be easier to give the Supervisor something to work with.  She suggested speaking to Drew Outhouse and Ward Hanaburgh of the Highway Department.
Cynthia said they should talk to Drew and Ward at one of the CPC’s daytime meetings, adding that most capital projects are for Highway.

John commented that a facilities plan is also needed, including replacement of the Building Department’s trailer.

Cynthia mentioned some ideas that have been put forth in the past that could be included, and Amy said she will be happy to help with the capital plan.
Vince Ferrandino suggested that if the CPC is to meet in another week, they should plan to review the Energy section then and meet again the following week to try and finish up.
After discussing availability, the group decided on the following meetings:

· Friday, October 30, 10 a.m. – energy and capital plan (work session)
· Thursday, November 5, 7:30 p.m.

Copies of the draft Land Use/Zoning section were handed out for editing, and the secretary left the meeting.
