Keeler Projects

1.
The purpose of the meeting was to hear the O’Donohue proposal regarding a possible change to remove the southwestern portion of the Keeler tax lot from the “protective perimeter” as defined by the original designation.


2.
Laura O’Donohue, owner of the property to the west of the landmark property and attorney Frank Veith, presented the O’Donohue’s objectives, the plot plans presented to the Planning Board, and related conservation easements, right of way, and conditions to limit development on the subject parcel.

Carol Goldberg was also present, representing the Open Land Foundation which is an interested party.

Since there are various parties, parcels and easements involved with this proposed purchase and landmark designation amendment, the HPC requested that the O’Donohue’s submit a written proposal request to the Commission.  Discussions included the need for the actual owner of the Keeler property to request the change to the protective perimeter.

S. La Rocca stated that his recollection of the intent of the original perimeter designation did not consider the subject detached portion of the tax lot.  Deanna Mulligan confirmed that Warren Kass, PBC Chairman when the designation was made, also stated that this parcel was not intended to be protected.

Deanna Mulligan stated that Town Planning Consultant Liz Azelton outlined the steps needed:  owner request, conservation easements, notices, public hearing, HPC referral to Town Board, and Board action.

Attorney Veith will send a copy of the plot plan, and Tom and Steve will inspect the subject area.
