1. Approved Benjamin Moore Greenmount Silk (HC-3) mixed at double-strength for exterior of house.  Color was matched to color of 2 other historic houses in Town (which are historic but not designated as such).

Chris Brockmeyer application for 12 Main Street, Purdys

1. Request that Mr. Brockmeyer provide photo and map (items 12 & 13 of building inventory form/”blue form”).  Then public hearing will be scheduled.  Public hearing notice must be published in newspaper and Town Board members notified.

2. Commission needs to walk property to see if any other property characteristics or perimeter should be included in the preservation guidelines.

3. Deanna to schedule site visit and notify Building Inspector.

Set goal to designate historic mile markers

Steve LaRocca will start investigation to see if this can be done – some markers may belong to Town of North and some to New York State, depending on which roadway they are located on.
