MEETING MINUTES

Chairman Francis Tuoti called the meeting to order and opened the public hearing to
consider the Historic Preservation Commission's recommendation to the Town Board that
3 Spur Street, Purdys be designated a historic landmark.

No members of the public attended the hearing.

To accept a proposal to designate the house at 3 Spur Street as a North Salem historic
landmark, subject to resolution of a quit claim for 1% ownership by another party in
addition to Debby Moore, or until the other party states in writing their agreement to the
Historic Preservation Commission’s recommendation of the designation of the property.

All in favor.

Chairman Tuoti said he will contact Ms. Moore to see how the situation is being handled,
and he closed the public hearing.

Purdys Historic District Law
David Talbot (not present at the March meeting) asked for an update on the law for the
Purdys historic district to supplement what is in the meeting minutes.

Bruce Buchholtz said he is in the process of writing a pre-amble as historic background on
Purdys to the proposed new chapter, 132. He said he will meet with Ms. Pantezzi to go
over the proposed chapter/edit suggestions to make it acceptable to all the members, and
then he will present it to the HPC.

Mr. Talbot asked if the discussion points listed on the March agenda were included, and
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Mr. Buchholtz said they were. He added that Mr. Talbot's idea about making suggestions
to property-owners within the district (instead of enforcing any kind of requirements) was
taken.

Steve LaRocca commented that it is a work in progress.

Mr. Talbot asked if there will be a marker or other visual signification of the houses in the
district.

Ms. Pantezzi said it will be a geographical designation, so all the houses will be part of the
district.

Mr. Buchholtz suggested placing 4 markers on the boundaries of the district.

Susie Thompson suggested that rather than mark individual houses, something be put up
in the triangle in Purdys. She said she thinks something is needed.

Mr. Buchholtz wondered if 1 marker would be adequate, and Ms. Pantezzi suggested 1 on
the way into Purdys and 1 on the way out.

Ms. Thompson said perhaps they could have markers at the 4 main junctions, although
some of the roads are not Town roads.

Ms. Rockwood asked if there is any place to display a map.

Mr. Talbot said perhaps a map could be put in the triangle, and Ms. Thompéon said the
green might also be a good site.

Ms. Pantezzi said a single sign in the triangle would be missed by a lot of people, and the
HPC wants people to know about the district. She said she would like to see a sign on
Route 22 (north- and southbound), Titicus and Mills Road reading “entering the historic
district of Purdys”.

The Chairman asked if the map or sign should be included in the pre-amble, but Ms.
Thompson pointed out that it may not be up to the HPC in instances of State roads.

Mr. Talbot said the HPC could just recommend signs/maps to the Town Board.
Mr. Talbot asked where the issue of non-binding guidelines was left.

Mr. Buchholtz told him it was decided to offer suggestions/guidance to property-owners
within the district.

Marcia Rockwood said she assumed individually-designated historic landmarks would
have to continue to go along with the HPC.

The Chairman asked how the HPC would know to make recommendations if, for example,
someone was planning to paint their house.
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Mr. Talbots suggested publishing the recommendations on the Town website as a
reference.

Chairman Tuoti thought this was a very good idea.
Mr. Buchholtz said he will meet with Ms. Pantezzi as soon as possible.

Next meeting: Tuesday, May 4, 2010.
All in agreement.

Library Fair
Ms. Thompson said the library fair will be held the weekend of May 8. She will have a

table for the Historical Society, and she said she would appreciate it if anyone would like to
help her for an hour or 2.

Stone Chambers Tour
Ms. Thompson stated that the Historical Society will host a tour of local stone chambers on
Sunday, May 16, adding that 5 property-owners have agreed to participate so far.

Other

Chairman Tuoti told the others about a tour he conducted for members of an MG car-club
he is in, adding that Ms. Thompson helped him plan the tour. He pointed out all the
historical properties in Town and handed out fliers about stone chambers, some of which
were visited. The Chairman said people enjoyed themselves and were most
complimentary about the tour, and he thanked Ms. Thompson for her input.

Ms. Thompson suggested a joint NSHS/NSHPC tour of historic tandmarks in the future,
adding that there are 22 properties. She said it might generate interest in historic
designation. Ms. Thompson said such a tour would require more people than just the HPC
members so the Historical Society should be involved also, although their calendar is full
for 2010.

Everyone thought this was a good idea, and the Chairman offered to raise the subject at
the May meeting of the Historical Society.

680 Titicus Road (Holt)
Chairman Tuoti asked Mr. Talbot if he has spoken to Mrs. Holt about her interest in having
her home considered for landmark status.

Mr. Talbot said he didn’t think he was supposed to get in touch with Mrs. Holt.

Ms. Thompson recalled that Ms. Pantezzi had said she would contact the Holts.
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Ms. Pantezzi admitted she had forgotten about it, and she said she will call Mrs. Holt.

Bonelli drawings of North Salem historic landmarks
The Chairman asked Ms. Pantezzi to please make time to bring the drawings from her
home to the Town offices for Cynthia Curtis to scan for use on the Town website.

Ms. Pantezzi said she would not have time the next day, and she was not sure when she
would be able to deliver the drawings. She suggested that Ms. Curtis used the prints in
the booklet about the landmarks.

Ms. Thompson offered to pick up the drawings, but Ms. Pantezzi said she will take care of
it herself,
