Liz states that Salem Hills received Preliminary Plat Approval on April 3, 2002, for which a 90-day extension was granted by the Planning Board on October 16, 2002, which expired December 30, 2002.  A second 90-day extension was granted by the Planning Board on January 8, 2003, which is scheduled to expire on March 31, 2003. Don Rossi originally requested a 90-day extension of the six-month time period for the submission of their Final Plat from March 31, 2003 to June 30, 2003.  He withdrew that request and alternatively requested for a re-approval of the Preliminary Plat.  This will have the effect of resuming the six-month period for submission of the Final Plat.

John Watson and Liz discuss the driveway entrance in relation to the width and shoulder. (See Court Stenographer’s record).  Liz talks about gravel for the driveway entrance.

Liz and Leslie discuss the date that Joe Bridges from MDRA would like to do his site visit, and confirms with Leslie Snyder that the areas will be flagged by their wetland consultant.  Liz asks the Board if they agree with a joint site visit of the wetlands inspector with the Applicant’s Wetlands Consultant.

The Planning Board agrees that both Joe Bridges and the Applicant’s Wetland Consultant should make their site visit at the same time.  Charles states that it makes more sense to do it this way in case questions arise.

Charles authorizes the Applicant to have the Town’s Wetlands Inspector meet with the Applicant’s Wetlands Consultant.  He expresses concerns about interruption of the stone wall.

Charles asks the Planning Board Members if they have any comments or questions.  He discusses trees that appear to be eliminated from the plans.  There were discussions at the meeting on March 5, 2003 regarding planting trees near the equipment building.  Liz notes that some tree plantings were to be eliminated.  They discuss this with John Watson.

Charles talks about Mrs. Cesta’s concerns with regard to this project.  He went over to the site and has a possible solution that may help Mrs. Cesta with the visual impact.  He suggests strategically locating a tree or trees, possibly spruces on her property to mitigate her view of the tower.  He states that there will be no way to entirely block the view of the tower.  The hedgerow along Delancy Road is discussed.  There is also a discussion about strategically planting a tree or trees on Mr. Colley’s property as well.  There is a discussion about the wooded area and the foliage that will be on the trees, that is not on the trees now due to the time of year.

Charles states that some of the trees that are being proposed will take 70 years to grow to full size.

Charles states that the Applicant is obligated to mitigate the visual impact of the tower.

There is further discussion about visual impacts and trees as mitigation between Charles Gardner, Leslie Snyder, and Liz Axelson.  (See Court Stenographer’s record).  Roland states that the Planning Board should take Leslie up on her offer to put money in a separate escrow account with the Town for the additional planting of trees, if agreed to by Mrs. Cesta and Mr. Colley.  There is discussion between Liz Axelson and Charles Gardner (See Court Stenographer’s record).

Liz confirms with Michael Bogin that Mr. Colley would not want trees to be planted on his property.

Charles states that he would like to see the Town obtain an escrow in case Mrs. Cesta or Mr. Colley decide they want trees.

Review Draft SEQR Negative Declaration.

Liz goes over the Draft Negative Declaration with the Board.  Page 1 talks about the proposed action, site, and makes it clear that there will be one operator.  It lists that the tower was originally proposed to be taller.  Page 2 

sets forth the project.  Page 3 states that this is an unlisted action and lists the steps.  Page 4 provides highlights, talks about the balloon test, preparation of and reviews of parts of the Full EAF, and receiving comments from the Town Director of Planning, Radio Frequency Engineer, Planning Consultant and Wetlands Inspector, and states that the Planning Board confirms its status as lead agency.  The bottom of Page 4 goes into the reasoning and talks about the proposed flagpole design.  The visual impacts are listed on Page 5, Nos. 3 and 4.  Page 6 goes into the proposed crossing of the stream and wetland permit issues.  Page 7 discusses miscellaneous impacts, and proposed lighting.

Liz states that the Planning Board never received certification.  Roland states that their affidavits refer to frequency, not the height of the tower.

There is discussion between Roland Baroni, Liz Axelson, and Leslie Snyder about an affidavit addressing the “minimum height necessary”.  Roland states that they should submit an amended affidavit with the height addressed.

