Rick O’Rourke, Esq. is here tonight to represent the Applicant.  He states that they are here for the continuation of the Public Hearing on the Site Development Plan.  Bill Bright, Consultant for Delaware Engineering is also here tonight.  With respect to the Public Hearing regarding the Subdivision Application, there was a defect in the Public Hearing Notice.  After speaking with Liz, we are requesting to reset the Public Hearing for March 3, 2004. We will make sure that the Public Hearing Notice is done properly.  At that time we will address any issues regarding the Subdivision Application.  Tonight we are here with respect to the Site Plan as well.  We have received comments from the Town’s Consulting Engineer, as well as the Town’s Consulting Planner.  We feel the comments are non-substantive.  Our intention is to meet the submittal deadline date of February 18, 2004, hold the Public Hearing on the Subdivision Application on March 3, 2004, and close the Public Hearing on the Site Plan.  Liz states that that sounds about right.  The Applicant will go before the Zoning Board of Appeals for the area variances tomorrow night.  

Liz states that Roger and Hilary both agree they are very close to being ready for Site Plan and Subdivision Approval.  Mr. O’Rourke asks the Planning Board if there are any other questions they may have.  The response is no.  Peter asks the public if they have any comments.
