Chairman, Charles Gardner, calls the March 1, 2006 North Salem Planning Board Meeting to order.

REGULAR MEETING:
1.
Financial Report:

· February, 2006
Chairman motions that the Planning Board Approve the Financial Report for February, 2006.  Gary Jacobi seconds.  All in favor.  No opposed.

2.
Minutes:

Chairman motions that the Planning Board Approve the Minutes for January 18, 2006.  Gary Jacobi seconds.  All in favor.  No opposed.

Chairman motions that the Planning Board Approve the Minutes for February 1, 2006.  Gary Jacobi  seconds.  All in favor, except Chairman abstains, as he did not attend that meeting.  

3.
Discussion of Procedure, Consultant Review

Liz has a discussion with the Board about the larger more complex projects currently under review.  Liz is not happy handing out consultant review memos to the Board on meeting night.  Liz would like the memos mailed out Friday before the meeting so that the Board receives them over the weekend.  Providing the Board with review memos the night of the meeting gives them a disadvantage, as the applicant representatives see the review memos at the same time.  Liz states that Hilary Smith and Roger Schalge are very busy.  Hilary Smith suggested we consider moving up the submittal deadline date from two weeks to three weeks before the first meeting of the month.  A memo was circulated last week in order to change the March deadline date from March 22nd to March 15th.  Liz states that the consultants need to see the submittals early enough in order to advise which items should be on the next Agenda, as well as turn around review memos.  Gary asks what the current timeline is.  Liz states that the current timeline is two weeks, and actually the Site Development Plan regulations indicate a three-week deadline.  Gary asks how changing the deadline date will help.  Liz states that the consultants would have an extra week for their review.  Gary has a fear that the consultants will put the submittals on the back burner.  Robert is concerned about applicant representatives missing out on an Agenda if their submittal does not come in by the deadline.  Robert does not agree with changing the deadline.  Charles points out that once established, it won’t matter, as applicants will get used to a regular schedule.  There is an agreement to give the three week deadline date a try and see how it goes.
4.
Ivanhoe Subdivision:


Don Rossi, Esq.
Consideration of Draft SEQR Negative Declaration.

There is a discussion about the latest Hahn memo in regards to the drainage comments and driveway.  Mr. Rossi states that he has a concern about a comment regarding drainage infiltrators.  Liz states that should be a discussion between the engineers.  Mr. Rossi states that regarding roadway and driveway comments, stones will be relocated to the new driveway, as well as a bar way, which consists of two posts with a split rail fence.  Mr. Rossi states that the detail of the proposed stone wall will be consistent with the current stone wall.  Charles suggests Mr. Rossi add details regarding the driveway and stone wall to the Plat.  
Charles asks Roland if he has reviewed the latest draft of the Conservation Easement.  Roland states that he did not receive a copy of the February submittal, which would have included a revised Draft Easement.  Dawn will mail Roland an extra copy.
Liz walks the Board through the Draft Resolution of SEQR Negative Declaration.  Charles asks the Board if they have any questions.  They do not.  Mr. Rossi would like Liz to make an edit regarding the number of employee dwelling units.  Mr. Rossi also states a concern about language on Page 4 referring to construction activities of the driveway occurring substantially outside of the subject property’s controlled areas.
Chairman motions that the Planning Board Adopt the Draft SEQR Negative Declaration.  Robert Tompkins seconds.  All in favor.  No opposed.

After the motion Mr. Rossi confirms that the next deadline date is March 15th.  Liz states that Hilary made a suggestion that the Applicant may be ready for final approval if all outstanding items are complete.  There is a discussion about the interior lot line, and Conservation Easement areas.  
Roland states that the final approval would be conditioned upon receiving an original, signed Conservation Easement in recordable form.  Roland would compare both drafts to confirm revisions have been made.
5.
Salem Hunt:


Sharon Ebert, Bill Balter, Tim Miller
Discuss Adequacy of Application, Plans and EAF for Lead Agency Circulation; Declare Intent to be Lead Agency; Discuss Circulation of Applicant’s Draft Scoping Outline.

Liz states that both the Planning Consultant and Town Engineer agree that the materials are adequate for the Board to declare their intent to be Lead Agency.  The Planning Board will be the Agency responsible for EIS review. Hilary Smith made brief comments, and is in the process of preparing another memo to wrap up additional comments.  Mr. Balter states that they only made changes that were asked of them.
Liz walks the Board through the Draft Resolution.  Liz states that a copy of the Notice will be circulated to all involved and interested agencies.  Liz states that the Applicant’s Draft Scoping Outline will be circulated to all  agencies. We will go through a regular scoping process and will have a scoping session. 
Bernard asks how much time the agencies have to respond.  Liz states that the agencies have 30 days to consent to the Board being Lead Agency.  Most of the agencies will not respond.  Liz states that there is a driveway entrance onto the road in the Town of Southeast.  

Gary asks who prepared the preliminary draft scoping outline.  Liz states that Tim Miller Associates submitted the preliminary draft scoping outline.  

Chairman motions that the Planning Board Declare Their Intent to be Lead Agency.  Bernard Sweeney seconds.  All in favor.  No opposed.

After the motion Gary refers to No. 7, on Page 2 of the Hahn Memo.  Gary suggests that the Town of Southeast Fire District be added.
The amount of parking spaces is discussed, as 190.  Most of the spaces are in garages.  There are approximately 40 spaces outside.

Mr. Miller talks about the 30-day period for responses from involved agencies.  He would like to know if it is possible for the lead agency circulation to go out by this Friday if he provides all the information required.  Liz states that the circulation will be done by MDRA, and she will confirm that they will be able to circulate on Friday.  Liz suggests that Mr. Miller call her tomorrow in order to determine the exact number of packets that need to be submitted.    The next deadline date is discussed.  Mr. Miller states a concern about missing the deadline, due to the change.  Liz states that she has the discretion to accept submittals late, and they will be reviewed in turn.  Liz states a concern about other submittals being received on time, as far as the review process is concerned.
