The  subdivision requires a private street access on Dingle Ridge Road, which requires the establishment of an Open Development Area in accordance with the Town Law of the State of New York, Section 280-a.

5. Discuss Letter Received 1/30/04 from Walter Tolson, Sr. Re: AFLAC
The Board discussed offering employees supplemental insurance through AFLAC.  The plan would be offered to all employees on a voluntary basis at no cost to the town.  The policy will help to pay unreimbursed medical costs – loss of income and extra expenses that incur during sickness/accidents.

The Board will invite a representative from AFLAC to come in and speak to the employees.
