The regular meeting was called to order by Supervisor Globerman at 8:10 P.M.   

COMMENTS

· Supervisor Globerman said at our meeting on February 26th we went back and looked at the request from the Hammond Museum.  They originally asked us for $6,000.00, which we cut down to $3,000.00 when we trimmed the budget.  At that time we said that we would look at it again later in the year if we found out that we were in a good financial state.  

As it turns out I went to work on a project for the Municipal Officials Association to get an 

additional sales tax so that we could keep our County and Town property taxes down to the greatest extent possible. In working with the State Legislators in Albany I managed to get an additional 0.5% sales tax to the municipalities.  I felt that gave us a little latitude to restore $2,000 to the Hammond Museum’s budget for the Swing Concert. 

I thought it was a good thing when I recommended it and then on March 4th there was an article about it in “The Patent Trader”.  In the article, I was personally criticized and the Town Board was criticized by Penny Marwede, President of the Board of Trustees and Councilwoman Curtis. We gave her the extra money she wanted so I don’t understand why she is criticizing us.  

I sent a letter to the Hammond Museum and basically said that as a result of the mean spirited assault on me and the Town Board by Mrs. Curtis and Mrs. Marwede I can no longer recommend any more money for the Hammond Museum in my budget.  It makes absolutely no sense for us to continue to participate with the Hammond Museum when after trying to be cooperative and come to a contractual arrangement, which benefits the Hammond Museum, we are demonized.  So unless the Town Board gets an apology for the things that Ms. Marwede said in the interview that was printed in the newspaper and Mrs. Curtis withdraws her baseless remark I will not be recommending anything for the Hammond Museum in my 2005 budget.

Councilwoman Curtis said I would like to see a copy of that letter Sy and I will certainly respond to it but I won’t retract anything I said because it is pretty clear on the record that I was very upset when the cultural program was cut and I was very pleased and Mrs. Marwede was very pleased when the money was restored.  When a reporter calls and asks your opinion as to why something happened and you give an honest opinion then there is no reason to retract it.

A lengthy argument erupted between Councilwoman Curtis and the other Board Members  regarding the statements made in the article.

The Board discussed the pamphlet drafted by Ms. Axelson, which will be sent to all residents.  The Board asked Ms. Axelson to get estimates for them on the cost of printing the pamphlet. 

3. Discuss Application – EOH Water Quality Improvement Fund
The Board discussed the draft Proposed Local Project Application for funds under the EOH Water Quality Improvement Fund with Liz Axelson.  

The application is for funds to do stormwater mapping and improvements to the town’s road’s stormwater management systems. The EOH funds are allocated for local water quality improvement projects under the Memorandum of Agreement (MOA) related to the New York City Watershed.

4. Discuss Somers/Best Plumbing Project – Route 138
Subject to receiving the necessary approvals from the Somers Town Board, Best Plumbing Supply, Inc. is proposing to relocate some of its current operations in the Town of Yorktown to the former Guerlain site on Route 138 in the Town of Somers.
