2. Discuss Letter from Anthony Corbo/US Post Office/Croton Falls
Anthony Corbo is an employee of the Croton Falls post office.  Mr. Corbo asked if he and his co-workers could be exempt from the increase in the parking permit fee because there is no parking at the post office.

Following a discussion the Board agreed they could not exempt them.

3. Discuss Letter from William Nugent/Wells Fargo Home Mortgage/
Reverse Mortgage

William Nugent is a Reverse Mortgage Specialist with Wells Fargo Home Mortgage.  Mr. Nugent asked if he could attend a senior citizen meeting and explain the reverse mortgage program to the seniors.  

After consulting with the town attorney the Board agreed to have the Superintendent of Recreation invite him to a meeting.

4. Discuss Letters Re: Renewable Energy Purchased by Town Government
The Board has received several letters over the past few weeks from residents urging them to use renewable energy.

Following a discussion the Board decided to use start by using 10% renewable energy in the government offices (estimated cost is $5.00 per month per building).

5. Discuss Usage of Town Parks and Camp Hemlock by Groups – Policy
Discussion

The Board discussed the town’s policy regarding residents using the town parks and Mt. Lakes Park for group gatherings.

Town Attorney Roland Baroni advised the Board that group gatherings are permitted at the town parks with permission from the Recreation Department.  Groups must be insured for $1M and the town must be named on the insurance policy.  If liquor is going to be served a rider must be included and a permit must be obtained from the Town Clerk.  

Mr. Baroni advised the Board to check with the County regarding alcohol consumption at Mt. Lakes Park.

There being no further business and all those wishing to be heard having been heard, the meeting was adjourned at 9:50 P.M.  Motion was made by Supervisor Globerman, seconded by Councilman Belcastro.  All voted in favor.
