The regular meeting was called to order by Supervisor Globerman at 8:05 P.M.   

COMMENTS

· Supervisor Globerman said we had some calls at the town offices when the tax bills went out from people wanting to know why the tax bills were higher than last year.  As a matter of fact we had one person call up and said why is my Town tax bill higher than last year?  I guess they didn’t read the information that was sent with the bill because the Town tax rate is actually lower than it was last year by a couple of cents per thousand but the County tax rate went up from $28.00/$1,000 to $33.73/$1,000 which is approximately a 22% increase in the County tax.  It is not the Town tax that raised the bill, it is the County tax.


· Supervisor Globerman said our Board of Assessment Review Chairman Dick Yakman has resigned due to personal reasons.  The Board joins me in thanking him for his service on the Board.  There is a position open on the BAR and if anyone is interested they should contact my office within the next 2 weeks because there is a mandatory training session on May 5th for the position.

Don Rossi appeared before the Board on behalf of Clearwater Excavating to discuss and complete the draft EAF Part 2 with the Town Board and Director of Planning Liz Axelson. 

2. Orchard Hill – Discuss Director of Planning’s Draft Zoning Amendment and
Readiness for Declaration of Intent to be Lead Agency and Circulation

The Board discussed the Director of Planning’s draft local law relating to the proposed amendment to add conference, lodging and recreation facilities to the R-4 zoning district.  The draft local law was prepared as a result of Ms. Axelson’s review of the petition submitted by Orchard Hill LLC and comments by Hilary Smith, MDRA, on the petitioner’s draft zoning.
