ANNOUNCEMENTS

· Supervisor Globerman said the Westchester County Winter Basketball Tournament took place and our Recreation Department sponsored some teams. In the 74th Annual Westchester County Boy’s Recreation Tournament one of our boy’s teams won first place in the Midget Division and in the 20th Annual Westchester County Girl’s Recreation Basketball Tournament our girls team won runner-up in the Midget Division.  So we want to congratulate them and the coaches Wayne Outhouse and Joe Burger of the North Salem Basketball League.

· Supervisor Globerman said Gail Pantezzi resigned as the Chairwoman of the North Salem Historic Preservation Commission.  She will remain on the Commission but has decided that after chairing it for so many years it was time to hand over the reins to some new people.  The Town Board would like to thank her for the many years of service she has put in on that Commission.  
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WORKSESSION

1. Lobdell House – Presentation from Re Hagele
Re Hagele and Glenn O’Neill presented a draft schematic design of the proposed addition to the Lobdell House which was based on the Lobdell “Space Needs Survey”.

2. SKCG Group, Inc. – Discussion Re: Insurance
The Board discussed the Town’s 2004-2005 insurance renewals with Andy Robinson, Thomas Sternberg and Marshall Corey of SKCG Group, Inc. 

3. Automated External Defibrillators (AED’s) – Discuss Letter Dated 4/15/04 from
Beth Sanger, Safety Coordinator

Following a discussion the Board agreed to purchase Automated External Defibrillators (AEDs) for use on town property as recommended by Ms. Sanger.    

4. Healthcare Exclusion/Prescription Contraceptives – Discuss Letter dated
4/16/04 for Lisa Landau/NYS Office of the Attorney General
The Town of North Salem is a member of a multi-employer consortium (MEBCO), which in turn has contracted with POMCO to administer the town’s healthcare insurance plan.

Lisa Landau, Director of the Reproductive Rights Unit of the NYS Office of the Attorney General informed the town attorney that POMCO’s healthcare plan appears to exclude coverage for prescription contraceptives; which may be violating federal and state anti-discrimination laws. 

Supervisor Globerman informed the Board that he sent a letter to the Chairman of the MEBCO Committee asking what their position was on the matter and will let the Board know when he receives a response.

5. Highway Department – Discuss 2004 New Vehicle/Equipment Proposal
The Board discussed the Superintendent of Highway’s 2004 New Vehicle and Equipment Proposal (approximate cost $376,000.00).  The Board would like more information before making a decision, therefore, they will invite the Highway Superintendent to a meeting so they can discuss the proposal with him.

6. Croton Falls Route 22 Traffic – Discuss Letter Dated 4/21/04 from Jeff Daday,
President, CFFD

In his letter dated April 21st Mr. Daday states that the members of the fire department are having a very difficult time reaching the Croton Falls Fire Station due to the constant traffic on Route 22 in Croton Falls.  Mr. Daday believes that the recent change making it illegal to turn left at the intersection of Route 22 and 202 is adding to the problem by causing traffic back-ups from Croton Falls Road South on Route 22 to Sun Valley Drive.   

The Board discussed the traffic problems in Croton Falls.  As an immediate action to give some 

relief to the fire department Supervisor Globerman will send a letter to the State DOT asking 

them to remove the “No Left Turn” signage at the intersection of Route 22 and 202.  In addition,

Supervisor Globerman will request a joint meeting with the State DOT, the Town of Somers 

and the North Salem Town Board  to explore possible long-term solutions in the vicinity of 

Route 22, Mahopac Avenue and Route 202.
