Supervisor Globerman called the meeting to order at 8:10 P.M. at the Bloomerside Pavilion located at 101 Bloomerside Road. 

Discuss Town Stormwater Management Plan

Supervisor Globerman explained that just over a year ago we were told by the State that they were coming out with new Stormwater regulations.  The State has always had what was called the Stormwater Phase I regulations in which the NYS DEC monitored large construction sites to make sure there was no stormwater runoff, erosion problems, etc.  

The new regulations which are called the Stormwater Phase II regulations require each municipality to develop, implement and enforce a Stormwater Management Plan to reduce the discharge of pollutants carried by stormwater and to eliminate them to the greatest degree possible throughout the town.

Liz Axelson, Director of Planning explained what the town did during the first year of its Stormwater Management Program and what is planned for the upcoming year.

Roger Schalge, Project Manager and Ali Sharif, Project Engineering then explained what has been done and what will be done this year under the plan for Peach Lake.

The public then had the opportunity to make comments and ask questions.
