WORKSESSION

1. Discuss Traffic Safety – Hilltop Drive/Raymond Road
In response to a petition signed by approximately 15 residents of Hilltop Drive and Raymond Road the Board invited Police Chief Howley and the petitioners to the meeting to discuss traffic safety in that neighborhood.

Following a discussion with Police Chief Howley and Robert Folberth (the only petitioner present at the meeting) the Board decided that in addition to the Police Department running radar there Supervisor Globerman will ask the Highway Superintendent to place “Children at Play” signs in that neighborhood. 

2. Discuss Hidden Driveway Sign – 362 Hawley Road
Mr. Faver of 362 Hawley Road requested that a “Hidden Driveway” sign be place near his home because there is a sight-line problem coming from the South Salem direction. 

Based on the recommendation from Police Chief Howley the Board approved the request.

4.      Discuss Highway Department Purchase (Backhoe) from General Fund Reserve
In April Highway Superintendent Drew Outhouse submitted a “New Vehicle and Equipment Proposal” to the Board which they approved for purchase in 2005.   Mr. Outhouse would like to purchase the backhoe included in the proposal now because he is currently renting a backhoe at the cost of $2,500/month.
