The Board met in Executive Session at 7:00 P.M. in Delancey Hall prior to the regular meeting. 

The regular meeting was called to order by Supervisor Globerman at 8:10 P.M. 

ANNOUNCEMENTS

· Supervisor Globerman announced that free tickets are available to North Salem residents for two summer performances at the Hammond Museum.  The first performance is the “Arm of the Sea Theater Group” on Friday, July 30 at 7:30 p.m. and the second is the “Moonlight Swing Concert” on Friday, August 6 at 8:00 p.m.   Tickets can be picked-up with proof of residency at Town Hall.

WORKSESSION

1. Orchard Hill Conference Center/Golf Course – Update of the Project Design
Attorney John Verni, Project Manager David Kelly and Architect Michael Cunningham presented a “Massing Analysis” of the proposed Orchard Hill Golf Club and Conference Lodge to the Board.  The analysis included a graphic comparison of the proposed building (3-4 stories 225,600 sf) and also a two-story version (240,270 sf).  The analysis also included a site plan and data on area and heights.  

The height of the proposed conference lodge exceeds the height allowed in the town’s zoning, therefore, the Board recommended they speak to the North Salem Fire Commissioners before going any further with their Zoning Petition. 

2. Discuss Candlewood Park – Proposed Park District
A few residents from the Candlewood Park Civic Association were present to discuss creating a park district in order to help them raise funds to dredge the lake and restore the dam.  They have raised some money to pay for the engineering study, survey, wetland studies and soil testing but they lack the funds and the means to do the project privately. 

The Board explained that in order to form a park district a majority of the 54 homes must vote in

favor of creating the district.  The President of the Association Herb Geller will have a 

meeting with the homeowners and discuss the matter with them.

3. Discussion with Building Inspector Re: Blasting/Rock Chipping Ordinance
As discussed at the last meeting Building Inspector Bruce Thompson was invited to the meeting to discuss the town’s blasting ordinance.  The Board asked Mr. Thompson for this thoughts on whether or not the town should ease the blasting ordinance or leave it alone and create a rock chipping ordinance to restrict the number of days/hours rock chippers can be used. 

Following the discussion Mr. Thompson told the Board he would like to discuss the matter with the town engineer before making any recommendations.  Mr. Thompson will speak to the town engineer and report back to the Board.
