ANNOUNCEMENTS

· Supervisor Globerman said I would like to give you an update on the Peach Lake issues.  He said everybody knows Putnam County said that they did not expect to put any funds into the proposed wastewater system for Peach Lake for that side of the lake. I have written to the DEP Commissioner, the County Executive of Putnam, the County Executive of Westchester County and John Dunford who is the Supervisor of the Town of Southeast which is the town that shares the lake with North Salem and I asked that we arrange a meeting so that we can sit down and see if we can find a solution to the funding problem.  

He said I also sent a Notice of Intent to the Environmental Facilities Corporation (he explained what the organization was and what they do) and I said that I expected that within a year we would go forward with the project and I made a request that they reserve $5.8M for borrowing for the North Salem side of the lake.  I spoke to John Dunford and he has done the same thing.  

Supervisor Globerman said according to the engineers the project will cost about $20.8M.  He said he believes we will be getting $6.8M in grants ($5.5M from the East of Hudson Fund in Westchester County and $1.3M that the DEP).  He said our $5.8M represents 60% (60% of the households on the lake are in the Town of North Salem) of the cost after our grants.  The Supervisor of Southeast has put in a request for 40% of the total borrowing and of course they really have to find some grants on their side of the border. 
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WORKSESSION

1. Discuss Final SEQR Scoping Outline – Orchard Hill DGEIS/DEIS
John Verni, Esq. appeared before the Board on behalf of Orchard Hill.  Mr. Verni told the Board that they just received the Final SEQR Scoping Outline today and would like some time to review it before discussing it with the Board.  

The Board rescheduled the discussion for September 14, 2004.

2. Marriott – Review of Draft EAF Part 2 and Discuss Project Status
Richard O’Rourke, Esq. appeared before the Board on behalf of the Marriott.  The EAF Part 2 was originally submitted to the Board in April 2002.  Mr. O’Rourke explained that they have not been in front of the Board since that time because the applicant’s engineer did a comprehensive modification to the site plan to make sure the applicant addressed all the DEP’s comments.  

To allow the Board time to review the revised submission the Board will discuss the Full EAF Part 2 and 3 at the September 14, 2004 meeting.

In addition, a Traffic Impact Study was submitted to the Planning Board on August 23, 2004.  Mr. O’Rourke told the Board that the study was conducted in June 2004, however, the report states that the study was conducted in July.  

Mr. O’Rourke will check the study dates and meet with the Board on September 14 to discuss it.
