RESOLUTION #211-TO SUPPORT LEGISLATION TO ADOPT AN AMENDMENT TO THE NEW YORK STATE CONSTITUTION TO REFORM THE NEW YORK STATE BUDGET PROCESS

Motion made by Supervisor Globerman

Seconded by Councilman Lucas

WHEREAS, a bipartisan campaign effort led by Assemblywoman Sandy Galef and Senator Vincent Leibell was launched on July 6, 2004 to reform New York by gathering public support for an amendment to the New York State Constitution (A.11231/S.7317) to change the process for budget adoption and ensure on-time-state budgets; and

WHEREAS, said budget reform needs to gain support from other government officials and the public in order for the voters to vote positively on this change at the polls in November, 2005; and

WHEREAS, said amendment will move the start of New York’s fiscal year from April 1 to May 1 to better fiscal projections on revenues and expenditures; provide for a contingency budget equivalent to the budget of the preceding year to automatically go into effect on May 1 if no budget agreement has been reached; require a two year appropriation for education aid in order for school districts to know in advance what tax support they will receive from the state budget; create a reserve fund to ensure sufficient funds exist for the payment of education aid in May and June; require the Governor’s office to submit its budget one week earlier and provide more information on the costs of current year services; and establish an independent budget office to make revenue and expenditure projections.

RESOLUTION #212-TO SUPPORT RESTORATION OF TRAFFIC FINE REVENUE
Motion made by Supervisor Globerman

Seconded by Councilman Belcastro

WHEREAS, Vehicle and Traffic Law, Section 1803 governs the disposition of fines and penalties collected in connection with convictions pursuant to the Vehicle and Traffic Law; and

WHEREAS, Chapter 56 of the Laws of 2004, effective August 20, 2004, changed the distribution of the fines taking them away from municipalities and placing them in the State Treasury; and

WHEREAS, this change in the fine and penalties distribution formula will result in a loss to local taxpayers of more than $20 million in fine monies – monies which have historically been used to fund justice court operations; and

WHEREAS, the Town of North Salem will likely lose $25,000 in anticipated fine revenues; and

WHEREAS, this State Budget provision with its immediate effective date will result in significant 2004 deficits and will negatively impact town property tax rates for 2005; NOW, THEREFORE BE IT 

RESOLVED, that the Town of North Salem calls for the restoration of the original fine distribution formula in order to provide towns with necessary revenues to fund justice court operations; AND BE IT FURTHER 

RESOLVED, that the Town of North Salem urges the passage of legislation introduced by Senator Bonacic (S.7757) and Assemblyman Cahill which amends the Vehicle and Traffic Law to restore this source of revenue to local governments; AND BE IT FURTHER
RESOLVED, that a copy of this resolution be sent to the Governor George E. Pataki; Joseph L. Bruno, Majority Leader of the Senate; Sheldon Silver, Speaker of the Assembly; Senator Elizabeth Little, Chair of the Local Government Committee; Assemblyman Robert Sweeney, Chair of the Local Government Committee; Senator Owen Johnson, Chair of the Finance Committee; Assemblyman Herman D. Farrell Jr., Chair of the Ways and Means Committee; Senator John A. DeFrancisco, Chair of Judiciary Committee; Assemblywoman Helene E. Weinstein, Chair Judiciary Committee; Senator Vincent Leibell; and Assemblywoman Sandra Galef.
