The regular meeting was called to order by Supervisor Globerman at 8:03 P.M.   A Public Hearing Re: Amendment to Chapter 220 of the Code of the Town of North Salem Entitled “Vehicle and Traffic” – Addition of Two Stop Signs – Livery Lane and Deer Run Court was held prior to the regular meeting.

WORKSESSION

1. Presentation By Historic Preservation Commission Re: 282 Titicus Road and
Possible Historic District

Historic Preservation Commission Co-Chairpersons Deanna Mulligan and Tom Loizeaux appeared before the Board with Philip Franz, AIA to discuss the designation of 282 Titicus Road (Rockwood/Moysa residence) as an historical site.  The house can be traced in the deed archives of Westchester County to 1870, however, the date of initial construction is believed to be 1760-1790.  

The Town Board will set a public hearing date to designate the site as soon as they receive a resolution from the HPC recommending it for designation. 

2. Discuss Orchard Hill – Well Pump Testing
The Board discussed the aquifer pumping test protocol for the proposed Orchard Hill Golf Club and Conference Lodge with Russell Urban-Mead, CPG of Chazen (Town’s consultant) and Russ Slayback, CPG of Leggette, Brashears & Graham, Inc. (Orchard Hill’s consultant). 

3. Discuss Circulation of Marriott Draft Scoping Outline
The Board briefly discussed the Marriott Draft Scoping Outline with Richard O’Rourke, Esq., John Canning P.E., P.T.O.E., Adler Consulting (Marriott’s traffic consultant), Peter Russillo, John Collins Engineers, P.C., (the Town’s traffic consultant) and Director of Planning Liz Axelson. 

Supervisor Globerman asked the town attorney to draft a resolution authorizing the circulation of the draft-scoping outline, which was prepared by the applicant.

Supervisor Globerman called for a brief recess at 10:05 P.M.  The meeting reconvened at

Discuss GIS Package
The Board discussed Ms. Axelson’s request for the Town to purchase the North Salem GIS package/system as part of the WCPD Jumpstart Program (approximate cost $3,500-$6,000). 

The Board approved her request based on the fact that it will be very helpful to her and other departments.

4. Discuss Clearcutting
The Board briefly discussed the Planning Board’s proposed recommendation to amend Chapter 189 of the Code of the Town of North which includes clearcutting.  

Supervisor Globerman will send a memo to the Planning Board telling them to continue with the process they are in now.

5. Discuss Work Outline – Cherbuliez/Munz, PLLC
The Board discussed the September 16, 2004 proposal from Cherbuliez/Munz, PLLC (C/M) Landscape Architects & Site Planners.  The Town is contracting with C/M to assist the Open Space Preservation Committee with methods and guidelines for preserving Open Space in the Town of North Salem.

The Board briefly discussed the proposal and then agreed that in order to refine the proposal to best meet the needs of the OSPC Chairman Peter Nardone should be present.  Supervisor Globerman will invite C/M and Mr. Nardone to a Town Board meeting in November to discuss the proposal with them.
