The regular meeting was called to order by Supervisor Globerman at 8:05 P.M.   

WORKSESSION

1. Discuss Highway Department Deficit and Equipment Request
Highway Superintendent Drew Outhouse was present to discuss his request to purchase new vehicles at an approximate cost of $457,833.60.  The Board agreed to bond for the vehicles, which will be purchased through New York State Bid in 2005.

The Board also discussed the projected 2004 Highway deficit of approximately $200,000 which; 

Mr. Outhouse stated was due to snowstorms last winter.  The Board agreed to take the money out 

of Fund Reserve.

2. Review of Wetland Permit Process
In an effort to expedite and limit the cost of obtaining a wetland permit in certain instances

(i.e., replacing a deck, wetland boundary is easily discernable) the Board discussed changing 

the Wetland Permit process with Building Inspector Bruce Thompson. 

The Board asked Mr. Thompson to work with the Wetlands Inspector and put together criteria for determining which applications will qualify.   
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WORKSESSION (Continued)

3. Discussion with Building Inspector Re:  Concerns
Building Inspector Bruce Thompson was to present to discuss several items that he feels should be reviewed for possible amendment.  Those items include: building permit expirations, building height, lot mergers, additional wetland/controlled area restrictions and fees. 

The Board asked Mr. Thompson to draft amendments for those items.

A Public Hearing to amend the Vehicle & Traffic Law to impose a local surcharge was 

held at 9:05 P.M.  The Regular Meeting reconvened at 9:10 P.M.

4. Discuss Lobdell Expansion – Hagele & O’Neill Architects
Mr. Hagele and Mr. O’Neill presented changes recommended by the Architectural Review Board

for the Lobdell Expansion Project.  In addition, they discussed the estimated budget for the project.

Supervisor Globerman called for a recess at 10:15 P.M.  The meeting reconvened at 10:20 P.M.

5. Discuss Orchard Hill Draft Zoning
The Board discussed the Orchard Hill Draft Zoning and balloon test scheduled for November 19 

and 20 with Director of Planning Liz Axelson and Mr. Vernie and Mr. Fish of Orchard Hill.

6. Discuss E-Mail from Police Chief Howley Dated 10/18/04 Re: Speeding on
Starr Ridge Road

The Board discussed a complaint they received regarding speeding on Starr Ridge Road.  Based on the recommendation from the Police Chief the Board agreed to install two “Children at Play” signs on that road.

7. Discuss Proposal Dated October 8, 2004 from Sullivan Data Management
Network Upgrade

The Board discussed the proposal from Sullivan Data to upgrade the network infrastructure in the 

3 Town Hall Campus buildings.  The infrastructure upgrade will involve replacement of the existing Ethernet switch, server, server operating system, e-mail system and backup software.  It will also involve an upgrade to the recently installed anti-virus software to allow it to interact with the new

e-mail system.  The workstation upgrade will involve replacement of the oldest machines (Pentium II/400) on the network and relocation of some of the existing PIII 60 & 866 machines. The estimated cost of the upgrade is $62,580.66.

The Board agreed to take money from Fund Balance so that the upgrade can be done this year.  Councilman Belcastro will put a bid package together for the next meeting and speak to Mr. Sullivan to see whether or not we could purchase Dell computers rather than the proposed computers.

8. Discussion of Sanitation Pricing System
Based on a complaint regarding the extra charge for driveway pick-up the Board discussed whether or not to change the system for refuse pick-up in town.

The Board agreed there was nothing wrong with the current system and agreed to leave the system alone.
