The regular meeting was called to order by Supervisor Globerman at 8:10 P.M. 

WORKSESSION

1. Discuss Biotic Corridor Inter-Municipal Agreement
The Board discussed and made a few changes to the draft Biotic Corridor Inter-Municipal Agreement between the Towns of North Salem, Lewisboro and Pound Ridge.  The goal of the agreement is to establish a multi-approach to the conservation of wildlife and habitats in the three towns.

2. Discuss Hilltop Drive – Possible De-mapping a Portion of Roadway
The Board discussed Thomas Mottola’s petition to de-map a portion of the roadway near his home on Hilltop Drive.  Pursuant to Section 205 of the Highway Law, Mr. Mottola is seeking the discontinuance of a portion of the roadway known as Hilltop Drive.

Based on the recommendation from Drew Outhouse, Superintendent of Highways the Board approved the de-mapping.

3. Discuss Repair of Former Ambulance Corp Building in Purdys
The Board discussed the bids received to repair the former Ambulance Corps building located at the intersection of Route 22 and Titicus River Road.  The damage occurred in November when a woman lost control of her vehicle and drove into the building.  

Based on the recommendation from the Town Engineer the Board agreed to award the bid to 

C. Tec Carpentry, Inc. in the amount of twelve thousand five hundred dollars ($12,500.00). 

4. Discuss North Salem Center – Outstanding Matters
The Board discussed the APRL Waiver by Resolution dated June 11, 2002 and its application before the Planning Board for Amended Site Plan approval for the property known as Cambridge Salem Center with Building Inspector Bruce Thompson.

Following the discussion the Board gave North Salem Ventures permission to move forward with the Amended Site Plan Application they have before the Planning Board.
