NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that in accordance with SEQR 6 NYCRR Part 617, 

the proposed action is considered to be an Unlisted action and the Town Board hereby declares its

intent to serve as lead agency in a coordinated environmental review in accordance with SEQR 6 NYCRR Section 617.6 (b)(3); and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Town Board shall circulate a notice of said intent to 

involved and interested agencies with a copy of Parts 1, 2 and 3 of the Full EAF and the Attachments and a copy of the draft Local Law.
