RESOLUTION #73-TO SUPPORT THE COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT PROGRAM AND
URGE CONGRESS TO RESTORE ITS FUNDING

WHEREAS, the Community Development block Grant (CDBG) program was enacted, and signed into law by President Gerald Ford, as the centerpiece of the Housing and Community Development Act of 1974; and

WHEREAS, the CDBG program has as its primary objective “…the development of viable urban communities, by providing decent housing and a suitable living environment and expanding economic opportunities, principally for persons of low and moderate income;” and

WHEREAS, the CDBG program has considerable flexibility to allow communities to carry out activities that are tailored to their unique affordable housing and neighborhood revitalization needs; and

WHEREAS, throughout its 30-year history, the CDBG program has been a partnership among the federal, state and local governments, business, and the nonprofit sector which carry out activities that improve the lives and neighborhoods of low and moderate income families; and

WHEREAS, according to the Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD), in FY 2004 CDBG provided funds for thousands of activities, assisting over 23 million persons and households through such activities as expanding homeownership activities, eliminating slums and blighting influences, improving infrastructure such as roads, water and sewer systems, libraries, community centers, adult day care and after school care for children, homeless housing facilities, employment training, transportation services, crime awareness, and business and job creation; and

WHEREAS, the Town of North Salem has been awarded CDBG funds in the amount of $863,585.49; and

WHEREAS, the President’s FY 2006 budget proposes to completely eliminate the CDBG program; and

WHEREAS, New York State’s Returnable Beverage Control Law (“RBCL”) has successfully reduced litter along our roadways and in our public spaces and has reduced the burden of solid waste disposal that is shouldered by municipalities; and

WHEREAS, since the enactment of the RBCL in 1982, the beverage industry has evolved and expanded introducing additional beverages, such as bottled water, juices and teas, which containers have found their way into the municipal waste stream; and

WHEREAS, currently bottlers and distributors who initiate the deposit collection system enjoy a five-cent windfall for each container that is not returned, and such unclaimed deposits total $85 million annually; and

WHEREAS, the funds from the unclaimed deposits should be taken back by the State for deposit into the Environment Protection Fund to finance municipal environmental; and

WHEREAS, legislation has been introduced to expand and improve on the RCBL by extending its coverage and providing a mechanism to return unclaimed deposits to the State for use in funding local environmental projects,

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COMMENTS
· Councilman Belcastro said the Police Chief told him that the patrol car that was just retired was equipped with radar that allowed the officers to gage traffic coming from behind them as well as in front of them.   He said the Police Chief said that unit worked well and helped them control speeding in town.  Councilman Belcastro said the Police Chief would like to purchase a radar unit for the new patrol car at the cost of approximately $3,000.    
A brief discussion followed and the Board approved the request.

· Councilman Belcastro said at the last meeting there was a conversation regarding affordable housing.  During my part of the discussion I referred to the five affordable houses that are located in Salem Chase and I said that one of the problems is that when those people make improvements to those homes unbeknown to anybody they are going to have trouble selling them.  Councilwoman Curtis said something to the effect that there has been no trouble selling them because two of them have already been sold.  
He went on to say that he and the other Board members knew nothing about them being sold so he researched the matter and learned that no affordable houses in Salem Chase were ever resold.

Councilwoman Curtis said what I was referring to was when the Housing Board came to us some-

 time ago regarding the sale of a unit and wanted clarification on improvements that could be made.
A heated discussion followed.

· Councilwoman Curtis said paperwork came from the County regarding applying for funding to make improvements on June Road which include widening the pavement (3’ on each side).  She said we discussed this about a year ago and she thinks the Board should again go on record with the County and tell them that we support their effort to improve the drainage and whatever but not widening the pavement.
