Supervisor Globerman called the Public Hearing to order at 8:05 P.M.  
Supervisor Globerman said this is a continuation of the public hearing to adopt proposed Local Law #01-05 – The Westchester County Greenway Plan.

Supervisor Globerman asked Ms. Axelson if the Planning Board finished their work with it.
Ms. Axelson said yes, the Planning Board just sent over a letter to you.  I don’t know if you received it yet.  The Planning Board didn’t really have any problems.  On the top of page two in the letter they did express a concern about possible effects of review of local matters by additional agencies.  Other than that I think they generally saw the advantages of it and had some ideas about projects when the funding is put forward.

Ms. Axelson said months ago we discussed the Planning Board being interested in starting to get to work on a ground water study.  I think it would be great if we could get some funds to get started on that.  We even got a proposal to do a ground water study.
Supervisor Globerman said one of the major benefits of becoming a Greenway Compact Community in Westchester is that they add 5% extra rating points to any application that you put into any State agency which could be valuable to us.

Councilwoman Curtis said the Planning Board does raise an interesting question.  There are statements in the plan that say it could be revised.  She asked Ms. Axelson if she knew what the process would be if it is updated and revised.  Does it come back to all of the members for comment and review?

Ms. Axelson said it is my understanding that if they are going to do an amendment they are going to send it out to the Compact Communities.

Councilwoman Curtis said do we have a say?

Ms. Axelson said you have a chance to either accept or reject it.

Ms. Axelson said there were two letters which I assume you got from the DEP and Hudson River Valley Greenway.  As soon as I got the DEP letter I called Westchester County and asked them what the concern was and my understanding was that the DEP’s concern wasn’t about North Salem it was about the program in general.  I think Hudson River Valley Greenway’s response sort of put to rest the idea that there could be expedited review.  We are not going to do that in North Salem anyway.   
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Councilwoman Curtis said there are two different points brought up.  One of them was the streamlining concept.

Ms. Axelson explained the concept.

Councilwoman Curtis said I just want to make sure that the streamlining and the EIS were one in the same.

Ms. Axelson said they are.  That was explained to me and so there is no issue of streamlining here as far as I am concerned.  Projects have to go through site specific review.  In terms of the zoning they have to go through generic review.  Most of our reviews are pretty thorough, so I don’t see any need to change that and there is no opportunity to do it anyway under Westchester County’s Greenway Compact Plan.  

Ms. Axelson said I prepared a draft resolution.  Do you have any questions about that?  
There were no questions or comments.  Ms. Axelson said in that case I recommend you close the public hearing. 

There being no further comments Supervisor Globerman declared the public hearing to Adopt Proposed Local Law #01-05 - The Westchester County Greenway Compact Plan closed at

RESOLVED, that the Town Board hereby amends Resolution #73-05, dated March 15, 2005 to read as follows:

WHEREAS, the Community Development block Grant (CDBG) program was enacted, and signed into law by President Gerald Ford, as the centerpiece of the Housing and Community Development Act of 1974; and
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RESOLUTIONS (Continued)

RESOLUTION #92-TO AMEND RESOLUTION #73-05 - DATED MARCH 15, 2005 (Cont’d.)
WHEREAS, the CDBG program has as its primary objective “…the development of viable urban communities, by providing decent housing and a suitable living environment and expanding economic opportunities, principally for persons of low and moderate income;” and

WHEREAS, the CDBG program has considerable flexibility to allow communities to carry out activities that are tailored to their unique affordable housing and neighborhood revitalization needs; and

WHEREAS, throughout its 30-year history, the CDBG program has been a partnership among the federal, state and local governments, business, and the nonprofit sector which carry out activities that improve the lives and neighborhoods of low and moderate income families; and

WHEREAS, according to the Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD), in FY 2004 CDBG provided funds for thousands of activities, assisting over 23 million persons and households through such activities as expanding homeownership activities, eliminating slums and blighting influences, improving infrastructure such as roads, water and sewer systems, libraries, community centers, adult day care and after school care for children, homeless housing facilities, employment training, transportation services, crime awareness, and business and job creation; and

WHEREAS, the Town of North Salem uses CDBG funds in the amount of $863,585.49 $1,378,157; and

WHEREAS, the President’s FY 2006 budget proposes to completely eliminate the CDBG program; and

WHEREAS, should such a proposal be enacted, it would have a devastating effect on the Town of North Salem CDBG program by failing to provide future funding to remediate sewage treatment problems at Peach Lake and funding for a water treatment facility for the Croton Falls Water District.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Town of North Salem hereby calls on the Congress to preserve the Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) Program within the Department of Housing and Urban Development and provide a FY 2006 funding of at least $4.7 billion overall, with no less than $4.35 billion in formula funding.

RESOLUTION #95-TO SUPPORT WESTCHESTER MEDICAL CENTER

WHEREAS, Westchester Medical Center is the regional advanced-level trauma center, providing a critical lifeline for 3 million people and medical care not available anywhere else in the 5,000 square-mile Hudson Valley region and;

WHEREAS, Westchester Medical Center provides the highest-level of care to more than 120,000 adults and children each year from the 7-county Hudson Valley region and beyond through the in trauma and burn care, comprehensive cardiac care, neuroscience and rehabilitation services, a transplant center, cancer services and for children at its Maria Fareri Children’s Hospital and;

WHEREAS, Westchester Medical Center is the only Level 1 Trauma Center in the region, the only organ Transplant Center in the region, the only full-service Heart Center in the region, the only 24/7 medevac facility in the region, the only Pediatric Intensive Care Unit in the region, the only Level IV Neonatal Intensive Care Unit in the region; the only Burn Center between New York City and the Canadian border, the only Regional Resource for large-scale disasters in the region, the largest provider of pediatric healthcare in the region and the largest biomedical research site in the region and;

WHEREAS, Westchester Medical Center has the highest case-mix index of any hospital in the State of New York, treating the most severely ill and injured patients anywhere and providing a resource where community hospitals can send their most difficult cases and;

WHEREAS, Westchester Medical Center directly and indirectly supports more than 6,000 jobs in the region, including more than 800 attending physicians, with a  payroll of $276 million and services and supplies purchased annually totaling $295 million, with a regional economic impact of $1.1 billion and;

WHEREAS, sixty percent of Westchester Medical Center patients come from Westchester, with the remainder coming from the rest of the Hudson Valley region (Rockland, Putnam, Orange, Dutchess, Sullivan and Ulster) and beyond.

WHEREAS, Westchester Medical Center has made significant progress in operational improvement, cost reductions and revenue enhancements while maintaining a high quality of care but is still the only public hospital in New York State that does not receive a public subsidy.

THEREFORE, let it be resolved that the Town of North Salem supports Westchester Medical Center’s Operation Cure and the renewal of the existing, soon-to-expire ¼% sales tax and dedicate funds to public hospitals and public nursing homes in New York State.

THEREFORE, let it be resolved that a copy of this resolution be forwarded to Governor George Pataki, Assembly Speaker Sheldon Silver, Senate Majority Leader Joseph Bruno and the members of Westchester County’s state Senate and Assembly delegations.
