The regular meeting was called to order by Supervisor Globerman at 8:10 P.M.   

WORKSESSION
1.
Discussion of Volunteers Park
Construction of Volunteers Park Phase 1 is complete.  The Board discussed Phase 2 of the project with Tony Kotz and several members of the Recreation Advisory Committee.  
Phase 2 consists of fencing, (including baseball backstop, dugouts, sideline and outfield fences and gates), plantings, restrooms and signage which are required to complete the functional needs of the park.  These were not included in the original contract but were acknowledged to be needed when the park opens.

Discuss Variable Options for Lobdell Expansion
Based on the proposed plans the Lobdell Expansion Project is estimated to cost $1,070,777.  In an effort to decrease the cost the Board discussed three alternate plans.

· Scheme B ($979,746) Eliminate monument, walks and flagpole in plaza.
· Scheme C ($658,119) Reduce 2 story addition from 24’ to 18’, no new porch or conference room at Building Department.  No work at the Annex.  No modifications at existing Lobdell House.  Mechanical system for new spaces only at Lobdell House.  Curb work only at plaza and reduced walkways.
· Scheme D ($559,655) Reduce 2 story addition from 24’ to 16’, no new porch or conference room at Building Department, no new stair addition at east side of Lobdell.  No work at the Annex.  No modifications at existing Lobdell House.  Mechanical system for new spaces only at Lobdell House.  No curb work at plaza and reduced walkways.

Supervisor Globerman will invite Architect Re Hagele to the next Town Board meeting to discuss the alternate plans with him.

Discussion of Draft CPU Supplemental Text
The Board discussed the draft Supplement to Section 2 of the Draft Comprehensive Plan Update (CPU) with Director of Planning Liz Axelson as follows:
Ms. Axelson said this is kind of a continuation of the CPU that was reviewed in the public hearing on October 26, 2004.  That CPU draft contained the supplement that dealt with non-residential major projects that the town is looking at.  This supplement addresses the one residential project that involves a zoning amendment that the Town Board has been examining.  
She said I have prepared the supplement and ultimately what I envision happening is that it would be added in at the end of Section 2 to become Section 2.2.  It will be underlined so it will be clear to the public what has been added.  You will then be able to continue the hearing that was started on October 26th when you are ready.  So I wanted to hear what if any comments you had on the text today to see if there are any more revisions to make to the supplemental text and then insert it into the large CPU draft and come back to set a date to continue the public hearing.  I will then print copies of the whole document again and get it out to the public.
She went on to say that it’s basically done in the same format that I did for the non-residential projects.  I looked at it in relation to a draft CPU “Purposes and Development Goals”, and “Objectives and Strategies” and I also looked at it in relation to the “Adopted Master Plan of 1985”, the existing “Zoning Ordinance”, “Patterns for Westchester”, “Greenprint” and also “Existing Zoning and Land Use” and “Changing Local/Regional Trends and Needs”.  
She said so basically, it is a specific look at another major project that the town is looking at.  At some point in the earlier CPU review process concerns were raised about major projects going forward without being highlighted in the Comprehensive Plan so we have added the supplemental sections to address that concern and to address planning aspects of these projects.

Supervisor Globerman said basically as a Town Board I think we would prefer to have projects of lower density rather than more density but given the way this evolved through Stipulations of a lawsuit I think we are very fortunate that it turned out to be something which at this point at least is school tax neutral where the senior citizen portion will at least pay or possibly more than pay for our children coming out of the 47 single-family homes.  If we had to have a higher density project that’s one that I feel at least the citizens in this town could live with.
Ms. Axelson said right and actually in the framework of the town zoning, in the County it is considered to be medium density.

Councilwoman Curtis said it really does accentuate the lack of affordable housing units in this project.  It’s difficult in light of the fact that this is a golden opportunity to not only max out on a different style housing but it should have had the affordability level as part of it.  I have a feeling that the way it is written if it had to be written this way but it really does accentuate that lack.
Supervisor Globerman said considering that Continental sued on the basis of affordability and yet not the properties involved in the lawsuit provided any affordability I’m not sure I would make it an issue anywhere else either.
Councilwoman Curtis said well this was one of the sites that identified in the 208 case and it was one of the sites we were ordered to put back so we had an opportunity to do that.
Supervisor Globerman said it seems to me that this was a hotel site back in those days.

Councilwoman Curtis said it actually was not the hotel site.  The hotel is a different area of this parcel.  This is a totally different configuration of that land.

