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The regular meeting was called to order by Supervisor Globerman at 8:10 P.M.

· Supervisor Globerman said just a short while ago I received a phone call from Councilwoman Curtis who informed me that she was not feeling well tonight and she will not be able to attend the meeting.

· Supervisor Globerman said I had to change the 2 Town Board Meetings in May to May 3rd and 17th.  May 3rd because of the availability of Peter Kamenstein, Chairman of the ZBA who is coming in to speak with the Town Board.  May 17th because we want to have a joint meeting with the Southeast Board regarding the Peach Lake Sewage Treatment Districts and John Dunford the Supervisor of Southeast said that was the best date for him and his Board. 
The meeting on May 3rd will be here and the May 17th meeting will take place at the Vails Grove Pavilion and it will be dedicated mainly to Peach Lake issues.

· Supervisor Globerman said Ronald Stewart is moving out of town and has resigned from the ZBA so we have an opening on the Zoning Board of Appeals.  We also have openings on the Open Space Committee, Architectural Review Board, Town Housing Board, Historic Preservation Commission and the Conservation Advisory Council.  
Anyone interested in serving on any of those boards can either contact me or the Town Clerk and we will arrange for interviews with the Town Board.

As stated at the last meeting the Board invited Re Hagele, Architect for the Lodbell Expansion Project to the meeting to discuss the alternate plans and estimated cost of the project. 

Following the discussion Supervisor Globerman asked Mr. Hagele to come back to the next meeting (May 3rd) because he felt Councilwoman Curtis should be present for the discussion.

Director of Planning Liz Axelson said basically the primary change here was to address concerns about their definition of Active Adult Dwellings and this is based on some language that Anthony Micelli had provided and Roland had looked at and Roland is satisfied with the language and so what I did was I changed the definition somewhat on Page 1 at the bottom of Page 1, Dwelling, Active Adults.  But the main changes begin at the bottom of Page 4 and the top of Page 5 and basically what it does is it puts into the Supplemental Requirement language specifically about who may live in these Active Adult Dwellings.

She said I assume Roland that it is acceptable because it is consistent with the other language.
Mr. Baroni said yes.

Councilman Lucas said does Somers have this with Heritage Hills?

Mr. Baroni said I have no idea.
Supervisor Globerman said I am not sure they ever did anything.  Which is one reason they had a problem there.

Ms. Axelson said it is a little bit broader than a normal senior citizen dwelling that we have say in the PD-CCRC district.  And I changed a little bit of the language to include spouse, life partner or other householder.  

Supervisor Globerman said on Page 6 right after the 2nd paragraph you have the smaller print “the requirement regarding moderate-income housing” there is a line through it that’s not meant to be crossed-out is it?

Ms. Axelson said no, that’s with the Adobe Acrobat Program does to it.  So that note is supposed to be there.

Supervisor Globerman said because it doesn’t make sense without it.

Ms. Axelson said no, that stays in.

Ms. Axelson said and the only other changes here that you will see in bold is that I had to renumber the subsections and that’s it but that’s really nothing of substance.
Ms. Axelson said the main reason we needed to get to this point is so that Mr. Lukashok and Anthony Micelli know what generally is the zoning that they are moving forward with.  It won’t be adopted until after the EIS process is done and it will probably be revised again once it is opened up to hearing.  

Councilman Lucas said I just have a question.  I see where you define a Dwelling Active Adult there is no wording in here on children other than over the age of 19.

Ms. Axelson said it’s not dealt with in the definition.  In other words, the definition says these units are really for adults and their adult children basically and their caregivers and then in the Supplemental Requirement it sort of repeats that same verbiage and then in Subparagraph 3 on the top of Page 5 there is a line that begins with “Nothing herein shall prohibit a Condominium Board or Homeowner’s Association charged with managing the “Active adult dwellings” from enacting rules and regulations permitting children or grandchildren of said “Active adults” to reside in the premises on the basis of special and unusual circumstances (e.g. marriage, adoption, divorce, death, etc.)” so it allows the condominium board to deal with those various special circumstances and make exceptions.

Supervisor Globerman said Roland are we ready to set a public hearing date on this?

Ms. Axelson said no.

Mr. Baroni said no.

Supervisor Globerman said what do we have to do next?

Mr. Baroni said I think we want to get to the point of combining the public hearing on the Supplemental DEIS with the public hearing on the rezoning.  So you have one night both public hearings simultaneously.

Ms. Axelson said we still have ahead of us the submittal of the DSEIS Review for Completeness and Determination.

Mr. Baroni said so at least you’ve got the work product now pretty well all done.  Are we waiting for the applicant now?

