· Supervisor Globerman said I would like to announce that we became aware that the Mullen property in the hamlet of Purdys was on the market and available.  The property is 66.65 acres (4 lots).  When we framed out the open space project one of the objectives was to create some open space in the denser areas over on the west side of town and this property certainly fills the bill 100%.

He said the Board authorized me to try and acquire the land.  Because we can only pay up to the appraisal price of the land the Board also authorized an appraisal of the property.  
Paul Gallay, Executive Director of the Westchester Land Trust and I met with Mr. Mullen and discussed our interest in purchasing the property.   Based on the appraisal we offered 
Mr. Mullen $1.15M which was below his current asking price of $1.4M.  After giving it some thought Mr. Mullen accepted our offer of $1.15M.  The North Salem Open Land Foundation has come forth and said that they will donate 10% of the purchase price or $160,000 whichever is less.  
He said we have a number of steps to go through in order to get to contract and one of them is to hold a public hearing on the purchase of the property.  The public hearing will be held on Tuesday, May 17, 2005 at 8:00 p.m. at the Vails Grove Pavilion in Peach Lake.

WITH WESTCHESTER COUNTY FOR THE PURPOSE OF UNDERTAKING 

A COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT PROGRAM

WHEREAS, the Secretary of Housing and Urban Development of the United States is authorized, under Title I of the Housing and Community Development Act of 1974 as amended, and Title II of the National Affordable Housing Act of 1990, as amended, to make grants to states and other units of general local government to help finance Community Development Programs; and

WHEREAS, Section 99-h of the General Municipal Law of the State of New York grants to any municipal corporation the power, either individually or jointly with one or more municipal corporations, to apply for, accept and expend funds made available by the federal government, either directly or through the State pursuant to the provisions of any Federal law which is not inconsistent with the statutes or constitution of this State, in order to administer, conduct or participate with the Federal government in programs relating to the general welfare of the inhabitants of such municipal corporation; and 

WHEREAS, the Community Development Act of 1974 as amended, Title II of the National Affordable Housing Act of 1990, as amended, and any “Eligible Activities” hereunder are not inconsistent with the statutes or Constitution of the State; and
