Supervisor Globerman called the Public Hearing to order at 8:15 P.M. at the Vails Grove Pavilion in Peach Lake.
The Notice of Public Hearing appeared in the May 7, 2005 issue of The Journal News and was read by the Supervisor.  

Supervisor Globerman said this was the second time that property was recommended to the North Salem Town Board for acquisition.  The majority of the Town Board did not care for the first property.  They didn’t feel that it provided the benefits that we wanted the taxpayers’ money to get with the Open Space Acquisition, so we passed on that one.  This is the second one. 

He said the Mullen property sits right at the edge and probably is really part of the Purdy’s Hamlet along Route 22.  It is 66.65 acres and it consists of four lots. It is very wild land and totally undeveloped and the asking price originally this year was $1.4M it had been more in the past.  We worked with Paul Gallay of the Westchester Land Trust who is here tonight and we brought it in for $1,150,000 which on appraisal showed it to be a fair value.  

He said we are going through the process and tonight we will be approving the purchase contract and also passing a resolution for the Environmental Assessment of the property to make sure that there are no ground fields, dumps or anything like that on it, that it has a clean bill of health and then after that we will go through the title insurance and everything else and close on the property.  The property will be passive park land in perpetuity.  It will be available for our citizens for hiking and walking and there might be some streams up there for fishing too.  
He said Paul Gallay is here.  Paul would you like to say something on behalf of the Westchester Land Trust?
Mr. Gallay said I simply will say I appreciate the opportunity to work with you and with the other members of the town government, the Town Open Space Committee and the North Salem Open Land Foundation which is the strategist on this all along and as I understand is a generous contributor to this project and if there are any questions I would be happy to answer them but I don’t want to take up the publics time by making a speech.

Supervisor Globerman said the North Salem Open Land Foundation is contributing up to 10% of the purchase price so that the net cost to the town should we not be able to acquire any other grants will be $1,035,000.

Supervisor Globerman said are there any questions or comments from the audience?

Supervisor Globerman recognized Gary Jacobi.

Mr. Jacobi said good evening.  I am here as the President of Cotswold’s Homeowners Association which is the largest piece of property abutting this Mullen property and I am really not sure why the town is buying it.  There have been numerous developers over the years who have tried to develop the property and all to no success.  It has very limited access, it has a lot of steep slopes, it has a lot of wetlands, it is virtually impossible to develop.  It seems like it doesn’t fit in with any of the other open land plans that there are for the town and I just question the need to buy it at this time.

Supervisor Globerman said well I can tell you the way I looked at it and that was that this is a property situated next to a very densely populated neighborhood.  A neighborhood which has a lot of traffic problems. That property might have stayed empty for another fifty years and then maybe not.  As modern technology comes in every square inch will be developed somewhere, so I think the Town Board wanted to have an assurance that we won’t be adding to traffic problems in that community and that it will stay open land in perpetuity and at the same time it provides passive recreation for people of the town who chose to use it and use it with their children.

Supervisor Globerman recognized Deanna Mulligan.

Ms. Mulligan said I am Deanna Mulligan and I am the Vice-President of the North Salem Open Land Foundation and as many of you know we own several open properties around town and most of them have been donated to us over the years. This is one of the first times that we are actually using our funds to contribute to purchasing a piece of property.  We were contacted by the residents of Purdy’s and went over to take a look.  As many of you know Purdy’s is very much a family hamlet, there are a number of children who ride their bikes and so on and we thought this was a terrific opportunity to contribute to the town and work with Westchester Land Trust and very thankfully with the Town Board to give residents of Purdy’s a place for recreation right in their backyard.  
Ms. Mulligan said I don’t know whether the residents of the Cotswold have concerns about traffic but I will tell you that outside of Baxter Road we have very few issues with traffic on our other properties.   They are passive recreation.  People tend to walk and I would expect that the people of Purdy’s using this property would be walking from their houses on this property and it is going to be very quietly used.  There are no horse trails on the property, there won’t be any motor vehicles allowed on the property.  It is a walking property and I think it is a great opportunity.  On behalf of the Open Land Foundation we want to thank you and Paul for working with us.  It is a big dream I think on the part of the people of Purdy’s and they are the ones who organized it and thank you to them as well.
Supervisor Globerman said the Town Board would like to thank the Open Land Foundation.
Supervisor Globerman recognized Chris Brockmeyer.

