Supervisor Globerman called the Public Hearing to order at 8:10 P.M.

The Notice of Public Hearing appeared in the August 29, 2005 and September 3, 2005 issues of The Journal News and was read by the Supervisor.  

The following documents filed in the Town Clerk’s office were entered into the record:

· The Petitions.

· A Memo from the Town Assessor Kathlyn Stanley dated July 22, 2005 stating that she has reviewed the petitions and they represent 53.8% of the Park District.  

· Map, Plan & Report prepared by Hahn Engineering dated May 18, 2005.

· A Short EAF prepared by Hahn Engineering.

· Affidavit of the 1st Publication of the Notice of the Public Hearing.

· Affidavit of the 2nd Publication of the Notice of the Public Hearing including an Exhibit B which was a page out of the Map, Plan & Report detailing the typical costs to the property owners for the first year.

· A Letter from the Candlewood Park Civic Association dated August 30, 2005 indicating that they had a vote of their membership and that they will deed the real property to the district once the district is formed.

· US Post Office Receipts for the letters sent to and received by the 54 property owner(s) of record.

Supervisor Globerman said I guess I really don’t have to tell everybody here the story your pretty much all from Candlewood Park but I remember when the discussion started you had a problem with maintaining the lake and the surrounding area and were unable to raise sufficient money to do the dredging work and repair of the dam that was needed and so I suggested that you work with us to try to create a Park District and that’s what we’ve done.

Supervisor Globerman said in discussion with the DEP which controls the purse strings on the funding that I went for they have conceptually approved $79,500.00 of the $159,000.00.  You’d be matching that and that comes from the East of Hudson Fund out of the Watershed Agreement and additionally outside of everything I read there is another $37,500.00 which the DEP has conceptually approved to cure the source problem.  
He said now everything that comes out of the East of Hudson money based on what the Northern Westchester Watershed Committee intended was that everything would have matching funds so that we kind of would be doubling the East of Hudson money and the amount of work it could do, which is fair.  So knowing that you have enough on your plate with coming up with you know bonding $79,500.00 that you have to pay back on the $37,500.00 I went to DEC grant, and it is part of the $500,000.00 grant I worked on there.  I found out that it was perfectly alright for us to match the $37,500.00 for the source problem work with another $37,500.00 from a DEC grant.  So you are getting $79,500.00 from the DEC and there will be another $75,000.00 from the DEC and you know we try to keep your end of the bill as low as possible and get as much work done as possible. 
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Herb Geller said Sy on behalf of the Candlewood Homeowners Association I want to thank you and the Members of the Town Board.  It has been a long, long struggle; we wanted to do this 5 or 10 years ago.  We might have done it 10 years ago for far less money but that’s the way things go today.  We are very happy to have this done and it’s going to be a benefit to everyone because it’s a beautiful lake, it was a beautiful lake and it won’t be a beautiful lake anymore unless we do something about. I think it will bring up the property values in that area, property values of the town, there will be recreation there and a whole bunch of other things.    
Supervisor Globerman said and by doing it now it’s probably half the price of what it would be 10 years into the future.
Mr. Geller said that’s right.  

Supervisor Globerman said at least we got aboard the train before it left the station so to speak.

Supervisor Globerman said so in total with the $79,500.00 that will be taxed to the homeowners in the district and the 3 grants you actually have $234,000.00 worth of work that will be done.

Supervisor Globerman asked if there were any questions or comments from the audience.

There were no questions or comments.

Supervisor Globerman said I guess we discussed this so much over the last year or so no one has anything to say.  So I will close the public hearing.

Mr. Baroni said you can close the public hearing and for your next meeting I will prepare what is called an interim resolution of approval and once you adopt that then a package of documents have to be put together and sent to the State Comptroller for the State Comptroller’s approval because there is financing involved.  That generally takes 2 to 3 months and once that is received then you will be able to adopt the final one.
Supervisor Globerman said actually getting our hands on the cash is going to take at least that long.  The Westchester Watershed Committee will approve all of the submissions by December.  There are submissions from each town in the Northern Watershed at which point it will go over to the County Legislators and then it could be anywhere from 3 to 6 months for the County Legislators because they have to put it through Committees like Congress does before they get it to a vote on the floor to release the money.  It’s not their money it’s New York City’s money but under the contract it stays in their bank and the County Legislators have to release the money.  So we should be able to put out a bid package sometime in the spring and do the work during the summer.

There being no further comments the public hearing to consider the Petition, Map, Plan and Report for the Candlewood Park District was declared closed at 8:25 P.M.
