ANNOUNCEMENTS

· Supervisor Globerman said this week we were awarded another $105,000 grant by the NYS Department of Environmental Conservation.  It’s a grant that can be used for stormwater construction town-wide.  
Also, this Friday we are applying for a $200,000 grant which is a shared grant between Southeast
and North Salem for the Peach Lake Sewer District.  You are allowed to apply for a maximum of $100,000 for each town and it’s called a Shared Municipal Service Incentive Grant and it is for any municipalities that work together and we are working with Southeast.  
That money, if we get it, will allow each town to first of all recapture $100,000 of money that we spent anytime after April 1st of last year which means we would be assured the engineering fees be paid and all legal costs incurred in the municipal agreement between the two towns.  If there is any money left over, if we get the grant, possibly even some other things beyond that.  
What it means is that if we get that money if a district is not formed the taxpayers will be reimbursed for what we have spent on the process.  If the district is formed than that money won’t have to be paid back by the residents of the sewer district to the town.  They won’t have to reimburse us, the grant will do that.  So we will see how we do with that.  I think we have a fair chance.  I don’t know if we will get the entire $100,000 for each town but I think we should do fairly well.

· Supervisor Globerman said in March we will be applying for more stormwater money.  There will be more grants coming available that we have to get in by March.  So we will be looking at whatever stormwater projects we have around town that we need funds for and I am sure we will be putting in for that grant also.
