Supervisor Globerman called the Public Hearing to order at 8:45 P.M.

The Notice of Public Hearing appeared in the January 14, 2006 issue of The Journal News and was read by the Supervisor.  

Supervisor Globerman said is there anybody in the audience that would like to speak to this “No Parking” recommendation that we are making on Mills Road starting at Schoolhouse Road?

Debbie Moore said yes and what you want to ban is the south side not the north side.

Supervisor Globerman said why?
Ms. Moore said the reason being anyone coming out of Schoolhouse Road will lose their sight distance.  Anyone coming up First Street will lose their sight distance.  They would have to turn onto ongoing traffic.  Also, pedestrians who walk between Schoolhouse and the village towards the hamlet walk on the south side.  If you have parking there you’re going to have to either walk in a ditch, walk in the road or cross the road to walk on the north side.  So, if you want to ban parking, ban it on the south side and allow it on the north side.  
Ms. Moore said also, the speeders that come down from the east heading towards the hamlet will have to slow down because the cars are parked on the north side.  They can’t just have a thoroughfare running straight through and then they blow-off the stop sign.
Supervisor Globerman said thanks for that suggestion.

Brian Bartsch said also, you should also add in there also is a school bus stop there.  So the kids are hidden from behind the parked cars and people aren’t stopping at the stop sign anyway they are just going right through it.  I was down there the other day and I saw ten cars go through and I think one car stopped.  Nobody is stopping.  But again we are back to the same problem as eight years ago we need speed taken care of down that road.  More people are going up to Connecticut now through the road.  My daughter almost got hit yesterday just dropping mail off at a neighbors.  With New York City passing the Calming Law with the New York State Assembly we can petition to have our speed limits lowered and I really recommend we should get it down to 20mph.  
Councilman Lucas said if we can go down, we should go down as low as we can go.

Mr. Bartsch said I’d be happy with 20mph.  The other thing we need is we need lines painted where the stop signs are so maybe people will actually stop.  I mean right now people are just going through it, it’s just really getting bad.

Councilman Morley said is this just in the morning or all day long?

Mr. Bartsch said all day long.  Also, I would like to see a 4-way stop sign so people coming through as they whip around the corner will have to stop instead of being about to shoot straight up the hill.

Councilman Lucas said and that’s like in front of your house?

Mr. Bartsch said it’s across from the Christmas tree heading up towards the Cotswold’s.

Ms. Moore said if I could give you a little history on the parking on that section.  There was never a problem there with the parking but this year we’ve had the 2-family house taken right down to the first floor and rebuilt beautifully but it’s construction workers were there all summer long.  After that construction Barry in the red house he had construction so he had construction workers parked there.  It was an unusual situation.  Most of the people in the hamlet know that it was not going to be an on-going thing that it would pass.  I took pictures in the last four days and there was one car.  One car parked along the road.  So I am not even sure why we are here. 
Mr. Bartsch said the other concern I have is if we put up parking on this side of the street or parking on that side of the street now we are condoning all the parking.  So, I am not sure what’s going to stop people from driving through and say hey, you know what, I can park here now and say I’ll park my SUV here and I’ll go to work in New York City and just using it as a parking spot.
Ms. Moore said well basically the people in those houses are not going to allow them to park in front of their houses that like.  I don’t think that’s a problem.

Supervisor Globerman said well you know if you drive up now and you see cars parked on the side of the road you don’t need any signs, your are going to pull in behind them and park your car.

Mr. Bartsch said most people look at it and say oh they live there or something like that.  It’s not that it’s an established parking zone.  So, I am a little concerned about that.
Supervisor Globerman said if they can park there anybody can park there.  If parking is not proscribed what’s to stop anybody from parking there any time?

Mr. Bartsch said because if it’s somebody’s house, they don’t park in front of somebody’s house but if it’s a parking strip.  By putting the advertising out there I think we could get…

Councilman Lucas interrupted and said I don’t know if we are putting, I think we are saying “No Parking” on one side.

