ANNOUNCEMENTS
· Supervisor Globerman said we have volunteer board openings on a number of our boards.  The Town Housing Board, the Historic Preservation Commission, the Conservation Advisory Council and the Board of Assessment Review.  Anybody who is interested can either write to  the Town Clerk or me and we will schedule an interview for you.  

· Supervisor Globerman said I got a notice from the New York State DEC that they are at a point at Dino and Artie’s where they are ready to have a hearing to bring that project to a close.  We have been cleaning it up for years and it’s been very expensive.  I think they figured the project in total cost about $677,000 and it’s still not completely over. They paid basically about 75% of those costs with grants and we’ve pick-up the other 25%.  
He said so they are having a public hearing here in this room on Wednesday, February 22, 2006 at 7:00 p.m. and they will discuss their recommendations for how that project should be closed out and naturally the land is useable once the project is closed out with that finalization.  So anybody who is interested can come that night.  
He said I expect to get a mailing out to the people in the Croton Falls Hamlet since they are the ones who are mostly affected by this being right in the middle of their neighborhood so that as many of them who are interested in coming will have the opportunity to attend and speak at the hearing and hear what the NYS DEC has to say.
· Supervisor Globerman said our Planner has gone to get a few more copies of the draft CPU and I just wanted to layout some ground rules on that tonight.  This really is for the review of the Town Board at this point.  We will be discussing it and I’m not going to invite public comment on this because we are going to have a public hearing on the DGEIS and the public can comment at that time.  If there is anything you would like to comment on tonight you are free to write to the Town Board but I ask you to hold your comments until the public hearing because we have a very lengthy agenda tonight and this is a very lengthy document that the Town Board has to review.  At the end of the meeting if we are still awake I will take comments on any other subject matter.

Discussion of Comprehensive Plan Update:  Basic Studies Update Report;

Revised CPU
The Board discussed the revised draft Comprehensive Plan Update dated January 23, 2006 with Liz Axelson, Director of Planning.
The draft 84-page document contains the Town Board’s previous draft dated April 22, 2005 with revisions based on the public hearing held on June 7, 2005 and comments received as part of the public comment process before and after the hearing.

Discussion of Recreation Fee for Non-Residents
Based on the recommendation from Supervisor Globerman, the Board discussed increasing the yearly Recreation Card Fee for Non-residents to help offset some of the costs associated with our various Recreation programs since a lot of the children participating in the programs live in Somers and Putnam County.

Discussion of Croton Falls Commuter Parking Lot Fees
Based on the recommendation from Supervisor Globerman, the Board discussed increasing the parking fees in the Croton Falls Commuter Lot from $250/yr to $350/yr. for residents and $500/yr. to $800/yr. for non-residents in an effort to help offset the costs associated with it.

Supervisor Globerman will check with the MTA to see if the new rates are acceptable and if they are he will prepare a resolution for the next meeting.

Discussion of January 24, 2006 E-mail from Town Accountant Re: Financing

Based on his conversation with representatives from the Bank of America, Town Accountant 
Joe DeMilia recommended that the Town consolidate some of the Town BANs into short-term bonds.
