Supervisor Globerman called the Public Hearing to order at 8:30 P.M.

The Notice of Public Hearing appeared in the February 5, 2006 issue of The Journal News and was read by the Supervisor.  

Supervisor Globerman said on Hawley Road we’ve had people in over past years discussing this the people who live on the road and there are some very narrow sharp curves along that road and you can have trouble just with two automobiles coming upon each other but when you start thinking of large trucks and tractor trailers it’s really very scary.  Finally, the Superintendent of Highways sent a memo to the Town Board asking that these three roads be signed to prevent thru traffic of 5-ton and above vehicles and that’s what the public hearings about so if anybody would like to speak to that the Town Board would like to hear them.

Diane Kessess said I live on Hawley Road and I’m just here to support the law.  We’ve had an increase in truck traffic and I would like to say it’s dangerous and I’m all for it.

Supervisor Globerman said thank you, anyone else?

Judith Katz said seconded.

Steve Mulligan said Sy, Steve Mulligan, 126 Dingle Ridge Road.  Steve Bobolia has submitted a letter to the Board regarding Dingle Road.  The concern is and you can read it I’m going to leave this (Petition with 22 signatures to Request the Addition of Dingle Ridge Road to the Ban on Through-Traffic for Trucks) with the Town Clerk but the concern is that with closing Wallace and Finch you basically close two of three east/west connectors in that sector of Town between Rt. 116 and Rt. 6 and the only one left is Dingle Ridge Road.  So, talk about a sharp curve I think a sharp curve with a hill certainly there trucks get hung-up all the time, Lisi’s has to come.

Councilman Belcastro said where does the traffic go Steve when it passes your place?  It goes straight down Vails or does it turn right and stay on Dingle Ridge, do you know?

Mr. Mulligan said the traffic will go right unless it’s a large truck and some can’t choose not to attempt that corner and they go straight ahead.

Councilman Belcastro said what are they?  I realize that you didn’t make a study but what are they local delivery or is it through-traffic do you think, or what?

Mr. Mulligan said I think a lot of these are people that are using it you know, the same way the cars use it for commute hours as a cut-through around the interchange.  I can’t say we get a lot of 18-wheelers, we don’t but even smaller trucks have become hung-up on that corner.  I think most are deliveries.
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Supervisor Globerman said the corner of Dingle Ridge and where?

Mr. Mulligan said on the corner of Dingle Ridge where it meets Vail Lane.  It’s a very steep…

Mr. Belcastro said it’s a hairpin turn really.

Mr. Mulligan said so anyway, I think it’s a great idea to support the Board just and…

Councilman Lucas interrupted and said Drew has written to I guess the DOT and their actually in favor of trying to figure out if they can keep the trucks on the highway.  Although I don’t know…

Mr. Belcastro said they do, they want to keep traffic on the main roads and not on side roads.

Mr. Mulligan said so, I’m not an expert on traffic but I just started this yesterday and I got about 25 almost everybody who lives on the road who was home, no one that I asked to sign it didn’t sign it, all the business owners did so thank you for what you are doing and I would just like to submit this (the Petition).

Supervisor Globerman said the Town Clerk will circulate it to the Board.  Thank you.

Councilman Belcastro said this is going to be no through-traffic?

Councilman Lucas said no trucks.

Supervisor Globerman said you have to be making a truck delivery on the road somewhere, local delivery on a no through-traffic.

Councilman Belcastro said ok, so it’s not passenger vehicles?

Supervisor Globerman said no and it’s 5-tons and above so small trucks will still be allowed to go through.

Councilman Morley said on Hawley Road, I haven’t been up there in fifteen years, the traffic coming from Lewisboro is there a problem when they get to the North Salem line that they can’t turn around?  They start going north and they can’t back down or should we try to get a sign in Lewisboro before they get all the way up there?

Ms. Keesee said well the school buses turn around before they get onto North Salem property.

