Supervisor Globerman called the Public Hearing to order at 8:23 P.M.

The Notice of Public Hearing appeared in the February 27, 2006 issue of The Journal News and was read by the Supervisor.  

Supervisor Globerman said I went down to Croton Falls just to check the spaces that are signed for 2-hours and not only are the ones on West Cross Street, where the stores are signed for it but you also have the ones in the regular parking lot that are hourly spaces they’re also 2-hours and I think the Board only wants to do the ones on West Cross Street.  I don’t think we want to change all the spaces to 3-hours including the ones in the parking lot.  

Councilman Belcastro asked the Town Clerk if she knew which spaces he was talking about.  

Town Clerk Veronica Howley said yes.  

Ms. Howley said Sy how many 2-hours are there on West Cross Street?

Supervisor Globerman said there has to be ten or twelve.  You have some in front of the stores, you have some at the corner before you turn the corner where the hair salon is then you have some that park parallel parking along the stonewall there is another couple of spaces or so, two or three spaces.  I think that should be enough in the 3-hour category.

He said if we find we still have problems after that we can always go back and look at the ones in the parking lot and see if we want to change those too.  I don’t think I want to change them all.

Councilman Belcastro said the request came out of the neighborhood that we chose to mark them up on anyway.  Let’s start with this Sy, I think this is a good place to start.

Supervisor Globerman said Roland when we put the public hearing notice in the newspaper we didn’t specify that we were doing certain 2-hour spaces to 3-hours.  

Mr. Baroni said I don’t know I didn’t see the public notice.

Supervisor Globerman said I am just wondering if that is a material change.  We are doing some of the 2-hour spaces to 3-hours not all of them.  Since we are doing less instead of more I don’t think there’s a problem.

Mr. Baroni said it shouldn’t be a problem.  

Supervisor Globerman said so if the Board agrees when you give us the resolution Roland, I would have it amended to specify West Cross Street 2-hour parking spaces.

Mr. Baroni said West Cross Street only?

Supervisor Globerman said yes.  He said there is about a dozen or so on West Cross Street and there’s probably another dozen or more within the parking lot itself so those won’t be affected.  It should be West Cross Street only and then we will see how that works out.

The Town Clerk showed Mr. Baroni a copy of the legal notice.  After looking at the legal notice Mr. Baroni asked if the spaces on West Cross Street are deemed to be in the Croton Falls Parking Lot.  

Supervisor Globerman said the ones on West Cross Street are not that’s street parking.  The ones in the parking lot cannot be used by people with permits, they are made for 2-hour parking only.

Mr. Baroni said the public notice said “change the 2-hour parking spaces in the Croton Falls Parking Lot to 3-hours”.

Supervisor Globerman said then we better re-noticed it.

Ms. Howley said should we do the reverse then?

Supervisor Globerman said it seems to make more sense to have the 3-hour spaces near the stores because the hair salon and maybe some of the other stores are the main focus where the request came from so I thought it would be better to put them there then to put them in the back lot.

Mr. Baroni said so the spaces we are talking about are West Cross Street parking spaces only.  Both sides on West Cross Street or is there only parking on one side?

Supervisor Globerman said yes both sides.  One side is pull-in and the other side is parallel.

Mr. Baroni said yes, I think we better renotice it.

Supervisor Globerman asked the Town Clerk to re-notice it.

Mr. Baroni said and this public hearing then you can close with no decision.

Supervisor Globerman said right.  Supervisor Globerman said if we can get the public notice in the paper on time we can do this one on March 28, 2006.

WHEREAS, it is necessary that all federal, state, local, and tribal emergency management agencies and personnel coordinate their efforts to effectively and efficiently provide the highest levels of incident management; and

WHEREAS, to facilitate the most efficient and effective incident management it is critical that federal, state, local, and tribal organizations utilize standardized terminology, standardized organizational structures, uniform personnel qualification standards, uniform standards for planning, training, and exercising, comprehensive resource management, and designated incident facilities during emergencies or disasters; and

WHEREAS, the NIMS standardized procedures for managing personnel, communications, facilities and resources will improve the state’s ability to utilize federal funding to enhance local and state agency readiness, maintain first responder safety, and streamline incident management processes; and

WHEREAS, the Incident Command System components of NIMS are already an integral part of various incident management activities throughout the state, including all public safety and emergency response organizations training programs; and
