The regular meeting was called to order by Supervisor Globerman at 8:07 P.M.   A Public Hearing Re: to amend Chapter 220 of the Code of the Town of North Salem; Section 220-27 Schedule VII “Parking or Standing Restricted at Certain Times” was held prior to the regular meeting.

WORKSESSION

1.
Initial Discussion of Draft Generic Environmental Impact Study (DGEIS) for

Comprehensive Plan Update
The Board discussed the DGEIS for the CPU with Director of Planning Liz Axelson and Town Planning Consultants Graham Trelstad and Siobhan O’Kane of AKRF.  

Mr. Trelstad submitted the DGEIS to the Board and explained that it was essentially complete.  He explained that the SEQRA process requires the Town Board to review it to make sure that they agree with the completeness of the document, that’s it ready for public review and that everything is covered with respect to the CPU.  Once the Board makes that determination they can make what’s called a Determination of Completeness and schedule a public hearing.  
The Determination of Completeness essentially states that the Board feels the document is complete with respect to the Scope that they adopted and that it is ready for public review.  A public hearing is then scheduled and following that a Final Environmental Impact Statement is prepared.  That can all be happening concurrent with the Board’s review of the CPU.  If the Board feels for whatever reason that they want to delay a public hearing on the CPU they can also delay the hearing on GEIS so that they are done at the same time. 
Mr. Trelstad also explained that an Executive Summary which is usually done last so that all the changes can be captured in it and a Table of Contents are not in the version the Board just received.  
2.
Discussion of Draft Comprehensive Plan Update – Version for State Environmental

Quality Review (SEQR) and Adoption
Director of Planning Liz Axelson explained that short of proofreading for typos she believes the document is ready to be adopted.  The Board will discuss it at the next meeting.
3.
Discussion of Provision of an All North Salem Channel on Cablevision
The Board discussed Cablevision’s decision to give North Salem its own cable channel sometime in April.  In April North Salem will be switched from Channel 20 which it now shares with Lewisboro to Channel 18.

4.
Discuss E-mail from Computel Consultants
The Board discussed the email from Mike Caton of Computel Consultants who specializes in analyzing utility bills to identify, correct and secure refunds for errors made by utility companies.

The Board agreed to have an analysis done but would like to get a proposal from a second company before contracting with Computel. 

5.
Discuss March 17, 2006 Letter from County Executive Spano Re: Community

Emergency Notification System (CENS)
Westchester County recently began a program called the “Community Emergency Notification System (CENS) that allows Westchester residents to sign up and receive e-mails and text messages on their cell phones and other mobile devices in advance of, during or after a major disaster or other emergency.  Mr. Spano would like all municipalities to put a link on their website to encourage residents to sign-up.
The Board agreed to put the link on the Town’s website.

Discuss March 10, 2006 Letter from Veterans Advisory Board Re: WC

“Gold Star Mothers” Monument
The Westchester County Veterans Advisory Board has requested that each municipality purchase a brick at the cost of two hundred dollars ($200.00) upon which the Town’s name will be inscribed and placed at the Gold Star Mothers Monument at Lasdon Park in Somers.
The Board agreed to purchase a brick.  The Board will place donation boxes in each of the three buildings at the Town Hall Campus to pay for the brick.
