The regular meeting was called to order by Supervisor Globerman at 8:10 P.M.   

ANNOUNCEMENTS
· Supervisor Globerman said we have vacancies on a number of our Boards.  2 on the CAC, 1 on the Historic Preservation Commission, 1 on the Planning Board, and 2 on the Town Housing Board. Anyone who is interested should write to the Town Clerk and we will set up interviews probably in late May early June.  

· Supervisor Globerman updated the Board on the negotiations he has been involved in between the eight town Consortium and Northern Westchester Hospital for participation in the Advance Life Support Paramedic Fly-Car Program.  
Supervisor Globerman explained that the formula we started out with five years ago was based  on town population and assessed valuation and did not contain the call volume which has benefited some towns and hurt others.  After about three months of trying to come up with a fair formula it was agreed that the following formula will be used: Valuation would be 37%, Population 33%, Call Volume 20%, and Square Mileage 10%.  

The new formula increased the Town’s cost from $78,000 to $106,000 a year.  Supervisor Globerman felt that was too high for North Salem and was able to renegotiate North Salem’s new cost to $92,000 a year.  
· Supervisor Globerman said we had another meeting last week with Lewisboro and Pound Ridge to discuss the Eastern Westchester Biotic Corridor.  He said as soon as the next draft is complete he will bring it to the Town Board for their review.  
· Supervisor Globerman updated the Board on the various grants North Salem has been awarded.  He said we received a $25,000 grant from the NYS Dept. of States to assist the Open Space Committee with assessing and prioritizing open space land in North Salem.  In order to use that money it requires an $8,000 match from the Town which will bring the total amount of the project to $33,000.  
We have also applied for a $21,500 DEC grant to help us write our local Stormwater Ordinance which is really a requirement under the MS4 regulations now and another $105,000 matching grant for stormwater construction.  If we get that it will be another $210,000 project that’s a 50% match.

Discuss Proposed New York State Department of Environmental Conservation

Heightened MS4 Stormwater Regulations
About 2 ½ to 3 years ago the DEC introduced Phase II MS4 Regulations which made towns in the Croton Watershed responsible for rectifying stormwater problems.  Now they are proposing what they call Heightened Regulations.  The Heightened Regulations have not been passed yet but will make things a lot more difficult and very costly for towns.  
Since we are only half way through the 5-year program of the original Phase II MS4 Regulations the Towns in the Watershed believe we should be completing the original MS4 Phase II before going into the Heightened Regulations.  Supervisor Globerman asked for instruction from the Town Board to put that into a letter to the DEC to let them understand that while we agree that these things should be done it’s a little premature to try to implement them until we finish the project we are on right now.

Discuss Open Space Planning with AKRF
The Board discussed and agreed to accept the proposal from AKRF for the preparation of an Open Space Assessment and Inventory which will be used by the Open Space Committee to designate property for the Town to consider purchasing for open space.

Discussion of Draft Generic Environmental Impact Study (DGEIS) for the
Comprehensive Plan Update - AND - Discussion of Draft Comprehensive Plan Update – Version for State Environmental Quality Review (SEQR) and Adoption
The Board discussed the DGEIS and SEQR for the CPU which was submitted to the Board at the March 28, 2006 Town Board meeting with Director of Planning Liz Axelson and Planning Consultant Siobhan O’Kane of AKRF.  
Ms. Axelson explained that they would like to wrap-up the review of the two documents tonight and recommended the Board proceed as follows: 
· Determine the GEIS Complete at either the April 25th or May 9th Town Board meeting. 
· Set a public hearing for one month after it is determined Complete so that she has enough time to get the documents printed, make them available to the public and give the public ample time to look at them.
· Hold the public hearing and then have a two week comment period.

WHEREAS, the Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) program was enacted as the centerpiece of the Housing and Community Development Act of 1974 with the primary objective to develop viable urban communities in partnership among the federal, state and local governments, business, and the nonprofit sector, “by providing decent housing and a suitable living environment and expanding economic opportunities, principally for persons of low and moderate income;” and

WHEREAS, CDBG funded activities must fall under three national objectives, the elimination of slums and blight; addressing urgent needs that pose an immediate threat to the health, safety, and public welfare of a community; and addressing the needs of low and moderate income persons with at least 70 percent of CDBG funding; and

WHEREAS, under these guidelines, Westchester County uses CDBG funds to eliminate slums and blight; conserve and expand housing stock; conserve energy; preserve properties of historic value; reduce isolation of income groups within communities; revitalize deteriorating neighborhoods; improve the provision of community services; promote economic development; and encourage more rational use of land and natural resources; and

WHEREAS, a 2001 report published by the Brookings Institution notes that suburban communities house much of the nation’s working families and don’t have the funding they need to manage older infrastructure and the cost of rebuilding and depend heavily on residential taxes to fund basic services. Further, high-cost counties like Westchester have extreme gaps between rich and poor.  Workers such as teachers, firefighters, hotel workers and other service personnel – the core people each community needs – can’t find affordable housing. Neither can immigrants who are attracted to thriving areas where the jobs are; and

RESOLUTION #151-TO SUPPORT THE COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT BLOCK GRANT PROGRAM (Continued)
WHEREAS, CDBG program funds have been used to help provide relief in disasters such as the Katrina, Rita and Wilma Hurricanes when Congress appropriated $11.5 billion in CDBG funds for the recovery of Louisiana, Mississippi, Alabama, and Texas.  The $3.483 billion in CDBG funds appropriated to help New York City recover from the September 11th tragedy continues to play a critical role in the City’s restoration; and

WHEREAS, the success of the CDBG program has been well documented as a stabilizing force in our cities, towns and villages and the need for funding has increased as our municipalities face rising federal and state costs and taxes and a shortage in housing stock considered “affordable,” yet, since 2001, CDBG funding has declined steadily from $4.41 billion nationally to $3.71 billion and is threatened with a further reduction of 25 to 33 percent in the FY2007 budget; and

WHEREAS, A national survey on the impact of prior reductions in CDBG funding reports a substantial negative effect on homeownership, local economy growth and the strength of the nation’s infrastructure. It is alarming to contemplate the projections: fewer jobs retained and created; fewer households assisted with homebuyer assistance; fewer services for elderly persons, children and youth, persons with special needs and low-and-moderate-income persons; reductions in housing rehabilitation; canceled or delayed public improvements including street and sidewalk improvements, community and neighborhood centers and health and recreational facilities; now therefore be it

RESOLVED, that the Town Board of the Town of North Salem joins such CDBG Coalition members as the United States Conference of Mayors, the National League of Cities, the National Association of Counties, and many others, in strongly urging Congress to fund the CDBG program to at least the $4.5 billion level in the FY2007 budget; and be it further

RESOLVED, that the Town Board of the Town of North Salem strongly urges that funding of CDBG not have a negative impact on other HUD programs that critically impact our communities.
