Discuss Town Insurance with SKCG Group, Inc.
Marshall T. Corey and Ruth Desimone of SKCG Group, Inc. were present to discuss the Town’s insurance renewal effective 5/14/06 to 5/14/07.  

Stormwater Phase II Presentation by Town Planner
New York State’s Stormwater Phase II regulations require that municipalities develop, implement and enforce a stormwater management plan to reduce the discharge of pollutants carried by stormwater, and to eliminate them to the greatest degree possible.  
Town Planner Liz Axelson presented the draft Stormwater Management Program Annual Report (SWMPAR) to the Board for approval and submittal to the New York State Department of Environmental Conservation.

Discuss Traffic Study Performed by Crawford Associates
The Board invited the residents of Purdy’s to the meeting to discuss the Traffic Study conducted by Crawford & Associates Engineering, P.C. 

Approximately twenty residents were present and shared their concerns and suggestions for improving the traffic flow in and around the Purdy’s hamlet.

The Board explained that under State Law they do not have the authority to lower the speed limit; place No Thru Traffic signs on Mills Road and Titicus Road; or realign Titicus River Road as suggested.  The Board also explained that for quite some time they have been unsuccessful in getting the NYS DOT to meet with them to discuss the problem but they will keep trying.       

As suggested by the residents the Board will have a 4-Way Stop Sign placed at Mills Road and First Street; have White Stop Lines painted at the Stop Signs; lower the height of the Stop Sign at the intersection of Titicus River Road and Mills Road; ask the State to put Pedestrian Walkways in on Route 22 by the traffic light and Swans Deli; and look into installing rumble strips on the roads.

WHEREAS, the Town of North Salem recognizes the value of maintaining the qualities that

make our Town unique and beautiful, including public spaces, natural land, and special places; and

WHEREAS, the Community Preservation Act will provide an optional tool for maintaining open land to provide parks and recreational opportunities, protect water quality, preserve wildlife habitat, and protect natural views; and

WHEREAS, the Community Preservation Act will help the Town enter into voluntary conservation agreements with farmers to keep agriculture alive in our community, preserve valuable farmland, and provide a local source of healthy food; and

WHEREAS, the Community Preservation Act can help the Town preserve historic landmarks in our community so as to educate future generations about our community’s past; and

WHEREAS, the Community Preservation Act would allow municipalities, at their option, to plan for the future and provide the resources needed to purchase land for walking or biking trails, parks, and open space; and

WHEREAS, the Community Preservation Act is proposed legislation that would amend the tax law to authorize towns to impose a real estate transfer fee of up to 2 percent, with revenue to be deposited in a dedicated Community Preservation Fund; and

WHEREAS, the Town of North Salem supports the passage of the Community Preservation Act to give Towns across New York State the opportunity to create a Community Preservation Fund; and 

WHEREAS, the Town of North Salem wishes to have the OPTION OF CREATING a Community Preservation Plan and offer a referendum to the voters to create a Community Preservation Fund to implement said Plan; and

WHEREAS, the Community Preservation Act would require the Town, if it chose to pursue this option, to complete a local Community Preservation Plan, pass local legislation and hold a local voter referendum; and

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Town fully supports the Community Preservation Act (S.3153/A.6450); and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that a copy of this Resolution be sent to Governor George E. Pataki, State Senator Joseph Bruno, State Senator Vincent Leibell, State Assembly Speaker Sheldon Silver, and State Assembly Willis H. Stephens, Jr., as well as Senators Schumer and Clinton and Congress member Sue Kelly.
