Supervisor Globerman called the Public Hearing to order at 8:15 P.M.

The Notice of Public Hearing appeared in the July 15, 2006 issue of The Journal News and was read by the Supervisor.  

Supervisor Globerman told Town Attorney Roland Baroni he had a couple of corrections.  

Supervisor Globerman said on the first page under B. Intent, on the second line it says “limit sings” it should be “limit signs.”

He said on the second page under F. Maximum Parking Time, Number 3 it doesn’t seem complete.  I don’t think Roland, you tell me.  “It is the specific intention of this ordinance that no car shall park longer than 2 hours in a 2-hour parking zone.” And then don’t we also have to mention 3 hours in a 3-hour parking zone, 30 minutes in a 30-minute parking zone?  This is supposed to apply to all of those.

Councilman Brockmeyer said why don’t you just say that no car shall park no longer than the time actually specified on whatever.

Supervisor Globerman said that’s up to our attorney to phrase it.

Mr. Baroni said I’ll modify it and get it back to the Board.

Supervisor Globerman said on the third page under C. Time Limit, the 2 hour limit “within commuter lot” was the one we changed a month ago into a 3-hour limit.  The first fourteen spaces were changed from a 2-hour limit to a 3-hour limit.

Mr. Baroni said oh, I guess we haven’t gotten the last local law, that’s from the last Law Code we had.

Supervisor Globerman said there are signs up stating that.  Those fourteen spaces are 3-hour spaces which is why I added 3-hours in a 3-hour parking zone as one of the times on the second page.

Mr. Baroni said ok.

Supervisor Globerman said the other question I have is the way this is written does this constitute that all three of those areas will be in the same zone and substitute zone parking regulations or does this need additional language to do that?

Mr. Baroni said the fourteen spaces?

Supervisor Globerman said well the fourteen and the Front Street and West Cross Street, all of them.  We don’t want them moving from Front Street to West Cross Street to the fourteen spaces because then they would get 5 ½ hours.  What we wanted was one zone and which ever zone your in you couldn’t move to another zone for additional time.

Mr. Baroni said I don’t know how you are going to enforce that?

Supervisor Globerman said I thought that was what zone parking was about.

Mr. Baroni said well if it’s within the same zone.

Supervisor Globerman said well this is all within the same one block area.  I was trying to create a zone that encompasses the three areas.

Mr. Baroni said I guess we understood it to be three zones.

Supervisor Globerman said no (inaudible).

Mr. Baroni said ok so I am going to have to make that….

Supervisor Globerman interrupted and said so we want something that ties those three areas together.  Basically, it just goes around the block from the Commuter Lot you go down West Cross Street and you make a right and you’re on Front Street, so there are three sides in a single block.  We will find out later what type of signage that requires so people understand that it’s all in the same zone and you can’t move from West Cross Street to Front Street and gain additional time.  Unless it’s another part of the day and it is not continuous.

Mr. Baroni said what I suggest then is that there are enough changes that you should adjourn this rather than close it.

Supervisor Globerman said yes. No we can’t close it.  So we will take this up again at the next meeting.

Supervisor Globerman said is there anything else from the Board on this law?

There were no other questions or comments from the Board.  

Supervisor Globerman said I think that covers it then.  Ok so that’s adjourned.

There being no further comments the public hearing on Proposed Local Law #07/06 - To Amend Chapter 220 of the Code of the Town of North Salem Entitled “Vehicles and Traffic” was adjourned at 8:20 P.M.
