Discussion of Purchase of Conservation Easement on Bloomer Road Property in


Cooperation with NSOLF
Jeff Morris and Peter Wiederhorn of the NSOLF were present to update the Board on the property the NSOLF is purchasing from Bloomerside Cooperative on Bloomer Road (approximately 79-acreas) along with the Town’s purchase of a Conservation Easement for five hundred thousand dollars ($500,000.00). 

Mr. Morris believes they should have the signed contract to the Board the first week in September.  Even though Bloomerside Cooperative had the property appraised for $2M after the Town receives the signed contract from Bloomerside the Town will have their own appraisal done.  In addition, the Town will hold a public hearing before the closing.  Simultaneous delivery of the Conservation Easement will take place at the closing.

Eagle Scout Project by Russel Aronchick – Making a New Hiking Trail in Purdy’s Ridge 
Russel Aronchick appeared before the Board and requested permission to build a one mile trail on the Purdy’s Ridge property as his Eagle Scout project.  The project includes building a staircase to replace a mud slope at the entrance of the property on Old Schoolhouse Road; mark and clear the trail; place a map box filled with maps of the trail for hikers to use and place a bench in the middle of trail for hikers to sit on to eat lunch.
