Discuss Draft Stormwater Local Law
Director of Planning Liz Axelson was present to discuss the Draft Stormwater Local Law which she has been working on for the past year with Town Engineer Roger Schalge.  The Draft Local Law is based on the New York State Department of Environmental Conservations Model Stormwater and Erosion/Sedimentation Local Law.  The purpose of this local law is to establish minimum stormwater management requirements and controls to protect and safeguard the general health, safety, and welfare of the public.  

This Local Law will amend the Code of the Town of North Salem to add a new Code Chapter, entitled “Stormwater Management and Erosion and Sediment Control” and to amend Chapter 89, Fill; Chapter 107, Freshwater Wetlands; Chapter 189, Sand and Gravel, Tree Removal; Chapter 195 Streets and Sidewalks; Chapter 200, Subdivision of Land; Chapter 250, Zoning; and Chapter A267, Site Development Plan.

The Town Board has been requesting a meeting with the NYS DOT to discuss problems with the traffic flow on Route 22 near and around the Purdy’s Hamlet for quite some time.  A meeting has finally been scheduled for September 14th at which time the Town Board will meet with IBM and the NYS DOT to discuss the matter.  
The Board asked the residents from Purdy’s who were present to share their concerns and recommendations with them so that the Board can discuss them with IBM and the DOT at the meeting.

Discuss White-Flowers Drainage Flow 

A complaint was lodged with the Town by the property owners located at 24 Norton Lane concerning sediment and gravel laden runoff flowing into the channel that traverses their property.  

In response to the complaint the Board asked the Building Inspector, Highway Superintendent and the Town Engineer to evaluate the situation.  The Board discussed their findings and agreed to act on their recommendations as soon as grant funds become available.

Discuss Black Top for Trailer Walkway
