Supervisor Globerman called the Public Hearing to order at 8:10 P.M.

The Notice of Public Hearing appeared in the August 28, 2006 issue of The Journal News and was read by the Supervisor.  

A brief discussion regarding the size of the property took place.  It was determined that the property is approximately 64-acres.
Supervisor Globerman said basically we are contributing five hundred thousand dollars ($500,000.00) towards the purchase and we are taking a Conservation Easement on the property.  It is something the Town Board supports, it’s a very visible spot on Bloomerside Road we’re all use to driving by it and just seeing trees and nature and I don’t know anybody who would rather have something built there, I know I wouldn’t.  So, it’s a great benefit to the Town and a good benefit to the Bloomerside Community and Peach Lake neighborhood in general.

Supervisor Globerman asked if anyone in the audience wished to speak about it.

I am the Attorney for the Co-Op and this is Diane she is the Treasurer and I would just like to say all of you probably know that property has been on the market for years and they have gotten many offers and many inquiries and when the Open Land Space came in as a bidder they immediately accepted because every other perspective purchaser wanted to develop horse farms, property, houses, whatever and the community really took to the fact that it was going to stay as open land and I think that the Town Board should consider that.  They could have sold it to anybody for more money probably but they were attracted to the idea of keeping it open space.

Supervisor Globerman said I am glad that the Bloomerside Community and the Bloomerside Board felt that way because anything that went there probably would have been a rather large development and really would have created a lot of traffic and affected the neighborhood.

Councilman Lucas said I am just excited about it.

Supervisor Globerman asked if there was anything from the Town Board.

Councilman Belcastro said maybe you might want to address where the $500,000 came from.
Supervisor Globerman said well the $500,000 is coming from a referendum that was passed back in 2000.  We passed a $2M referendum and we used about $1.1M and this $500,000 is also coming out of that 2000 referendum which was approved by the taxpayers for this particular purpose, conservation and conservation easements.
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Supervisor Globerman said if there is nothing further I will close the public hearing.  The next step is to get something back on the appraisal from the person who actually did the appraisal.  As soon as we have that I think we can complete the transaction.

There being no further comments the public hearing to Purchase Conservation Easement on the site known as the “Bloomerside Property” was declared closed at 8:15 P.M.

The Board briefly discussed the draft Stormwater:  Illicit Discharge Detection and Elimination Law with Director of Planning Liz Axelson.

The purpose of this law is to provide for the health, safety, and general welfare of the citizens of the Town of North Salem through the regulation of non-stormwater discharges to the municipal separate storm sewer system (MS4) to the maximum extent practicable as required by federal and state law.  This law establishes methods for controlling the introduction of pollutants into the MS4 in order to comply with requirements of the SPDES General Permit for Municipal Separate Storm Sewer Systems (MS4s).
