Discussion of Draft Stormwater Laws
The Board discussed the Draft Stormwater Laws with Director of Planning Liz Axelson and Building Inspector Bruce Thompson.
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WORKSESSION (Continued)

2.
Installation of Streamflow-Monitoring Station
The Board discussed the U.S. Geological Survey’s (USGS) request for permission to install a streamflow-monitoring station at Titicus River below Route 124 at Salem Center on property where the Town of North Salem has a Conservation Easement.  The landowner Mr. Roger Nitkin granted the USGS permission pending agreement of the Town.  The station will monitor inflow into Titicus Reservoir similar to the USGS station in Purdy’s. 
Director of Planning Liz Axelson and Building Inspector Bruce Thompson do not see a problem placing the station there as long as the USGS obtains the required Wetland Permit.

To Set Public Hearing on Consumer Request to Move Water Meter
The Board discussed amending Chapter 230 of the Code of The Town of North Salem entitled “Water” to charge for moving a water meter to a new location when requested by a user.
A public hearing was set for October 10, 2006.  Town Attorney Roland Baroni will draft the proposed law.

Discussion of Dead End Sign on Maple Avenue and Rt. 22
The Board discussed an email from Greg Babon of 2 Maple Avenue in Croton Falls requesting that a “Dead End” sign be placed at the beginning of Maple Avenue off of Route 22 because motorist’s think they can use Maple Avenue as a shortcut to get to Route 22, north of Croton Falls Road.
The Board agreed it was a good idea and will ask the Highway Superintendent to place a sign there.

COMMENTS
· Councilman Brockmeyer said he received a complaint from a resident regarding NYSEG cutting trees and not doing a very nice job with them.  He said this is the second time someone has approached him regarding it and was wondering if there was anything the Town could do about it.
Deputy Supervisor Belcastro informed Councilman Brockmeyer that Supervisor Globerman brought it to NYSEG’s attention several times.  A brief discussion followed.  

· Councilman Brockmeyer asked if the Town Board could promote or push in some way having utility companies bury cable lines to prevent outages during storms as suggested in the correspondences they received from the Town of Greenburgh and County Executive Andy Spano.
A brief discussion followed and the Board agreed that the cost would be staggering and the utility companies would end up passing the cost on to the users.  

· Helen Powers of Purdy’s asked how the meeting regarding the traffic flow in Purdy’s went with IBM and the NYS DOT.
Councilman Belcastro said he thought it was a very positive, productive meeting and he felt good about it.  He said along with me and Sy there was a representative from the NYS DOT and three people from IBM.  We explained what our problem was and what we would like to see done.  What they wanted to know more than anything was what it would cost.  
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COMMENTS (Continued)

He said essentially they thought the solution would be to move Titicus River Road over so that it aligns and makes a T.  It was pretty much thought that Titicus River Road could tail over and run so that it was in direct line with the overpass and be controlled by that one traffic light and leave the Lion’s Community Building on the corner where it is.
He said the representatives from IBM are taking the matter to the main office in Armonk and they will get back to us as soon as they know something.  
There being no further business and all those wishing to be heard having been heard, the meeting was adjourned at 9:30 PM.  Motion was made by Deputy Supervisor Belcastro, seconded by Councilman Morley.  All voted in favor.
