ANNOUNCEMENTS
· Supervisor Globerman said in 2002 we got a $100,000 Community Development Block Grant for the Croton Falls Water District and it was coming to a point where it was about to expire.  He said we have been unable to expend it because in order for us to do the work in the Croton Falls Water District we needed permits from NYC DEP.  Their property was the only property that we could find anywhere in or near Croton Falls where there was a water source without radiologicals or other contaminants.  The radiologicals was our main concern because that’s the problem the District has now.  
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ANNOUNCEMENTS (Continued)

He said we had worked on NYC property before but just to test water quality which tested out quite well.  In the last couple of years we were waiting to get a permit to go back to actually establish wells and check the capacity to make sure there was sufficient water capacity to serve the district and it took approximately two years to finally get that permit.  
There was a lot of paperwork that went back and forth between our engineer and their engineers before they issued the permit.  So that the $100,000 Community Development Block Grant which should have been expended by now was not because we were unable to use the money.   
He said when I was told that it was about to expire and we would lose that $100,000 I took our engineer and hydrology adviser down to the County Planning Department and we met with the representative there who is in charge of our grants and we worked everything out so that that $100,000 is safe for us.  We will be getting a contract sometime in November to finalize that and at that point we will be seeking purchase orders for $100,000 in various materials that we will need (i.e., pumps, water main pipe, control board, etc.).  He said so we were able to latch onto that $100,000 just before it slipped away.
· Supervisor Globerman said Penny Marwede who had been on various boards/committees for many years and most recently served on the Town Housing Board is moving out-of-town.  He said because of that she just sent us a letter resigning from the Town Housing Board.  He said we all would like to thank Penny for all the years that she put in on our various boards/committees.

· Supervisor Globerman said we have openings on our Conservation Advisory Council, the Historical Preservation Commission, the Town Housing Board and the Recreation Committee.  So, if anyone is interested in serving on any of those boards or committees they can either contact me or Ronnie Howley our Town Clerk and we will schedule an interview for them.

Discuss the Proposed Peach Lake Sewer District SEQR Review for Map, Plan 
and Report 
The Board discussed the engineering services proposal to supplement the Map, Plan and Report for the formation of the Peach Lake Sewer District with Town Engineer Roger Schalge.  

Per the proposal, the work will be completed at a cost not to exceed five thousand dollars ($5,000) for each Town.  The Board approved the proposal and asked Town Attorney Roland Baroni to draft a resolution.

Discuss Proposed Amendment for the Map, Plan and Report - Proposed Peach 
Lake Sewer District
The Board discussed the proposed Amendment for the Map, Plan and Report for the Proposed Peach Lake Sewer District with Town Engineer Roger Schalge.
Since July 2005 Hahn Engineering has been working on the Map, Plan and Report for the Proposed Peach Lake Sewer District.  Due to the extended amount of time the project has required and numerous meetings, the funds based on the original proposal have been depleted.   The Board discussed amending the proposal in order for Hahn Engineering to provide continuous project consultation as may be needed by the towns and to complete the MP&R after all required information is provided and final decisions have been made.

Per the proposal, the work will be completed at a cost not to exceed five thousand dollars ($5,000) for each Town.  The Board approved the proposal and asked Town Attorney Roland Baroni to draft a resolution.

Discuss Formation of Stormwater Districts 

The Board discussed the formation of Stormwater Districts with Town Engineer Roger Schalge.   The seriousness of stormwater runoff has prompted the NYSDEC to impose stricter stormwater reduction responsibilities on municipalities.  Under the new MS4 Phase II Regulations municipalities must reduce stormwater runoff by constructing swales and holding and settling ponds and other devices as well as local development regulations.  

The construction of remediation and mitigation measures by the town will be extremely expensive.  Supervisor Globerman has secured grants amounting to almost $1M however; they require matching funds from the taxpayers.  Supervisor Globerman believes that the best way to carry out the town’s stormwater drainage responsibilities at the lowest cost to the taxpayer is to divide the town into quadrants.  Under New York State law each district has to be treated as a separate government entity which means we are likely to garner more grant money than we would with a single town-wide district.  Therefore, Supervisor Globerman recommended dividing the town as follows:

· The northwest corner - Croton Falls 
· The southwest corner - Purdy’s 
· The northeast corner - Peach Lake  
· The southeast corner - Hilltop Drive area   

The Board asked Mr. Schalge to look into other options for them to consider before they make a decision.

4.
Discuss Conditions at 2 Mills Road – Hamlet of Purdy’s
Supervisor Globerman asked Town Engineer Roger Schalge to do a sight inspection at 2 Mills Road because of a complaint he received from Mr. Collins that he and his wife cannot see oncoming vehicles when they exit their driveway.  
Based on his inspection, Mr. Schalge recommended either prohibiting parking on the north side of the road instead of the south side or further east on the road.  The Board decided to revisit the situation and amend the ordinance.
5.
Discussion of MEBCO GASB45 Compliance
Our Municipal Employee Benefits Consortium has been studying the GASB45 compliance by municipalities and selected the actuarial firm of Harbridge and Co. to provide the services.  Harbridge and Co. is the firm that supplied the actuarial service connected with Medicare Part D.  
The Board agreed to participate in the actuarial program at a cost of approximately $15-$20 per covered employee/retiree.

Discussion of Moving Recreation Department Dowstairs to Old Building Dept.
On August 15, 2006 the permissive referendum to expand Lobdell House was defeated.  Due to the overcrowding in the Recreation Department the Board discussed and approved Ms. Golisano’s request to move the Recreation office downstairs into the former Building Department office.
