The regular meeting was called to order by Supervisor Globerman at 8:10 P.M.   

ANNOUNCEMENTS

· Supervisor Globerman said Councilman Lucas is absent because he is away on business.

· Supervisor Globerman said the Northern Westchester Watershed Committee held a meeting today and I finally managed to have a resolution passed by them for $10M for the formation of the Peach Lake Sewer District.  
Supervisor Globerman said I went one step further given the problem that we had the past few years when diversion held up the process everywhere and we should have been much further ahead by now if it wasn’t for diversion so I asked that the resolution separate each town out individually so that if there is a problem with one town it won’t hold back all five.  So we will also have an individual resolution for the $10M because we actually are the town which is most prepared to proceed with the project.  

He said what is now required is that the County Executive add his letter of support to this which I don’t think is going to be a problem and then it will require action on the part of the County Legislature to vote to appropriate the money according to the allocation resolution that was done by the Committee today.

· Supervisor Globerman said because we were floating a bond consolidating all our Bans we had to get a rating from Standard and Poor and they have given us an AA+ rating which is the second highest rating you can get.  As a result the average interest rates I was told were around 4.12% and this rating got us a 3.87% interest rate, so there is a good savings there.

Discussion of Draft Text for Final Generic EIS for CPU
At the last meeting Planning Consultant Graham Trelstad distributed copies of the draft Final Generic EIS to the Board and was present tonight to discuss that draft with them.  The intent of the Final GEIS is to respond to all the public comments that the Board received.  

Mr. Trelstad explained that these are summarized answers to all the comments the Board received.  The document will be finalized once the Board is comfortable with all the language in it and photocopies of all the letters the Board received and the transcript of the public hearing will be attached to the document.
Councilman Brockmeyer stated his belief that studies (i.e., traffic, ground water, land use, etc.) should be done prior to the adoption of the CPU.  
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WORKSESSION (Continued)
1.
Discussion of Draft Text for Final Generic EIS for CPU (Continued)
A lengthy discussion followed regarding whether or not various studies should be done prior to adoption of the CPU. 

Town Attorney Roland Baroni explained that the CPU is just stating that for example, a golf course/conference center on Hardscrabble Road is just a possibility.   He said it has to be proven through studies that it’s a project that the Town Board wants to vote for and you want the applicant to be the producer of those studies for that site specific project.  The fiscal analysis, for example, will only be complete and adequate when you say it is as a Board because you will be the lead agency under SEQRA and whatever they come in with if you don’t think it’s complete enough you send them back to redo it. 

Supervisor Globerman asked Mr. Tresled what the next step was.

Mr. Telstad explained that he would like to come back on November 28, 2006 with any final refinements and consider the possible Determination of Completeness.  The Determination of Completeness means that we would start the circulation to all interested agencies. The public can request a copy and a copy will be posted on the Town’s website.  Once the Town Board determines the GEIS complete it will have to wait a minimum of ten (10) days before it can issue a Statement of Findings which essentially wraps up the entire SEQRA process.  
A discussion took place regarding comments the Board may receive from interested agencies or the public during the 10-day comment period.

Following the discussion Mr. Baroni summarized the process.  He said you pass a resolution declaring the document complete and that starts a 10-day comment period.  You will also have delivered to you a proposed Findings Statement the night that you declare it complete.  You will be reviewing that Findings Statement which is a draft and you will be waiting for comments which might or might not influence whether or not you want to amend the draft findings.   After the 10-day period at some meeting presumably in December you will be able to consider adoption of the Findings Statement and at that point once you have done that you could also adopt the Comprehensive Plan Update.
