1.
Discussion of Draft SEQR Findings Statement for the CPU
Planning Consultant Graham Trelsted explained that he prepared a resolution for the Board to determine the FGEIS Complete.   Following adoption of the resolution this evening the Notice of Completion and the complete FGEIS will be circulated to all involved and interested agencies and a 10-day public comment period for submission of additional comments will follow.  
The Board will discuss the draft Findings Statement at the December 12, 2006 Town Board meeting.

Discuss IMA Southeast – Peach Lake
The Board discussed the draft Intermunicipal Agreement which the Town Attorney and Supervisor Globerman drafted with the Town of Southeast to form a Sewer District in Peach Lake. 
Because both towns share the water body known as Peach Lake a Sewer District would be formed under Article 12 which means there will be a North Salem Peach Lake Sewer District and a Southeast Peach Lake Sewer District.  Each Town Board would have to pass a resolution creating the district and then petitions could be circulated to form the district.

Discussion with Mike Policastro and Easements
Mike Policastro and some of his neighbors who live along the north side of Hardscrabble Road were present to discuss the pond behind their houses.  They claim that over the past 2 years the pond has gradually and consistently been backing-up and encroaching on their properties.  The flooding has been robbing them of set-back rights and usable acreage.  They believe the problem is due to a culvert constructed by the owners of the Orchard Hill property which is insufficient to accommodate the natural flow of the water.

Discussion with Mike Policastro and Easements (Continued)
Following a lengthy discussion the Board suggested that the residents meet with representatives of Orchard Hill to discuss the problem with them.  Councilman Belcastro agreed to arrange the meeting for them.  The Board also asked the Building Inspector to inspect the pond and report back to the Board.

Discuss Mills Road Parking Issue
In response to a complaint the Board received from Mr. Collins regarding the restricted parking near his house on Mills Road the Board had Town Engineer Roger Schalge inspect the parking conditions there.  Mr. Schalge agreed with Mr. Collins that the sight line becomes obstructed when exiting his driveway if cars are parked on the road. Mr. Schalge recommended that the no parking area should be moved a little further eastward or instead of moving the parking area they could designate certain daytime hours where there would be no parking on the north side also.   
Based on Mr. Schalge’s report the Board agreed to change the restricted parking but would like to know what the residents who live there want before changing it.  Councilman Brockmeyer agreed to speak to the residents and report back to the Board.
