Supervisor Globerman called the Public Hearing to order at 8:15 P.M.

The Notice of Public Hearing appeared in the February 13, 2007 issue of The Journal News and was read by the Supervisor.  

Supervisor Globerman said this comes to us through enabling legislation from the State down through the County Legislature.  It’s additional exemptions most likely to reflect the inflation rate and it has a varying change of exemptions I think through the year 2008, 2009 and possible beyond.

Supervisor Globerman said is there anyone in the audience that would like to speak  

to it?
Gloria Mandelstam said yes, I would like to know what the exemption is exactly and to whom it applies.  I’m not suggesting I’m opposed to it, it sounds like a wonderful thing, and I would just like to know what it is.

Supervisor Globerman said well I don’t think I have the exact figures here unless the Town Clerk has that but it’s the current figures increased slightly for each of those years.

Mr. Baroni said it’s for seniors with a certain income and for disabled persons who fall below a certain income; I think the maximum may be up in the mid thirties now.
Supervisor Globerman said yes it goes to thirty-four thousand three hundred ninety-nine dollars ($34,399.00) and it’s graduated for those at twenty-six thousand dollars or less ($26,000.00).  It’s fifty percent (50%) and then the percentage goes down as the income goes up and it’s effective in 2008 and then they have also given us adjusted figures that increase that exemption for 2009, 2010 and 2011 so basically that’s what it is.  This was available at the Town Clerk’s office for the past two weeks.
Ms. Mandelstam said my question then is what is it an exemption from?

Supervisor Globerman said town and school taxes.  Town tax and school tax.

Ms. Mandelstam said town taxes and school taxes.
Supervisor Globerman said right.  The exemptions actually exist now and all this does is allow a person or a couple to make slightly more and still get the exemptions.  There have always been these exemptions.

Ms. Mandelstam said when you say town taxes does that mean it doesn’t apply to something like, I don’t know, the fire tax?
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Supervisor Globerman said it does not apply to district taxes.  There are no exemptions from district taxes.  Sewer districts, water districts, fire districts, any district that exists has no tax exemptions on districts.

Ms. Mandelstam said so people with very minimal incomes must pay their full freight on the district taxes?
Supervisor Globerman said according to State Law.

Ms. Mandelstam said thank you very much.

Supervisor Globerman said your welcome.  

Supervisor Globerman said is there anything else from the audience?  There were no further comments or questions from the audience.

Supervisor Globerman asked if there was anything from the Town Board.
Councilman Lucas said this is something that we do every year up to the maximum that the State Legislation allows.  

Supervisor Globerman said correct and it’s also for disabled citizens too.