There is discussion about driveway details and the structural integrity of the tower between Charles Gardner, Roland Baroni, Liz Axelson, and Leslie Snyder.  (See Court Stenographer’s record).

Discussion of project update.

Charles Gardner recuses himself.

Liz provides an update regarding the March 12, 2003 memo from Hahn Engineering.  The snow is melting, so hopefully Roger Schalge will be able to go out to the site soon.  He needs to be able to see the basins.  He has seen the site as much as he could with snow on the ground, and has pointed out issues.  This project is at the point where the Planning Board is done with their approvals.  It has been sent to the Town Board.  Bill had submitted materials for the offer of cession.  The Town Board started to look at this for dedication of the new road and abandonment of the old road.  There was one condition of the approval that had to do with having an official map started, which is done.  When Roger went out and saw the road, he looked at the as-built plan and the approved plan, and had some concerns about how the road is located within the road right-of-way.  He is concerned that they may need a little bit more margin.  He states that the road is generally in good condition.  He talks about an erosion rut.  He recommends that we wait for the Completion Bond until he can inspect the road again.  

Bill states that the as-built plan had been initially submitted in November, 2001, showing the location of the built road within the right-of-way.  We had an engineer, the Consultant for the Town of North Salem, Bill Youngblood who was with us throughout this project.  The movement of the road within the right-of-way was done with full knowledge of Bill Youngblood, and was reflected on all of the plans submitted to the Town.  It seems to me to go to another engineer, under these circumstances is not right.  The circumstances of Bill Youngblood’s passing are unfortunate.  He had approved everything we did.  The retention basins which are shown on the as-built were initially, at the beginning of this project, temporary.  Bill Youngblood together with the approval of the Planning Board decided that it would be best to make the retention basins permanent.  They were added on to the as-built as permanent.  We created easements and agreements to allow the Town to maintain them.  The Applicant in this case, Brae Land Corporation has done everything required to see this through in the right way.  Brae Land Corporation would like to move forward.  There are a few items involving the land that is affected by this road relocation which Brae Land would like to move forward with, and has been delayed again and again with a new engineer.  We had suggested to the Board that they take what a normal Bond would be and increase it, then when spring finally comes, we can adjust it accordingly.  We are certainly willing to do that and move this forward.

Liz states that she has spoken with Roger Schalge.  He is not comfortable recommending a Maintenance Bond amount until after his inspection in the spring when all of the snow is melted.  

Peter asks if Roger is saying that the road was not built in accordance with the as-built plan.  The traveled way is discussed.  Liz states that Roger is concerned about one spot where it is very close to the right-of-way.  Roland discusses the drainage work to be done on the sides, and not enough room to get in there.  There is a discussion about a work easement, should it be necessary for work to be done at that location.  Bill states that there is an 

enormous right-of-way, you can move the whole road over if you wanted to.  Gary asks Bill if that is what he wants to do.  Bill states that there is an 18 foot road for a 50 foot easement.  If the Town found they wanted to move it one way or another, they could do it any time they wanted to.  This as-built has been in the hands of the Town since November, 2001.  The Town has never come back to us and said we have a problem with the location of the road within the right-of-way.  Liz states that the next thing that happened after the as-built plans were submitted is that we looked at the as-built plans to see that they did not match up with the approved plans, we have to do an amendment.  That took several months.  Bill states that there was no amendment.  Liz states that there was an amendment for the construction plans and plat.  The road that was built was a permanent basin, with swales 

on either side.  Once we had the as-built plan and realized that the way the road was built was not as what was approved, the plans had to be amended.  The Planning Board granted an amendment of the approved plans after the as-built was submitted.  Liz is not sure if the approved plans show the road that close.  Charles asks if we have a copy of the amended plans.  The Board looks at the plans.  Charles talks about the drainage on the south side 