Councilman Lucas said Cynthia, this particular property at this point really almost falls outside of some of the things that we would normally do with a subdivision because it is kind of a court ordered settlement.   In discussing this with them in the past when we brought up affordable housing the answer was no, we don’t want it.

Supervisor Globerman said when given a choice between going back to court with the case or taking $400,000 so we can get some affordable rental units off-site, I think that is a pretty clear choice.  I don’t want to go back to court with the case.  

Councilwoman Curtis said unfortunately it wasn’t made part of the negotiation and I think that’s where we failed.
Supervisor Globerman said if it was made part of the negotiation the negotiation would have failed and we would be back in court today.

Councilwoman Curtis said I don’t agree with that Sy.
Supervisor Globerman said I took a hard line on a number of things but that was one we could not take a hard line and win.

Councilwoman Curtis said did you ask?  

Supervisor Globerman said yes, it was discussed and it was rejected.

Councilwoman Curtis said well I wasn’t in the room.

Councilman Belcastro said you weren’t in office when we discussed it.

Councilwoman Curtis said no, no this settlement negotiation should have been 
Supervisor Globerman interrupted and said it’s been mentioned a number of times and the applicant never was willing to go affordable and you had a choice of going forward with a fairly palatable settlement or going back to litigation and I don’t think the people in town want to see the litigation that we had between 1987 and 1992.

Town Attorney Roland Baroni said I was in the room all the time and it was a nonstarter.  The negotiation would have gone nowhere.

Councilwoman Curtis said I think that other things could have been moved around.  You’ve got to consider we have a real obligation here.  This is an excellent way to utilize this property.  Cluster in the center I think everyone in town would agree.

Supervisor Globerman said if it didn’t come out of litigation you could make that case.

Councilwoman Curtis said litigation or no litigation it doesn’t matter.  

Supervisor Globerman said you can’t say litigation or no litigation, its litigation period!  You don’t have a free hand.

Councilwoman Curtis said I am putting it into the discussion of the CPU and I am making a comment that this is an excellent direction to go in.
Supervisor Globerman said if you want to go back to court it is a wonderful direction to go in.  If you want to build affordable housing it’s a nonstarter.

Councilwoman Curtis said you don’t agree that senior citizen zoning cluster is good?

Supervisor Globerman said yes I would like to see it be done somewhere in town.  It’s not going to be done on a project which is part of litigation.  I would like to see it done somewhere else.  Don’t you think we want affordability for senior citizens?
Councilwoman Curtis said Sy, wait we are talking about two different things.  I am talking about what is written here and I am saying it is excellent.

Supervisor Globerman said you’re accepting it, is that what you are saying?

Councilwoman Curtis said I said it was excellent and it is a good direction.

Supervisor Globerman said and if it happens again in the future affordable will be a part of it.

Councilwoman Curtis said no, I am not talking about the litigation now.  I am not talking about this specific site.  I am talking about possibility.

Supervisor Globerman said right, I agree with you.

Councilwoman said thank you so much.
Supervisor Globerman said well I didn’t get the sense of what you were actually saying.

Councilwoman Curtis said that’s because you kept interrupting me.

Supervisor Globerman said no.  You didn’t express yourself to me I don’t know about anybody else.  

Ms. Axelson said are you talking about this site or are you talking about the actual zoning district as its drafted?

Councilwoman Curtis said the zoning district.  In the zoning district that is drafted I wanted to go back to the point that I made at the public hearing on the CPU and that is a question to the Board as to whether this should stand as a separate zoning district or whether it should be considered as part of the existing residential density in the town.  
Councilman Lucas said what residential density?

Councilwoman Curtis said I think we have to look at the town in the way it is done but if you made it as a part of an R-2 or R-1 as a Special Use of the Town Board.

Ms. Axelson said it is a nice progression from the R-MF/6 R-MF/4.
Councilwoman Curtis said I am suggesting that we take a step back and look at all our residential zoning to see whether or not an existing residential zone cannot pull this in as part of it so that there is

more of an opportunity to see this in town without the Town Board or Planning Board having to go out 
and find specific sites.  When you set it up with a separate zoning district now you have to go out and find some more sites or you sit back and wait for someone to petition you.  

Supervisor Globerman said are you taking about an overlay zone?

Councilwoman Curtis said I suggest that we take the map out and take a look at sites and see whether or not we could live with this.  I am not suggesting it to R-4 but look at the R-2 sites, look at the R-1 sites and see if we couldn’t, or the GB sites….                                   .