Ms. Axelson said the DSEIS.  We’re waiting for the Draft Supplemental Environmental Impact Statement and I believe my understanding was that that is sort of depending at this point on the project plans being drawn.

Mr. Lukashok said I agree with you.  The DSEIS is virtually finished.  We finished doing the traffic of the corner, we got counts on the motor vehicles, how many accidents there were at the intersection, very few and we are ready to go ahead as soon as the plans are ready and I think we are very close to finishing the plans.  So I would say in the next 2-3 weeks.

Supervisor Globerman said you have the drainage plans on the single-family residences already, I believe.

Mr. Lukashok said yes we have the drainage plans but the housing for the aging involves much more sewage than the commercial and so we had to expand the equivalent of a septic field next to the sewage treatment plant and because of that we have to rethink some of the detentions ponds and that’s what we are doing now.  But we are very close to I think solving the problem.

Supervisor Globerman said the drainage calculations for the senior portion are part of that?

Mr. Lukashok said well, they are included in the drainage calculations that’s part of the drainage report.  We won’t be given the plans until we finished up the Comprehensive Drainage Report.

Supervisor Globerman said that ties in with the detention ponds, doesn’t it?

Mr. Lukashok said yes it does.  

Supervisor Globerman said I guess that’s all there is for now.

Mr. Baroni said have we made any progress on the Dino & Arties parcel so they can include that in their submittal?

Supervisor Globerman we still have not heard back from the State Department of Environmental Conservation.  Roger Schalge has written to the DEC to get us clearance on the property so we can go in and do the deep pit tests for the septics.

Discussion of the Revised Draft Comprehensive Plan Update with Inserted

Section 2.2; Consider Setting Date for Continued Public Hearing
Director of Planning Liz Axelson said you should be looking at a draft dated April 22, 2005.  The major change is that the supplemental text that we discussed at the last meeting regarding Major Residential Projects has been inserted beginning on Page 32 and going through Page 42.  You had looked at that section last time and nobody really had any comments about it so it has now been inserted into the larger CPU Update text and provided that it is acceptable to you I believe we can set a public hearing date for this and move forward.

Mr. Baroni said to reopen the adjourned hearing.

Ms. Axelson said to yes, to continue.  To continue the public hearing that started on October 26, 2004.
Supervisor Globerman said do you want to do that in June?

Ms. Mandelstam said I am just curious, excuse me for interrupting but Mr. Lukashok said 2-3 weeks before he gets his stuff in and isn’t that part of your CPU?

Ms. Axelson said no.

Ms. Mandelstam said no?

Ms. Axelson said no.

Mr. Baroni said it’s not dependent on his submission.

Ms. Mandelstam said that part I understand but it’s hard to know where you are going until he gets his stuff in?
Ms. Axelson said yes I think we can go ahead.  They have to do their own Draft Supplemental EIS and they have to do a Generic Analysis of the Zoning. So whatever I do in the Generic EIS for the CPU will obviously be referring to that.                                                                  .
Ms. Mandelstam said again excuse me, I really am confused but you have other projects and are they up to the same speed as the other projects in the CPU or are they lagging behind?
Ms. Axelson said I think to some degree we’re going to be sort of running neck and neck at some point because for me to prepare the Generic EIS is going to take months and we have two projects, one that has submitted an EIS.  Orchard Hill Conference Center submitted the end of March.  I don’t know that they are complete yet but they have already submitted EIS and are going through review.  Highgate Supplemental EIS the generic portion is coming in as soon as the plans are done.  So on some level I’ll be catching up to them.  What they will be doing is very site specific review with the generic components.  My generic EIS is going to look at the whole CPU.

Ms. Mandelstam if you are going to write it as (inaudible) I don’t fault you, it’s my problem, but what I am just suggesting is as a lay person at this moment it seems to be put on the same level.  You’re going to present it you want to present it with the best possible (inaudible) I don’t know what that is but it seems to me the all three major projects should at least be more or less the same
Supervisor Globerman interrupted and said Mrs. Mandelstam as far as this particular draft law is concerned, the thought of it was spurred by the Highgate/Woodlands Projects but this is a marvelous piece of generic legislation that would serve most any where in town because if a project has to be like that, if you are going to have to have residential development and you do in some places it gives you neutral school effects where the senior citizen portion is supporting the single-family residence portion.  So that is generic legislation to have for the town regardless of Highgate/Woodlands.