Mr. Brockmeyer said I am Chris Brockmeyer and I am a resident in the hamlet and I do want to actually address at least one of Mr. Jacobi’s points but before doing that I want to thank the Town Board for proceeding with this process.  It provides much needed open space in a quadrant of town that very much needs it and the decision is responsive to the very vast majority of the residents in the hamlet.  With respect to whether or not the property can or cannot be developed I’m not a developer or a planner so I can’t speak from an expert opinion however, what I have heard many times before that a certain piece of property in a certain location may or may not or can or cannot be developed and that all remains to be seen.  The property itself is a fantastic parcel and platues at a certain point at which it could very well be development.  This is a preemptive measure.  It is a community that is at the base of the bridge and cannot afford further traffic to go through it.  From the community point of view and a safety point of view this is the right thing you are doing, so thank you.
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Supervisor Globerman said did any of the Board Members like to address this?

Councilwoman Curtis said I am rather thrilled that we are about to spend some of our bond money to purchase open space but I do have several concerns because we’re doing this absent an Open Space Plan.  I think what the Town Board needs to do is be a little more aggressive in getting its Open Space Plan on track because if it weren’t for the residents of Purdy’s petitioning us this probably wouldn’t happen.  

The next question you have to ask is what if another group of residents come in and say how about saving a piece of property next to me because we use it for hiking and all the same reasons that we are doing it in Purdy’s and I think it would be very difficult for the Town Board and the Open Space Committee to not say the same thing lets spend our second million dollars on purchasing another piece of parcel.  Our problem is we don’t have the plan, we don’t have the rankings, and we don’t have everything it takes to say this is the right thing to do with the money at this point in time.  

So, in response to that I say to the Board lets jump start the Open Space Committee, lets give them what it takes to get them back on track.  We should appropriate money so that they can get some professional help.  I think it would really benefit them to have a little guidance to get the Open Space Plan done.  We don’t have a liaison to the Open Space Committee Sy, I would be happy to volunteer to do that and help them get jump started on this.  
The Open Space Committee is out there doing a terrific job but they’re untrained volunteers who are out looking at hundreds of acres of property in the Town of North Salem and they need some guidance.  There’s a wonderful program that’s done by the Hudsonia.  They have an actual course coming up in September and we have to encourage our Open Space Members to go to this course and if there is enough of them we might even be able to get them to come to North Salem and train our volunteers so that they can develop an Open Space Plan.  
And finally, I think this Town Board should reconsider putting up another referendum to keep the money flowing because this is taking half of our money.  Absent an Open Space Plan, absent a ranking, I am all for it but we have to be prepared for the next piece of property that comes along.  
And on a final point I think later on in the meeting when we get to the specifics of the Environmental Review of this piece of property I think we should put less emphasis on the potential development of this parcel and more emphasis on the good that this parcel will bring to the residents of Purdy’s.  It is at the top of a ridge as Mr. Brockmeyer just said, it has visual impact if it were ever developed it would be at the top.  It offers recreational opportunities to a dense area as you had mentioned Sy and that has to be stated right up front in the SEQR document.  
She said it is a terrific thing for the residents of Purdy’s.  I am thrilled for them but I do know that there are at least ten other parcels in the 684 Corridor that could probably get equal weight in so we have to get our Open Space Committee to finish that job so that we know that we are spending the money at the right time and in the right place.  
She said and I want to thank you Sy for all your efforts to get this job done and get it done so quickly.  I think it is great for the Town of North Salem and thank you Open Land Foundation.
(Applause)