Mr. Bartsch said I mean I could be wrong but it’s just I think some people might see it that way.
Councilman Lucas said so the speed limit as long as we can do it because in the past we’ve tried.

Mr. Bartsch said well the Calming Law came out in 1999.

Councilman Lucas said what is it?

Mr. Bartsch said the Calming Law.  It was passed by the New York State Assembly and it basically allows towns to have more power to control the speed limits.  New York City was the one who really pushed it through.

Supervisor Globerman asked Town Attorney Roland Baroni if he was aware of the law.

Mr. Baroni said the Calming Law?  Well what it does is it allows for not speed bumps but rumble strips.  The stop crosswalk signs often serve a purpose, medians; there is a whole host of things.

Supervisor Globerman said what about lowering speed limits?

Mr. Baroni said you can’t go below 30mph in a town such as North Salem.  There are some towns where you can go to 25mph but you have to be suburban town and that is determined by population and North Salem doesn’t qualify.
Mr. Bartsch said this basically says you could get the speed limit lowered.

Mr. Baroni said to where?
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Mr. Bartsch said well in New York City it goes down to 20mph.

Mr. Baroni said see, we are stuck with Town Law of the State of New York.  We are obviously not a city.  Cities, villages, towns, everybody’s got a different set of laws.  We are stuck with what’s called Town Law of the State of New York and we are limited.   

Supervisor Globerman said cities and villages can actually create their own laws, we can’t.  Our law has to be created by the State Legislature.
Councilman Lucas said I don’t know how the neighbors would feel about those rumble strips.

Mr. Bartsch said well try getting the stop sign lines painted.

Councilman Lucas said I wrote that down.  That is easy enough for us to do.  The stop signs are there, we just have to put the lines back in.

Mr. Bartsch said and just enforcement, enforcement; raise some money.

Ms. Moore said but you have to have a public hearing for the stop sign.

Councilman Lucas said well if the stop signs are there already.

Ms. Moore said no, they want to put another stop sign to make it a 4-way stop.

Councilman Brockmeyer said currently it’s a 3-way stop sign.

Councilman Lucas said the first thing I heard was there are no white lines there.  Those are easy to do.

Ellen Power said Debbie made a good point.  She said why are we here?  It certainly hasn’t been a problem for the people in the hamlet.

Councilman Lucas said we just got another email from Chris saying that it was still a problem.

Councilman Brockmeyer said not from me.  

Councilman Morley said he forwarded it.

Ms. Power said maybe about the speed, we’re concerned about the speed and in that sense we prefer (inaudible).  Whoever this is who complained about this if they want to get through someplace they are more than welcomed to go down Titicus River Road.

Supervisor Globerman said the point isn’t that.  That’s a point, the main point to me is most days you say you may not have cars there at all right?

Ms. Power said yes.

Supervisor Globerman said but now some days there will be cars on both sides and if they happen to be exactly opposite each other and there is a fire in the house down in the center of the hamlet, the fire engines if they come down that road they’re going to find out they’re stuck and they’re going to have to find a way around and that’s going to waste very valuable time when somebody’s life might be at stack.  So, it’s really fire vehicles that concern me getting through and that’s why I thought prohibiting parking on one side at least you know there is enough room for a fire vehicle to pass through there.

Councilman Brockmeyer said this issue which if there is a point it’s definitely legitimate and we need to do something with respect to the parking on both sides because of the emergency vehicle concern.  However, this issue has hit a very raw nerve I think and I can speak for myself and I know others in the hamlet because the speeding of people not just living in the hamlet but people who live out-of-state zipping down Mills Road because it’s at a decline is a dangerous situation and it needs to be fixed somehow and perhaps one way to do that is to try and get the speed limit down to 15mph; maybe another is to make the stop signs more clear, whatever it is but this got into kind of a manistifastion on a lot of other frustrations and while you do something with respect to emergency access it’s part of a larger issue of the problem.
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Supervisor Globerman said well they are really two distinct problems.  There was speeding and emergency vehicles, really two distinct problems.  If your house is on fire you’re not going to be very happy because the fire engine couldn’t get through because you wanted parking on both sides to slow down speeders.  That’s not going to be a very good excuse if your house is burnt to the ground.
Ms. Moore said now that all of us that are involved in the parking in that particular area are aware of the problem we will make sure among ourselves not to park directly across from each other, we will stager the cars.