Councilman Morley said so that shouldn’t be a problem?

Ms. Keesee said that shouldn’t be a problem, no.

Mr. Keesee said but I think your right you do need signs down there.

Councilman Morley said well an 18-wheeler who gets all the way up there and says now what do I do?

Supervisor Globerman said getting signage in another town could be rather complicated.

Councilman Morley said but we could say we tried anyway because that’s the first thing they are going to say well what am I suppose to do, I get up here and now you tell me I can’t, what am I going to do?

Councilman Lucas said well just to read the note I don’t know if you saw the note that Drew got it was on February 8th, it’s a couple of weeks old but he wrote the DOT and apparently this is from Roland apparently the “NYSDOT is receptive to the idea of keeping truck traffic on their highways and off local roads; however, they will review the information to determine if any impacts are created by restrictions which could affect other intersections or communities”.  I was actually surprised my first impression was that the DOT wouldn’t really care you know as long as the traffic was moving.
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Supervisor Globerman said that letter is not from the DOT so you still don’t know what the DOT thinks.  That’s a third-party representation.

Councilman Lucas said understand.

Supervisor Globerman said you have a little more latitude on local roads.  We have no latitude on State or County roads but on local roads they give you some latitude.  This was recommended by the Superintendent of Highways and I think the Board wants to try it and see if it is workable.  So if there is nothing further I will close the public hearing.

Mr. Keesee said I just have a question Sy, Mike Keesee I live on Hawley Road also and I am definitely in favor of this but I am curious as to how you decided 5-tons and how that came up?

Supervisor Globerman said I think the Highway Superintendent determined what he thought was safe for the roadbed to carry without being damaged and going over culverts and things like that.  So basically I think that’s why he requested that it was his determination.

Mr. Keesee said well the reason I ask is that you could rent anything that’s under 20,000 pounds with your regular driver license, you can go to U-haul and rent something for twenty and…

Councilman Lucas interrupted and said well that’s the gross weight that’s not the empty weight.

Mr. Keesee said well what are you talking about empty weight?

Councilman Lucas said no we’re not but your saying you can rent a truck, I don’t know how much you could put but that’s the gross weight you’re talking about right?

Mr. Keesee said right.

Councilman Lucas said the problem on our roads 10-tons is probably enough just to damage the roads.

Supervisor Globerman said I believe when we’re saying 5-tons we’re talking about the empty truck weight without a load, I believe.

Councilman Morley said otherwise you would have to weigh it.

Supervisor Globerman said yes, we have no weigh stations.

Councilman Lucas said are you saying it’s too heavy or too light?

Mr. Keesee said I don’t want to say that’s its too light because you know then we would promote more larger trucks but I was just curious that’s all.  I can see someone objecting to that saying you know, I can just rent one of these things and I understand you can permit local traffic you have to when you have deliveries, local deliveries.  If someone wants to move out of their house they could use a U-haul if they wanted to but you know, we see a lot of these midsize trucks going up and down Hawley Road for sure.

Councilman Morley said well you have the horse trailers and you have UPS.

Ms. Katz said I just have one question. 

Supervisor Globerman said yes, Mrs. Katz.

Ms. Katz said how are you going to enforce it?

Supervisor Globerman said well I think we will have to have some police enforcement.  First of all this has to go to the Department of State to be approved before it becomes law, after we pass a resolution to that effect at our next meeting.  Once the Department of State approves it then we will sign it and once the signage is up we will have to have some patrols monitoring it for a little while just to see that it is observed and then we will go from there and we will see what happens.
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Ms. Katz said thank you.

Supervisor Globerman said your welcome.

Discussion of February 15, 2006 Letter from Public Finance Associates, Inc.

Based on the recommendation from Town Accountant Joseph DeMilia and the bank the Town Board will be combining various BANs into a single bond.  Because the bond will be in excess of $1M the Town must use the services of a professional finance company to rate the Town and help place the bonds.