of the road.  The right-of-way is discussed.  Liz states that she had asked for plans to be changed to show the as-built conditions.  It does not show what the as-built shows.  This is a later map.  Roland talks to Bill about having an amended as-built prepared.  Bill states that this would change the right-of-way.  Roland states that it has not been dedicated yet.  Bill states that it has been surveyed, and descriptions have been done for the cession.  There are four separate property descriptions that have been done.  There are monuments that have been set that would have to be changed.  Charles states that the monuments would not have to be changed.  Roland asks if it would be possible to grant an easement for the Highway Department should they ever have to do work in there.  Liz states that Harry Nichols shows the road going right through the middle of the right-of-way.  When Hahn went out in the field they saw this.  Bill states to forget about Hahn, they came into the picture a couple weeks ago.  Bill Youngblood was the engineer, he never came back and said any of this.  There is a new consulting engineer.  He wants to put his stamp on this the way he wants to do it.  I don’t think in this case it is justified.  Liz states that he is looking at it for the Town Board, as they are about to accept this road.  He is thinking of the Town’s interest.  

Roland asks when the Highway Superintendent start using this road.  Bill states that it has been used for a year and a half.  Charles states that after looking at the as-built, he questions whether it actually is correct.  Charles discusses the curve.  Liz states that this is the survey.  Charles states that maybe there is a discrepancy in the survey aspect.  The concern is this one tight area.  Liz states that the maps are not consistent with each other.  Charles states that the road is a certain width.  There could be a discrepancy of three or four feet based upon what center point he used.  Liz states that we have maps that don’t agree.  Liz states that the maps are supposed to match up with the as-built, so that we have an accurate reflection of what exists.  

Liz states that it matters because this is what the Town is accepting.    Liz states that the Town is accepting the piece of land shown on the subdivision.  Liz states that when the subdivision map gets filed, it means that the Town accepts the road and has abandoned the old right-of-way, so the subdivision map has to be correct.  Charles states that it is correct. The plat is the strip of land.  Liz states that it does show the traveled way.  Charles states that the actual right-of-way is the same.  It is a matter of where someone says the road is in between the traveled way.  Liz states that this is what she asked to be done on the construction plans.  If that road is two feet from there, then the plans should reflect it.  Charles thought that was the ultimate idea of the as-built. Liz states that something has to be filed eventually, and it has to be accurate.  Charles states that the demarcation of the land is accurate. Roland states that at this point, we are after an as-built that is correct.  Charles suggests to Bill that he have the surveyor check to confirm.  

The dirt road is discussed, as well as drainage.  Roland suggests that we refer this to Drew to see if he has an issue. Liz states that Roger has spoken with Drew, and he understands the access issue. Bill asks why Drew has not articulated a problem.  Gary states that the lack of timing is unfortunate, but he is not sure whether this changes anything. Bill would like to know what is being proposed.  Liz states that the Planning Board has sent this to the Town Board to accept, they wanted the inspection.  Roland states that he met with the Town Supervisor yesterday. The message was clear that the engineer has to be satisfied.  Roland is not sure if the engineer would be satisfied with a Maintenance Easement.  I have not discussed that with him.  Maybe it is easier to move the right-of-way at that location.  Bill states that it is a much bigger project.  It means redoing all of the descriptions.  There is a discussion about letting the right-of-way balloon.  Liz states that Hahn has suggested a meeting in his memo with the Applicant and Drew to discuss the appropriate setbacks.  Bill inquires about the rest of the Hahn memo.  Liz states that they should have their engineer write a response.  

There is a discussion about the topo on the as-built. Charles asks if there is a standard requirement for as-built maps.  Liz looks in the Code Book, and confirms that it does not talk about what is required to be on the as-built. Liz will ask Hahn why they are bringing this up.  Hahn would like the items in this memo to be addressed, and then he will do another inspection.  Liz states that Hahn is clear with what he wants, and he provides a process in the end.  Roland states that this is an unfortunate circumstance.  Bill states that the engineer who was the Town’s consultant was satisfied.  Roland states that there is no memorandum from Bill Youngblood to the Town Board saying the road is acceptable for dedication.  Liz states that he signed off saying that we could reduce the Completion Bond, but that we should retain some.  Liz asks the Board if she should ask Hahn if they would like an easement or a right-of-way change.  She believes he is looking for a right-of-way change.  Charles states that a maintenance easement is a simple process.  Liz states that Hahn is offering to have a meeting to discuss the appropriate setbacks.