Ms. Axelson said I think they have language in just plain old Section 2 that talks about looking at existing residential zones.

Councilwoman Curtis said because anytime we create a zone now you have to go out and find some more sites and we should take look.  Is there an indication that there are more sites that could take on this zoning?
Supervisor Globerman said with the natural features in the town that becomes difficult.

Councilwoman Curtis said you don’t want to create a zone district that only applies to one site.

Supervisor Globerman said you have that.

Ms. Axelson said it’s more flexible than the R-1 has to be.

Councilwoman Curtis said that’s why I don’t think our examination of this is complete until we look at that and I think there is potential for more sites that we could chose or we could add it to another zone.  Otherwise, one site, one zone just doesn’t fit right.

Councilwoman Curtis said there is a lot of (inaudible) here.  It has the potential for doing more for the town to satisfy needs but (inaudible).
Supervisor Globerman said it’s difficult with the topography of the town, the wetlands, and the DEP restrictions to come up with these sites.

Councilwoman Curtis said your backing yourself into a dilemma if you leave that statement hanging out there Sy.  I think you should at least say let’s take a look.  

Supervisor Globerman said I have no objections.

Ms. Axelson said there is a general look recommended in the end of Section 2, “the study of the town’s residential zoning districts should address housing needs as well as the encouragement of agricultural uses.”  “A review of the results of the recent Comprehensive Plan survey will”
Councilwoman Curtis interrupted and said that’s right, when that was going to take place?
Ms. Axelson said after this is adopted.

Councilwoman Curtis said that’s unacceptable to me Liz.

Ms. Axelson said I know that but that’s the way this has been framed all along.  What we are talking about now is adding a supplemental section into this plan and reopening it to public hearing and working on a basic studies update and the next thing to do is to go to generic EIS and then the approach has always been these are stated goals, objectives and stragies and as we pick a section of the plan that has high priority we start working on that study and it could be any of these sections or two of these sections at a time.  The Planning Board has already expressed an interest in looking at groundwater already.  You can’t do all these studies at once it will just simply take forever.  So if you come up with a framework for strategies and you use them as you go.

Councilwoman Curtis said adopting this plan and moving in this direction you better be ready to come up with at least two more sites because it’s zoning.  You can’t let it hang out there as only one.  So, why would you want to put yourself in that position of adopting something first and then sweating it out whether or not you could find the sites later on?

Ms. Axelson said I am not sure why we have to find other sites.  I guess I feel like we went through the whole Continental zoning, we were hard pressed enough just to find those sites and we created zoning districts with adequate enough density to be able to say we are addressing adding the opportunity for multi-family development without stressing out this community with eight to ten dwelling units per acre so we stuck to four to six this is only two dwelling units per acre.  The whole point is that the town went through this whole exhaustive process trying to find those sites knowing that it was hard for the public to accept.  So, honestly as a planner the last thing I would do is say oh let’s go find some more sites.
Councilman Lucas said what if we overlaid those sites with this zoning?

Councilwoman Curtis said thank you, well that’s what I was saying before.  I mean come on let’s move forward by planning those sites with 
Mr. Baroni interrupted and said with the age restricted possibilities, is that what you think?
Councilwoman Curtis said yes.  Take a look at that.
Ms. Axelson said you mean making this like an R-1

Councilwoman Curtis interrupted and said the four sites would get this as a Special Use Permit of the Town Board.  See if you can incorporate this proposed zoning in the other sites.

Councilman Lucas said what else would you have to do?

Ms. Axelson said do you have some sites in mind?  I am just a little baffled.

Mr. Baroni it’s the same sites.
Councilwoman Curtis said the same sites.  It goes against Mr. Raymond’s argument that he just wanted us to be able to (inaudible).
Mr. Baroni said it’s just an overlay that if somebody wanted to do age restricted on one of this sites already zoned multi-family.
Ms. Axelson said but they already all have the age restricted option at a higher density so why would they do that?  R-MF/6 allows slightly higher density by Town Board Special Permit for aged restricted housing same with RMF/4 so that’s already in there.

Mr. Baroni said ok, I didn’t know that.

Ms. Axelson said this is basically similar.  It’s just that this one puts priority on the age restricted but it’s really modeled after the R-MF/4 and R-MF/6.
Mr. Baroni said as long as the others already have it I think we are fine.