Mrs. Mandelstam said I am not arguing that issue I heard something about the Planning Board could make exceptions and I don’t know I have that in my brain but it just seems to me a planning matter and logical matter you would want everything on the same more or less on the same timeline.
Ms. Axelson said everything is kind of coming before this Board all at the same time.  Obviously, we are going to get to a point where if the Highgate Project is ahead of the CPU well then they may have to wait a little bit.  That’s a possibility.  Right now everybody is moving forward and I know that I will be working very hard to get the Generic EIS done.

Mrs. Mandelstam said Liz, I’m not faulting you.  I am just saying that if you are going to do it you might as well do it right it seems to me.  Whatever right is.  Right might turn out to be           more or less in the same kind of position, that’s all I’m saying.

Ms. Axelson said I think at some point the other projects may have to wait for me.

Supervisor Globerman said the regular meetings in June would normally be June 14th and June 28th.  Liz, do you have a preference ?

Ms. Axelson said June 28th is not a preference for me.  June 14th is fine.

Supervisor Globerman said or we can have a date that is not on a regular Town Board meeting.

Ms. Axelson said yes, I didn’t know if you wanted to do that.

Supervisor Globerman said I don’t know what your needs are.

Ms. Axelson said the other thing is that my guess is that the earlier in the month we can do it the better in terms of any school activities that are going on.

Supervisor Globerman said does any body know the school schedule in June?

Supervisor Globerman said do you want to have it June 7th?
Ms. Axelson said sure, that’s my guess the earlier in the month the better.

Supervisor Globerman said then we will set the date for June 7th.

Councilman Lucas said let me ask a question based on Mrs. Mandelstam’s question.  On Page 34 the CPU Development Objectives and Strategies you go over the Highgate/Woodlands project specifically.
Ms. Axelson said that whole section is just all about Highgate.

Councilman Lucas said I understand.  So specific things in here such as up to 5 affordable apartments will be constructed.  At which point in time does that end with when they go forward with their project we are going to control exactly how many is done?  I guess why is this in here?

Ms. Axelson said well I don’t know if you remember but awhile back there were some questions and complaints raised that we had these major projects under way and how could we write a CPU without addressing these major projects and how they would impact it.  So what I have done for those major projects is tried to create sort of a separate section to analyze those projects and how they work in with the CPU objectives and other planning policies that are sort of out there from the existing Master Plan, Greenway Patterns the Westchester Planning Document.  So that’s what I have done with the major projects.  Is present them in whatever general section they belong but as separate subsection.
Councilman Lucas said but do you word them this way or do you word them generically?  I mean you have a specific Highgate/Woodlands project.
Mr. Baroni said it is appropriate when you know you have these projects pending and you want to consider them as part of a comprehensive plan update.

Ms. Axelson said and it is kind of hard not to consider them.

Councilman Lucas said well I understand.  We have been talking about it and referencing them but I had thought it would be more generic and we are talking about them in very specific terms of what they want to do.

Ms. Axelson said it’s kind of like the project description you see.  My point in presenting it that way was to give it specific enough project description so that the discussion of all the planning policies down the road would make sense.  So if somebody knew enough about what this project is.  It is almost the same as the kind of project description you would do within the notice saying you know here’s this project and we are acting as lead agency under SEQR.

Supervisor Globerman said Mr. Mandelstam.

Mr. Mandelstam said it seems to me we are talking about in the CPU as it’s now finally evolving a significant number of important projects and zoning possibilities, I am not sure why their pursuing an earlier date rather than a later date.  For example, why the late June date wouldn’t be better?

Councilman Morley said she said she wouldn’t be here.

Ms. Axelson said for one thing I won’t be here but it also coincides with school ending and a lot of people not being in town.  We had some complaints in the past of people saying why did you plan it specifically at a busy time or why did you plan for the summer when a lot of people are gone.
Mr. Mandelstam said June 28th is that considered the end of the school year.
Councilman Lucas said the last day of school I know for the high school is June 25.  

Supervisor Globerman said Liz what date are you proposing?

Ms. Axelson said June 7th and I think we should have a court stenographer.

Supervisor Globerman said yes and we also have to decide where we should have that meeting possibly at the High School where we held it the last time.  

Ms. Axelson said what I will do initially is have 100 copies of the document printed to have available to the public and I want to put it on the website.  
Councilman Lucas said he would put it on the website.  What else do you want on the website?

Ms. Axelson said it’s really four documents.  I don’t know if there is a way to give instructions on the website.

Mrs. Mandelstam said you are going to reprint the whole document?

Ms. Axelson said yes, I am going to have 100 copies made to start off and then we will have more made for the hearing.  I usually have it available so that if people want to have it emailed I can email it to them.

Mr. Mandelstam said so it will be obtainable on the website?

Ms. Axelson said yes.