Supervisor Globerman said well the Town Board was looking at getting the Open Space Committee some help I guess towards the end of last year and it turned out to be quite expensive and right now I am pleased to announce that next month I will be applying for a $25,000 grant to help us do that work.  So we should be able to kick start it and at the same time only pay 25% of the cost and try to get the other 75% from New York State, that little place up in Albany where we send all our money.
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Mr. Gallay said one quick fact in regard to the price you paid.  To give you some perspective the rough value per acre is the lowest of any of the five real estate deals that I am currently involved with.  I think reflecting to some degree the constraints of the property.  What I have heard from the people that I have talked to is that this property is developable and it is well worth the $17,000/acre you are paying. He gave the range of prices ($21,000/acre-$38,000/acre) for various other deals he is involved with.  I feel that it is a good value and it does appraise out and if you would like any assistance from Westchester Land Trust in regard to a management plan we would be happy to assist with that. 
Supervisor Globerman said as land disappears in the County and it disappears from the south upward the northern part of the County has what available developable land is left in the County basically speaking and North Salem I think may have the largest proportion of that of any of the northern towns.  As technology advances you can be assured that if there is money to be made they will find a way to develop it and who knows they might get higher densities than we would ever want.  So I think on that basis I would rather be safe in knowing we need some benefits now and protecting that land in the future.
There being no further comments and all those wishing to be heard having been heard, the public hearing to consider Open Space Acquisition of the Mullen Property was declared closed at 8:30 P.M.

Supervisor Globerman called the Public Information Session to order at 8:30 P.M at the Vails Grove Pavilion in Peach Lake.

Supervisor Globerman said a couple of years ago the New York State Department of Environmental Conservation passed new regulations called MS4s-Phase II which tells every municipality that we are responsible for controlling stormwater, creating drainage, swales, systems, whatever is necessary, retention ponds so that stormwater just doesn’t run wild.  

To a great degree up here it means it gets into the reservoir.  It carries with it erosion soils, it carries with it chemicals from automobiles and petroleum products and so this is something that’s very serious and since they have given us the great honor of doing this work, we are doing it.  

We are applying for grants and we have already got a $500,000 grant from the NYS DEC to help us with construction of this.  In Peach Lake we have already done two studies.  One study was done together with the Town of Southeast, a small $20,000 study on Stormwater around Peach Lake.  After that Congresswoman Sue Kelly got us a $134,000 grant from the United States Environmental Protection Agency and that work is basically complete and we are waiting for the report to be presented to us.  So that is another stormwater project.  We continue to do stormwater projects.  Also, Westchester County using the NYC Watershed money has made available $312,500 to each of the twelve northern towns to do anything that improves water quality and we are using almost all of that money for stormwater construction purposes on roads where we know we have problems.  

Once a year we have to file a report as to what progress we have made and what we expect to accomplish in the year ahead so I will turn it over to our Town Planner Liz Axelson to talk about that.

Ms. Axelson said hi I am Liz Axelson and I am the Director of Planning in the Town of North Salem.  Last year you received a Stormwater Pamphlet and this year we also created a Stormwater Management Pamphlet for applicants and developers.  The Building Department and the Planning Department are giving those things out.

This stormwater thing goes in yearly cycles and every year it is a concerted effort between Sy’s office and Drew Outhouse, me and the Town Engineer Roger Schalge from Hahn Engineering and also it involves the Building Department as well.  I don’t want to go through point by point everything this town is doing but I am just going touch on the things that are on-going that I think are good that the town is doing and also touch on a few things that are new.
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Sy has been working on an Intermunicpal Agreement to provide some stormwater management technical training for applicant’s developers meaning engineers, lawyers, contractors anybody who is working with anybody in land development and in North Salem that can be development of a estate home which has enough disturbance to involve a pretty elaborate site plan at the Building Department level and can involve engineering reviews all the way up to review of subdivisions and other major developments.  So, Sy is trying to work and get that together so that we could sort of put our heads together and our funds together and train everybody at once and I guess Sy, you are just waiting to hear from Westchester County?