Supervisor Globerman said well that’s not the greatest either.  Really if everybody parked on one side it’s much less of a problem, you have two-way traffic on the road, let’s face it.  You’re forcing them into one lane for two-way traffic by parking on both sides so somebody will be inconveniced by parking on the other side of the road away from their house but you know I think there are other problems that have to be considered there before you are allowed that particular level of freedom given the size of the road.

Supervisor Globerman asked if there was anything from the Board.
Councilman Lucas said no, I think some of the suggestions that I heard are easy enough to implement.

Councilman Belcastro said Roland what’s the minimum that we could limit the speed limit to?

Mr. Baroni said 30mph.

Councilman Belcastro said that’s now, with this new law?

Supervisor Globerman said no the new law doesn’t change it for towns.

Councilman Lucas said well we do have control over the stop signs and things of that nature.

Councilman Brockmeyer said have the traffic consultants had a chance yet…
Supervisor Globerman said no, I’m still waiting for him to respond.  We called him up and he is supposed to come down here; I have to get in touch with him again he still hasn’t responded. 

Ms. Powers said do you think it might make sense to wait Sy until we get his, you know there is other stuff maybe you know other traffic patterns or whatever may be involved in this issue and maybe we are kind of you know, I don’t know that it would hurt another month or so to wait for the report and look at whole...

Supervisor Globerman interrupted and said we could wait for the next meeting but no matter what we do, no matter what say, we still have the issue of the passage of fire vehicles.  I mean an ambulance can get through but a fire vehicle may not get through especially if the weather was bad or something.  

Ms. Powers said that’s a very valid, good point and to tell you the truth I’ve been looking at Old Schoolhouse in regard to that since you brought that up.  That’s what I’m saying...

Supervisor Globerman interrupted and said we can wait for our February meeting by that time we have to have some results in from him so we can wait for that meeting to do it.
Ms. Powers said I almost got hit by a mack truck today on Rt. 22.  It’s out of control.

Councilman Brockmeyer said maybe it’s a problem on Schoolhouse, it’s a problem on Main Street, and it’s a problem on different streets in the hamlet.

Ms. Moore said there use to be “No Parking” signs on Main Street between the Post Office and Spur Street.  The signs faded, they’ve long since been taken down and the cars are parking there.  That’s creating the hazard.

Councilman Lucas said where is this right now?
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Ms. Moore said on Main Street between the Post Office and Spur Street.  The signs have been taken down and my son is one of the violators of that.  I actually evicted a tenant because she continued to park on that side of the street.  In my leases it says you must park in their driveway in designated spaces and she continually parked on the road and people couldn’t come up around that corner and head down Main Street.  And when I mentioned it to my son he said well there’s no signs.  So, where are the signs?  Why can’t they go back up?  That is a designated “No Parking”.  

Councilman Lucas said stop signs and parking signs we can control those we still have to put them in the V&T regulations.
Ms. Moore said well they are already in the regulations.

Councilman Lucas said but I’m talking about the white paint and the new signs and stuff like that.

Ms. Moore said well I’m beyond that.  I’m talking about put the “No Parking” signs back up on Main Street and make the north bound parking “No Parking” on the south side on Mills Road.

Councilman Belcastro said isn’t there a reason why they chose one side versus another and that had to do with the size of the shoulder?
Supervisor Globerman said there is not a perfect shoulder on either side.  There is a ditch on each side.  I think the one that’s on the south side is deeper but I think there is a ditch on both sides.

Ms. Moore said yes.

Councilman Belcastro said so there is no greater room for them to park on one side versus the other?

Supervisor Globerman said no, not really.

Mr. Bartsch said the other issue is the visibility when you come out of Old Schoolhouse Road on First Street and of course the school bus stop. 