Ms. Axelson said yes.  Knowing what the Town Board went through with Continental the last thing I would do is look for more sites.  Although in my mind when I look at the zoning map I think well, are these zoning districts that we have R-MF/4 or R-MF/2 more flexible than say R-1/2.  R-1/2 is all the existing neighborhoods.  I’ll give you an example Salem Hills Development that’s going to be a conventional subdivision.  Maybe they could have clustered it but if they could have done say multi-family instead of single-family maybe it would have been a better design.  Because the R-MF zones are just more flexible in terms of setbacks and all that.

Ms. Axelson said so that’s the kind of thing that I think you could look at in the future.  Look at sites that are already high density and see if these more flexible zoning districts would be a better fit and it would improve the quality of development that you would get on these sites.  There’s an R-1/4 zone on Hardscrabble Road I don’t even know if that site is feasible, but it almost seems kind of silly at this point to have the R-1/4 zoning district because there is just that site, there is a remnant of the Nob Hill site that really needs to be rezoned to something else because it doesn’t fit and that’s about it.  So, at some point you may want to just get rid of the R-1/4 zone and maybe we will unzone that one at some point.  

Councilwoman Curtis said I still think (inaudible) in writing a new one and only have one site in mind. 

Ms. Axelson said well if there are other sites that you are thinking of.

Councilwoman Curtis said but we haven’t had an opportunity to pull out a map and look at it.

Ms. Axelson said the point of this supplemental section was to address the Highgate project and the major projects going on.

Councilman Lucas said we can always go back in and add sites.
Councilwoman Curtis said this is the CPU we got to be working on more than just accommodating these people who are asking for zoning changes.

Ms. Axelson said I think the whole CPU is a lot more than just these people.

Councilman Lucas said I don’t have a problem with adding more sites I just think there has to be a way we can just close this piece out.  We can start looking at sites now and come up with suggestions for later.
Supervisor Globerman said what can we do with these remaining R-1/4 areas?
Ms. Axelson said well, I mean I know there is the one on Hardscrabble Road where a question has been raised recently about the soils on that site and maybe at some point we need to look at that and decide that R-1/4 does not work there.

Supervisor Globerman asked Mr. Baroni if he foresees a problem with changing that.

Mr. Baroni said no.

Supervisor Globerman told Ms. Axelson that maybe she should come in with a recommendation for what is really workable on that site.

Supervisor Globerman said I don’t know that the soils were ever really tested; we don’t really know what’s there.  I don’t know if the applicant tested them.
Ms. Axelson said I think you would go to a lower density there.  

Mr. Baroni said I think they ended up finding out enough to cause them to pull their application.
Councilwoman Curtis said before we continue the public hearing are we going to address any of the comments that we have gotten so far?  One was for us to conduct more surveys.

Ms. Axelson said there was one person that commented that the previous survey may be biased and I don’t even know if that person even looked at the survey but I took a look at it again.  If the Town Board wants to go through and look at the survey and redo it that’s a possibility.

Councilwoman Curtis said that survey was very focused on one issue.  
Ms. Axelson said it was two, residential and non-residential.

Councilwoman Curtis said they had a few residential questions at the end, but the problem that I heard from most people about that survey was that it was short in that it asked some questions but it didn’t have enough follow through to understand whether or not any of the commercial things that were being suggested would be viable.  It asked a question, what would you like to see in a particular hamlet?  It didn’t go on to say would you ever use it?  How often would you use it? Once a month, once a week, once a year?  
Supervisor Globerman said the people who didn’t live in the hamlet would use it but the people who were in the hamlet didn’t want it, so that’s why we scrapped it.

Councilwoman Curtis said my point was that the survey was very limited and it was done by the Planning Board and I think they did a good job but it was not a professional way of approaching broad issues that a CPU should address.

Ms. Axelson said I think the Planning Board also didn’t feel that there was any point in them redoing it because if there was this concern about bias having them do it again wasn’t going to solve that problem.  Frankly, I don’t know at this point why you need to do the survey again now.

Councilwoman Curtis said but there are more issues than were in the survey.

Supervisor Globerman said there are people in this town who don’t believe we should add retail services to the town.  I think when you look at all these charming towns all over New England that have retail services through them I don’t see that they destroy a community but if people feel that way then we are not pushing in that direction.

Councilwoman Curtis said but there are other things to talk about in the survey it wouldn’t just have to be residential versus non-residential uses.  We did a very brief one on open space and we got some interesting comments back from that.  There are other issues that could be addressed in the survey too.