Supervisor Globerman said as far as the agreement is concerned yes.

Ms. Axelson said so that’s one item and generally when I look at this report the summary is that we are making a lot of progress.  We don’t have everything done and some of the tasks are considerably larger.  This year there actually was a high school course that was taught.  Actually one day when NYC DEP’s Kenny Kelly came into the high school and worked with a biology teacher teaching seniors about stormwater.  So we are trying to reach out to the schools.  I don’t know if we will be able to do that on an annual basis it really depends on Kenny Kelly’s availability or somebody else at DEP.  

Ms. Axelson said we are trying to update our website so we are going to put both of the Stormwater Pamphlets on the website and we are going to add some materials in the next year about the phosphorous restrictions in this area because of the Watershed.  We are trying to have some information for residents and information for applicants and developers to address phosphorous restrictions.

Ms. Axelson said I think Sy touched on a lot of the funds that are being applied for or have been applied for.  I think there are about eight grants that have either been applied for or are being applied for that relate to stormwater and they cover things from an interactive computer mapping system to actual stormwater improvements on local town roads.  What we are hoping to do with the interactive mapping system is use the GIS System and data that we already have at Town Hall and add to it a system where Drew Outhouse and his staff can add GPS information about all the stormwater improvements and then be able to add notes for that so that they can keep sort of a status report on whether something has been cleaned or needs repairs, etc.  You can actually go into the system, make these notes and it will help them make up their work plan.  As a matter of course they do annual cleaning and inspections of all these improvements anyway but this will help them systemize it a little bit better.

Generally the Town’s review process in terms of the Planning Board, Town Board and the Building Department is reviewing as I said anything from subdivisions, site plans, and building permits; which often involves the Town Engineer.  Roger Schalge happens to be a stickler for detail and is very well versed in all the stormwater requirements.  He is a little tough which I think is a good thing in the long run.  He really insists on a lot of detail and making sure that the numbers about stormwater and how it’s managed all add up and that when the Planning Board or the Building Department is making a decision that they are really accounting for what could happen on a development site or to prevent water from leaving a development site.

Generally in Town when we are looking at development almost all our plans before the Planning Board include grading, contours, whether or not there are wetlands on the site, stormwater improvements, erosion sedimentation control and also landscaping.  So we are trying to be really through and hopefully we end up with developments sites that are in relatively good shape and if they are not, hopefully we have the enforcement we need to straighten things out.

So a lot of these things are ongoing.  The main thing that is going to happen in the next year is that the engineer and I are working on a Draft Stormwater Management Local Law and we are working on it and we are going to bring it to the Town Board and Planning Board eventually.  It’s just going to centralize how the town handles stormwater, drainage and all that.  It’s not very exciting unless you have to apply for a permit.  Then it’s exciting, but maybe not in a great way. In the long run the idea is to keep things clean and keep things developed in a way that doesn’t cause property damage and other problems.
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Councilwoman Curtis said I have a question.  Having read through this one thing that I think may be lacking and I hope that the Town can coordinate and pull together is as the mapping system becomes available that our local wetlands be an intragal part of that mapping system and coordination with the Highway Department and even bring in the wetlands consultant because all of this water eventually ends up either at or near our streams or our wetlands and often times when the Highway Department is out working they are the last ones to hear about where our wetlands are and we had a horrible incident this past summer where a small wetland that had been identified by the Planning Board for a subdivision process got disturbed by a Highway improvement.  

I think with the GIS mapping that you are pulling together, this will all come together so that everyone understands how these wetlands work and I hope that you bring Joe Bridges into this process because that’s a critical part of this and I don’t see a place for it in this form but I think that we can be proactive and say that we are going to coordinate our wetlands protection with this whole process.

Ms. Axelson said yes.  The detail on what is going to be included in the mapping system is included in the proposal which is submitted for the grant.  I didn’t attach it but I could actually add a little more description.  It would have included all the data including wetlands, streams, drainage basins and all that.  Now what is going to happen is the Town is going to build on the GIS System that we have on our system now so that will make it a little bit easier.