Councilman Lucas said I guarantee in our regs you’re not allowed to park on the side of the roads between November and April.  We could tow them all if we wanted to; the problem is we really don’t want to be towing cars.  Once somebody tells us there is a problem either with health, safety, you have to address those things, you can’t let those go on.

Gloria Mandelstam said may I please address the Town Board?  

Gloria Mandelstam said I would point out please to the Town Board that not only are you talking about parked vehicles but you really seem to be talking about moving vehicles as well from what I hear from the members of the public.  As you look at your own agenda you see that you have Item 6 to set a public hearing no through truck traffic on certain roads Finch, Wallace and Hawley and you have the worksession item discussion of Croton Falls Parking Lot which as I understand it involves the flow of traffic in the Croton Falls area there.  We have a Comprehensive Plan which has a Marriott motel where we have substantial circulation of traffic issues.  We have a conference center.   We’ve heard a lot of comments about the traffic that has come from that.  We have the issue of Hardscrabble and Fields Road…

Supervisor Globerman interrupted and said that has nothing to do with this public hearing.

Ms. Mandelstam said I think it has everything to do with this public hearing.

Supervisor Globerman said no it has nothing to do with it.  Read the public hearing notice.
Ms. Mandelstam said I think you have to expand your horizon...

Supervisor Globerman interrupted and said that has nothing to do with this public hearing.  The CPU will look into that; that has nothing to do with this public hearing.
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Ms. Mandelstam said I don’t see anything frankly in the CPU that is looking into it that’s one of my points.  I think you should have as a preliminary study the traffic and circulation, parking if you will in North Salem and that’s what that’s all about.  The Clearwater issue about trucks coming in with the weight stations…

Supervisor Globerman interrupted and said that doesn’t exist anymore.  The weight station is gone.

Ms. Mandelstam said the whole weight station is gone?

Supervisor Globerman said well, it’s not for outside use.  It’s restricted only to his own trucks.

Ms. Mandelstam said how do we know that?

Supervisor Globerman said that’s what it tells us.

Councilman Lucas said in the site plan.

Ms. Mandelstam said well is that a matter of public record?

Councilman Morley said this has nothing to do with Purdy’s, so you’re taking these peoples time.

Ms. Mandelstam said we have to talk about traffic circulation in all of North Salem and obviously the issue is much broader.  Now we have a new housing project being proposed on June Road near the Putnam line, that’s a traffic issue.

Supervisor Globerman said I’m sorry but it has nothing to do with this public hearing, I’m sorry.  

Ms. Mandelstam said well I disagree.

Supervisor Globerman said if there is nothing else I am going to close the public hearing.  

Supervisor Globerman said I have one last comment.  The Municipal Officials Association of the County, all forty-three municipalities has been discussing the issue of being in control over town speed limits and they have asked the State Legislators to give us the same privileges that cities and villages have.  Whether we will ever get them I don’t know but they have made a request to the State Legislature and it would certainly be useful to us if we had that ability.

Mrs. Brockmeyer said I have one question.  How far, what part of Main Street are we talking?  Are we extending the no parking from all the way down to the triangle and would the triangle be affected then as a result of the or just between the two houses should there be a problem?

Supervisor Globerman said it is between Schoolhouse Road and First Street.

Mrs. Brockmeyer said ok.

Supervisor Globerman said if there is nothing else I will close the public hearing.

There being no further comments the public hearing on Proposed Local Law #01/06 - To Amend Chapter 220 of the Code of the Town of North Salem Entitled “Vehicles and Traffic” (Mills Road) was declared closed at 9:05 P.M.

Discussion of CPU – Basic Studies Update Report; Revised CPU; and Status of


Draft Generic Environmental Impact Statement
Director of Planning Liz Axelson and Planning Consultant Graham Trelstad (AKRF) submitted the revised Draft CPU to the Board.  

In order to give the Board some time to review the document, Ms. Axelson recommended they discuss it and the Basic Studies Update Report at the next Town Board meeting.