Supervisor Globerman said those people who want commercial want it somewhere else.  They don’t want it near where they live which means that nobody gets commercial because everybody wants it in the other guys backyard, so we just don’t do it.

Councilwoman Curtis said there are other issues than that.

Ms. Axelson said you can do a survey on each section of the plan.

Supervisor Globerman said I don’t need a survey to tell me we need open space.  We know we have to supply some in the high density areas in town, we know that too.
Councilwoman Curtis said but your doing the Recreation Master Plan update and one time we did a survey on our Recreation Master Plan. 

Supervisor Globerman said we can do a survey for the new one too.

Ms. Axelson said you can recommend a survey in just about any section.  At the end each of these sections talks about recommended studies.  If there are certain sections you think a survey will be helpful, we can add that.

Councilwoman Curtis said but wouldn’t you want to do a survey and find out what people think before you adopt this plan?  

Ms. Axelson said you mean a survey of all the sections?

Councilwoman Curtis said no not a survey of all the sections.  

Ms. Axelson said I guess I felt at the time that the two most controversial issues were residential and non-residential development.  What do people want to see or not want to see?  So the idea was that if we gave them a form that would say to them do you want this or not want this?  They were allowed to

chose both ways and I thought we got a pretty good indicator.  You could do a survey about recreation that’s obviously going to be up to the Recreation Committee, I don’t know that you want to do a survey about architectural design review.
Supervisor Globerman said we don’t need a survey to tell us that people in town don’t want corporate headquarters located in this town.  We don’t need to do a survey to do that, we know that now.

Councilwoman Curtis said then why are we doing a conference center?  It’s kind of like a corporate headquarters.

Supervisor Globerman said that’s not a corporate headquarters at all.  There is no comparison.  In a corporate headquarters people are running into work every morning and they are leaving every afternoon.  A conference center is much more random and a lot of it takes place on weekends.  You just compare apples and oranges and it makes no sense.

Councilwoman Curtis said I’m not comparing apples and oranges.

Supervisor Globerman said that makes absolutely no sense.  You have dining facilities there.  Most people are dinning on weekends and in the evenings.  They are not there in the morning rush hour crowding things up.  You know you bringing all those things up and if you considerate it intelligently a lot of those complaints don’t make sense.  They don’t wash.

Ms. Axelson said maybe what I can do is look at the sections and the basic studies that are recommended and if it’s an appropriate place to do a survey that could be a recommendation in there as part of whatever study is to be done.  

Ms. Axelson said what I had in mind was because we had had a document that was up for public hearing and that we are continuing the hearing we would just simply add this section, continue the hearing and then take the whole body of public commentary after that and do a revision of the whole thing.  That’s what I had envisioned.

Councilman Lucas said that’s a valid approach.

Ms. Axelson said that’s what I thought.

Councilman Lucas said so you take everything as a whole and then have discussions on that.

Ms. Axelson said I have a file of public commentary from the October public hearing so I would like to take it all at once because I know some of the same comments will come up when we continue the hearing.  So, that’s the general idea.  So I don’t know if you had any specific comments on any of the text.

There were no comments from the Board.

Ms. Axelson said alright then I will incorporate it and bring it back to you at the next meeting and we will talk about setting the public hearing.  Then I will print it and get it out to the public.

Discuss Old Ambulance Corp Building
This winter a temperature problem in the building caused a pipe to freeze causing damage in the building and increased fuel use.

To prevent the problem from happening again, as suggested by Councilman Belcastro the Board agreed to have the pipes leading to the tank outside redirected, thoroughly insulated, waterproofed and install a temperature censored monitored alarm in the building.

· James Powers, 26 Bloomer Road said I have a dilemma because coming up this Thursday I have a Zoning Board appearance for my neighbor who wants to take away all the grass on her front lawn and replace it with some type of cement surface so her horses can ride there.  
In October 2004 a Zoning Board Special Permit was issued for the keeping of not more than 
fifteen (15) horses and operation of a commercial horse boarding facility including barn, pasture, 
covered riding ring and exercise area. 
A discussion took place regarding the situation. The Board explained to Mr. Powers that the
Town Board had no jurisdiction over the ZBA.  The Board agreed it would be beneficial to them 

if they could have a conversation with the ZBA regarding the ZBA’s policies, procedures and
approval process.  The Board asked Supervisor Globerman to send a memo to the ZBA and 
request a meeting with them.