Supervisor Globerman said do you want to tell them what a GIS System is?

Ms. Axelson said if you have any questions, let me just say this before I tell you what GIS is.  

If  you have questions you can reach me at Town Hall, you can either go to the website www.northsalemny.org and find me in the Planning Department, otherwise you can call 

669-4393.  

Ms. Axelson said the GIS System is a Geographic Information System and what the Building Department and my department and the Highway Department now have on our computers is the ability to say go to an area in town and turn on different data there.  So I can go look at area photographs of a certain parcel and then I can add on other things like tax parcel boundaries or streams, etc.  I am learning how to work with it.  We are hoping to put it possibly on the town website depending on how workable it’s going to be and how useable it will be for the general public.

The meeting was called to order by Supervisor Globerman at 9:00 P.M. at the Vails Grove Pavilion in Peach Lake.  

The North Salem Town Board met with Southeast Supervisor John Dunford, Southeast Councilman Paul Johnson and residents of Peach Lake to discuss the status of the proposed Peach Lake Sewer District.

In order to maintain and administer the sewer system each Town must form a sewer district and execute an Intermunicipal Agreement to have the two sewer districts work as a single entity.  The Towns are in favor of the petition method of forming the districts.  Before the petition can be drafted to be signed by residents, the Towns and the regulatory agencies must address several regulatory and legal matters.  District maps must be prepared and the district boundaries legally defined; an environmental impact study must be prepared; a cost per typical household must be determined; the Intermunicipal Agreement must be negotiated between the Towns and the plant site must be established.

At this time, both Towns have hired Hahn Engineering to create the Map, Plan and Report for the purpose of circulating petitions in both towns for the formation of a Peach Lake Sewer District.  

Grants and financing cannot be obtained until the districts are formed; however, both Towns and PLEC are in the process of securing various grants and low interest loans.

Presentation by A-HOME – Program for Affordable Accessory Apartment
Joan Arnold, Executive Director of A-HOME was present to discuss a pilot program A-Home is conducting in Lewisboro and Bedford for affordable accessory apartments.

A-HOME will identify homeowners who want to create affordable units to supplement their income.  Homeowners would create apartments within their homes on their property using existing County property improvement funds set aside for accessory apartments.  Working with the Towns and the County, A-HOME would coordinate all aspects of the County’s loan program to assure that the County and the Town and the homeowner are getting affordable housing that is safe and attractive.

The County has indicated to A-HOME that the pool of rehab funds per unit will be about $30,000.  The loan is forgivable if the affordable unit stays affordable for 20 years.  If the homeowner wants to sell the property or make the unit market rate, the loan must be repaid at the time of title passing or rent-up.  The participating Town would get an affordable housing credit from the County for each of the units created.

The Board agreed they would be interested in participating in the program if it is expanding to other communities.

WHEREAS, the Town of North Salem has passed a bond, by vote of the Town’s residents, for funds to be used to identify, acquire and/or to maintain designated open space lands; and

WHEREAS, to that end, the Town Board has appointed an Open Space Committee (OSC), consisting of members representing all areas of the Town and persons having interests and concerns about open space preservation to study and make recommendations about a suitable parcel or parcels of land for open space designation; and

The proposed action involves designation of the parcels as open space and does not involve any other land use, disturbance or development.  Therefore, there are no impacts on land, water, air, aesthetic, historical or energy resources or transportation systems.  Similarly, there are no adverse impacts on agricultural land, open space or community character.

2.
The proposed action will have the beneficial impact of designating open space lands near a high to medium-density residential hamlet area thus preserving a parcel of land characterized by steep slopes, shallow depth to bedrock and wetlands.  The possible development of this land and the related construction, disturbance and land use impacts had the potential for adverse effects on the Purdys hamlet.

A primary beneficial effect will be the preservation and enhancement of community character in the Purdys hamlet area and the creation of passive recreational opportunities for residents; and