Supervisor Globerman said there are a couple of things I would like to mention.  Since this is based on the 1985 Master Plan as a basis there are some things in there that I think are interesting to review.  One of them was the Development Objective which was to “encourage higher density development to locate in or adjacent to existing activity centers” and “as a corollary, concentrate higher density uses predominately within the I-684 corridor”.  Now that’s in the 1985 Master Plan.  

He said they actually carried that out in leaving the zoning for the Fairfield Marriott Hotel which is in Croton Falls; it’s in the I-684 corridor.  So, they encouraged that higher density right there, that usage.  By going into the lawsuit with JoFlo they ended up with higher density there too.  Well since it said to encourage higher density that’s exactly what’s happening there.  

Mr. Bliss said could I comment on that?

Supervisor Globerman said yes, quickly.

Mr. Bliss said that recommendation came from the County and was based on the County study.

Supervisor Globerman said that has nothing to do with it, it ended up in the Master Plan.

Mr. Bliss said it absolutely does.

Supervisor Globerman said but it’s in the Master Plan.

Mr. Bliss said it is definitely.

Supervisor Globerman well why did you put it in then if you didn’t think it was good?

Mr. Bliss said I didn’t say it wasn’t good.  

Supervisor Globerman said oh well then you’re agreeing with me.  Then why even point it out?  Why point out where it came from if it’s in the Master Plan and you’re agreeing with it?

Mr. Bliss said there was a lot of information in the Master Plan that came from other sources and what Liz did in her Basic Studies is terrific she’s got a tremendous amount of information and all of it didn’t come from North Salem, it came from other sources.

Supervisor Globerman said as a result of some of the actions taken we will end up with higher density there and gee I guess it’s not such a bad thing because the 1985 Master Plan says to encourage higher density in Croton Falls.

Ms. Mandelstam said oh come on.

Supervisor Globerman said well would you like to read it?  It’s not mine, I didn’t write it, it’s the 1985 Master Plan.

Ms. Mandelstam said and the 1985….

Supervisor Globerman interrupted and said I thought you were a champion of it?

Ms. Mandelstam said no I wasn’t.  I was not; I was not paying attention in 1985 if you really want to know.  But the truth of the matter is what happened twenty years ago doesn’t necessarily pertain today.

Supervisor Globerman said the truth of the matter is that a lot of people have rhapsodized over the beauty of this Master Plan and I would like to point out that’s why now we have some of the results happening and we shouldn’t be complaining about them.

Ms. Mandelstam said we should be looking at today and what we need for the future.

Ms. Axelson said well actually Patterns still recommends higher density the I-684 corridor that way.  They are still looking at it as an open space area and also a development area.

Supervisor Globerman said another Development Objective in the 1985 Master Plan was to “provide limited areas for the expansion and addition of nonresidential land use development in order to provide for necessary community facilities”.  Well, to my mind that reads get something that gives you tax ratables to support your schools.  “Provide limited areas for the expansion and addition of nonresidential land use development”.  That’s something that we’re looking at in this new CPU so that shouldn’t be a big surprise; it’s in the 1985 Master Plan.

Ms. Mandelstam said we should go back to 1965 then.

Supervisor Globerman said I don’t have to go back to it the 1985 one replaced it.  

Ms. Mandelstam said that’s all history.

Supervisor Globerman said the 1985 Master Plan is now in effect.  So, whatever you have to say about it you should have said it between 1985 and 1987.

Ms. Mandelstam said there are things that were not implemented in that plan. You know that.

Supervisor Globerman said that plan is to some extent implementing itself.  And then it says to “discourage random and scattered commercial development in order to insure maximum traffic safety”.  Well, here we have the golf course on Hardscrabble Road which is not in Croton Falls but is near the 

I-684 corridor.  It’s another example of things that are referred to in the Master Plan at that time in 1985.

Ms. Mandelstam said are you suggesting you’re hopeless to change this?

Supervisor Globerman said I’m reading what was written and what some people have told me is such a terrific Master Plan.  Well, some of these things that are happening or that have already happened are the fruits of that Master Plan and I would like people to understand that and I would like my Town Board to understand that too.  

Ms. Mandelstam said I think you’re pushing too hard.

Supervisor Globerman said another Development Objective is “provide adequate recreational, educational, and cultural facilities and services to meet the varied needs of all the segments of the population”.  Well, we know we are providing those things.  We are providing a lot of educational services and we’re told that that’s a Development Objective but how do we pay for those services as things currently stand?  We are unable to pay for them.  We’ve had a lot of mansions built in town since 1985 and we sink deeper and deeper into a financial hole trying to pay for education.  So, there’s another objective that while they mentioned it as a goal in the 1985 Master Plan it was an unsuccessful challenge to them obviously since then and so we are looking at rectifying that in our (inaudible).  Those are a few things to consider.  

He said in the Nonresidential Land Use section, Goals and Objectives for the 1985 Master Plan to recognize Croton Falls as the principal area of town for business and services.  I think everybody seems to agree with that.  Neighborhood Shopping, Purdy’s, Peach Lake and Salem Center are intended to provide neighborhood shopping.  So, we should be looking at that in those neighborhoods Purdy’s, Peach Lake and Salem Center.  They thought neighborhood shopping was something that should be provided there and that’s something we will be looking at.

He said they also recommended at that time a sports park.  A small park at the corner of June and Titicus Road.  Now that land is still vacant right at the corner here diagonal to the Highway Department.  Whether it’s suitable or has enough suitable, usable land in it, I don’t know but that was one of their recommendations.  

He said Improvements to the Circulation System something we are all interested in.  Well, they have things that have come along and been put in front of this Board during the years I have been on the Board and while it was recommended in the 1985 Master Plan mainly I heard objections to these things.  The widening of some roads.  I haven’t heard too much voice come out for widening roads.  Mills Road is recommended for widening to a basic standard of 24 feet pavement.

Mr. Bartsch said it is.

Supervisor Globerman said is it now?

Mr. Bartsch yes.

Supervisor Globerman said was it always that way or did we do that when we repaved it?

Mr. Bartsch said as far as I have been there it has been 24 feet.

Councilman Lucas said there are some spots where it’s not.

Supervisor Globerman said does it have 6 foot wide shoulders on each lane on the sides?

Mr. Bartsch said no.

Supervisor Globerman said well that was another recommendation that it be 24 feet of pavement and 6 feet wide shoulders.

Supervisor Globerman said another thing that was recommended was signalization.  They recommended signalization in four corners of this town.  In 1985 they recommended signalization at Hardscrabble and Rt. 22; at Rt. 116 at the I-684 ramp; on Rt. 22 and Rt. 116 the eastern part and Rt. 22 and Rt. 116 the western part.  So, I mean they saw back in 1985 they thought they saw the need for signalization.  We’ve been trying to avoid it but people who told me this was a great Master Plan they have to recognize these things were in there and that these things were approved by that Planning Board.  In effect they were almost rubber stamped by the Town Board at that time I suppose.

Councilman Lucas said there were a lot of good things in the 1985 Plan compared to the previous one Sy, I’m not even sure if we were zoning in 1965, I don’t even know if we had a Master Plan.

Councilman Lucas said I think people like the way the town is that’s why they like the Plan.

Supervisor Globerman said well then people have to stop telling me how great this Master Plan was and let’s get on with the new one.  They recommended the widening and realignment of Titicus Road.  Now I don’t think anybody is in a rush to do that but here in this fantastic 1985 Master Plan which everybody said was great; there it is.  Fortunately, a lot of these things weren’t followed and weren’t done but some of these things are coming to (inaudible) partly through actions that were taken by the 1987 Board and partly through history and now we are looking at a plan to try to catch up and live with those things.  So, if anybody wants to rhapsodize about the 1985 Master Plan in the future we could go over this again.

Supervisor Globerman asked if there were any other comments on this.  There were none.

Supervisor Globerman called for a brief recess at 9:40 P.M.  The meeting resumed at 9:45 P.M.
