Supervisor Globerman called the Continued Public Hearing to order at 9:38 P.M.

Director of Planning Liz Axelson said I sent you a draft SEQR Negative Declaration and this resolution covers SEQR review for all three actions.  The Stormwater Erosion Sedimentation Control Law and the Stormwater Illicit Discharge Law and the Drainage District.  So those are all covered in one SEQR review, one EAF, one Negative Declaration which is part of this resolution.  The other part of this resolution addresses the possibility of adopting just the two stormwater laws.  Any action on the drainage district would be a separate resolution.

Supervisor Globerman said since the drainage district is set for a public hearing on the April 10th agenda, is it proper to hold a SEQR on it at this point, prior to that public hearing?

Ms. Axelson said if you want to hold this over that’s fine.

Supervisor Globerman said no, I didn’t say that.  I said is it proper to hold a SEQR on it prior to opening the public hearing on the drainage district?

Mr. Baroni said you can conclude the SEQR at any time prior to when you’re going to take a vote upon the resolution.  

Supervisor Globerman said but prior to the opening of the public hearing on it?

Mr. Baroni said you can do that too unless you feel that at the public hearing you may gain information that would affect how you might determine the SEQR.

Supervisor Globerman said if it’s necessary at that point we could reconsider it.

Mr. Baroni said no, I don’t think you’d want to do that.  

Supervisor Globerman said I really can’t foresee what information we may gain.

Mr. Baroni said I don’t either that would affect the SEQR process.

Ms. Axelson said I don’t know if it helps at all to look, if you look at the bottom of page 2 and the top of page 3 there are items numbers 1 through 6 and basically those are the reasons supporting the SEQR Determination of Non-Significance.  In other words the Negative Declaration.  And basically there is a little piece of reasoning for each item.  One talks about the fact that all three actions taken together don’t involve any land disturbance or development.  Two talks about the purpose of the stormwater erosion and sedimentation control law to control land development activities and reduce runoff and flooding, etc.  The illicit discharge law which is spoken about in reasoning number three basically prohibits non-stormwater discharges through the Town’s systems.  Four is the purpose of the drainage district which is to support the proper administration of these environmentally protective laws, to provide funding for stormwater management practices, systems and 
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improvements and the Town’s stormwater management program generally.  And then basically the last couple of pieces of reasoning try to put all three of those together.  The stormwater laws and that the drainage district are consistent with your efforts under the Phase II Stormwater, that’s number five where it talks about the NYS DEC SPDES General Permit for MS4s and then number six basically is to say that all three of these things are going to regulate land use and development, promote stormwater management practices and are generally protective of the environment, drainage systems, waterways and waterbodies and public health.  So that’s how they’re all sort of tied together in environmental review language.

Supervisor Globerman said so this draft resolution covers all three? 

Ms. Axelson said yes and then I also gave you a revised stormwater law and there is only one revision and it’s on page 7 and the section number 193-6 regarding exemptions and this exemption was already in here, my highlighting doesn’t show up on this, but I added language and this is regarding timber harvesting, logging, forest management and other silvicultural activities and it had exempted those conducted under NYSDEC Cooperating Forester Programs and then I added language that said or under a forest management plan prepared in consultation with a Watershed Forester from the Watershed Agricultural Council.  And it meant that, it basically says that these things are exempt but that they still have to comply with the performance and design criteria in this law.

Supervisor Globerman said we were basically told that they are exempted as a result of State law, aren’t we?

Ms. Axelson said well when you…

Supervisor Globerman interrupted and said we really can’t control it.

Ms. Axelson said I think it would be silly to try to regulate them, it doesn’t really solve anything.  What this does is it gives incentive to people with forested areas in Town to gain an exemption by working either with the DEC Cooperating Forester Program or Watershed Agricultural Council. The law says if you work through these people and have this consultation, your exempt from the stormwater law and that I think assures the Town that somebody is conducting forest management is going to be done to a good standard, so that was the purpose here and this is you know, crafted in consultation with Bruce and Andrew Hubbard who gave the presentation tonight.

Councilman Lucas said can I ask when it says on routine maintenance activities, on what, on any thing?

Ms. Axelson said ok, where are you?

Councilman Lucas said C right below there.  Routine maintenance activities that disturb less than five (5) acres.

Ms. Axelson said well if somebody’s going out and cleaning out their swales or cleaning out their culverts…

Councilman Lucas interrupted and said it has to be related to something regarding stormwater, drainage?

Ms. Axelson said right, it has to be maintenance.

Supervisor Globerman said to maintain the original line and grade.

Ms. Axelson said right but you could still create a disturbance doing those things it’s just that, you know, all those things need to be cleaned out.
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Supervisor Globerman said it’s a maintenance operation.

Ms. Axelson said and it gives the standard of are performed to maintain the original line and grade, hydraulic capacity or original purpose of a facility.  So they can’t change something.  In other words they can’t go in and make a swale bigger or a ditch bigger but they can go in and clean it out and maybe reseed it if it’s a grass swale or something like that without having to get a permit.  Because you can get a lot of debris in drainage structures and they stop working.  You don’t want to have to make people go through a permit to do that.

Supervisor Globerman said well I would recommend that we do this resolution tonight.  We can go over it.

Councilman Lucas said if we are going to do it tonight the only change is it’s no longer 2006.

Ms. Axelson said yes, you’re right.  Where is that?

Councilman Lucas said page 1.

Mr. Baroni said if you are going to adopt the laws tonight remember they are not effective unless the district is formed.

Supervisor Globerman said I know, I realize that.

Ms. Axelson said so you still have that catch net.

Supervisor Globerman said well let me go through it and then if there are any points that should be discussed we can discuss them.

Supervisor Globerman read the draft resolution through the last “WHEREAS” on page 2.

Ms. Axelson said do you want to close that hearing tonight on the stormwater laws?

Supervisor Globerman said well I think on the two stormwater laws, there is no reason not to close the hearing.

Ms. Axelson said then you probably should do a separate resolution or I can add a whereas just above this.

Mr. Baroni said it says and continued and closed.

Ms. Axelson said right but they didn’t make a resolution to close it yet.  This assumes they were going to close it tonight.

Councilman Brockmeyer said and I have a procedural question on that matter.  As written this suggests that we are voting on both the adoption of the stormwater laws as well as the establishment of the drainage district.

Ms. Axelson said it doesn’t adopt the drainage district.  There’s a later clause, let me point that out as long as you’re looking at it now.  All the way through when it talks about, let’s see, page 3 right after number 6 it says, “BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Town of North Salem Town Board hereby adopts the proposed amendments of the Code of the Town of North Salem contained in the two Local Laws to establish these stormwater laws,” and then it goes on to say “is contingent upon the establishment of a town-wide drainage district that will be addressed in a separate local law and resolution.”
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Supervisor Globerman said it covers it.

Ms. Axelson said and that is to acknowledge that…

Mr. Baroni said it’s not in a separate local law though, if that helps.  It’s just pursuant to resolution, the formation of the district.

Ms. Axelson said in a separate resolution?

Mr. Baroni said yes.

Ms. Axelson said ok. And there is no “be it further resolved” in here that establishes the drainage district.

Councilman Brockmeyer said so we will have a separate resolution at the next meeting?

Ms. Axelson said April 10th, I think.

Supervisor Globerman said April 10th.

Ms. Axelson said right.

Councilman Brockmeyer said I mean quite frankly, I still don’t fully accept the full benefits of a stormwater district versus no district in terms of real tax dollars. I’m very hesitant on that subject and it’s difficult to vote on this particular document, on this resolution given the matter in which it’s written because it suggests that, for the very reasons we discussed last time about why we should have both hearings continued and closed, at the same date, this is precisely what we talked about       they have everything to do with one another and it makes sense that they be closed at the same time but if that’s not the wishes of the Board we will close this hearing and vote on it tonight and see how it goes.

Councilman Lucas said so Chris what’s the issue with the district?  Regardless of whether we vote on it tonight, what’s the issue with the district?  Setting up the district?  Is that your concern?

Councilman Brockmeyer said my concern primarily has to do with how much benefit we really get out of it.  We talked about the fact that certain exemptions whether it be the Agricultural or Senior Citizen or Veteran or whatever they are exemptions; they are not exempt from a town-wide drainage district.  I don’t know what that means in terms of real dollars for any individual.  What we might save or what more we might pay as a result, and so the question that I have is why don’t we do this in the general budget for the Town?

Supervisor Globerman said I would like to answer that.  One reason why this should not be in the general budget is first of all it’s an obligation that we have under the DEC Regulations for Phase II MS4s a very serious obligation; this is a major environmental effort in the Croton Watershed.  The driving force behind all of this legislation that we are doing is the NYC DEP to keep their water quality because stormwater has a huge impact on the water quality of the NYC reservoirs and that’s providing nine to ten million people in Westchester County and New York City with water.  Go a little beyond that, first take the magnitude of importance in this and then instead of forming a district place it in the general budget and what happens?  It’s competing with every other thing that we have to do in the general budget and there are a lot of things to do in the general budget.  So now you have competition minimizing your ability to perform the things that you have to do and the public comes in at the public hearing and they also tell you where they want their money spent, department heads come in and tell you where they want their money spent, the library comes and they are not going to take a penny less because you have to do stormwater, they are not going to be happy with it.  By setting up special districts all of the things that have to be done can be provided for.  They are not in competition with any item in the general budget and that’s really an overriding concern.
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Councilman Belcastro said and all the citizens, Sy.  Everybody in town pays for that district.

Councilman Lucas said you know when you say it’s not in contention with the rest of that it’s still a point item on tax money that we are asking everybody to pay.  The benefit of it might…  

Supervisor Globerman interrupted and said well hang on one second, when it’s in the general budget you’re not asking everybody to pay it but in a district there are no exemptions, you are asking everybody to pay it.  So now you have two unequal things right there.

Councilman Lucas said well no, I agree with that point that’s the only benefit for a district.  Two or three years ago it was about three or four percent is what wasn’t paid, I don’t know what it is right now.

Councilman Brockmeyer said so we’re probably not talking about a significant amount of money in terms of those exemptions that are normally exempt that distributes the money more evenly.  But I guess to a certain extent Sy, and I don’t want to take it to a (inaudible) logical conclusion but you can say that about any particular part of the general budget.  We could make the same argument that, listen maintaining open space is critically important to this town, and so as a result we should have a study…

Supervisor Globerman interrupted and said no, we maintained open space voluntarily.  This is a regulation that’s imposed on us by New York State.  These were things that New York State needs to do out of the New York State budget; it’s not our program, its New York State saying you’re going to do the program for New York State.  So it’s not like anything that’s in our general budget.  Everything we do in our general budget is more or less voluntary.

Gloria Mandelstam of 308 Titicus Road said may I please say something?  I have two points.  One, what are costs of setting up a district?  Do you have to float a bond issue?  Is that what happens when you have a district?

Supervisor Globerman said in this case it doesn’t appear that we will because we have some good grants to do the work and I don’t expect that there would be a borrowing.  The tax would be so low with the use of the grants that it doesn’t necessitate a borrowing.

Ms. Mandelstam said does that suggest that those grants would come to you and you could put them in your budget earmarked for Watershed?  You don’t have to have a district, it just becomes part of your Town budget.

Supervisor Globerman said but that doesn’t answer the other concerns that I gave.

Ms. Mandelstam said well I’ve heard your concerns but those concerns are I think legitimate the concerns about the need to do this etc. it’s imposed on you, its imposed in every town in the Watershed and every town…

Supervisor Globerman interrupted and said a lot of towns in the Watershed are studying this and are waiting to see how we handle it and some of them may be going ahead without us, I don’t know.  But it is being considered.

Ms. Mandelstam said we don’t know that but and it is unusual to take a big item out and not have it in your budget.

Supervisor Globerman said who said it was a big item?  I just said it was such a small item that we don’t have to go out to borrow in order to make it.

Ms. Mandelstam said well then put it in your budget and get it over with.

Councilman Lucas said well right now if you look at certain people’s tax bills, right?  There’s obviously the fire department, there are lighting districts, there are water districts, right, so there’s school, there’s town, so the bill is broken out a little bit and I think part of this discussion was you 
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know, people know what they are paying for different things, that’s good.  The other thing, the only reason really that I’m interested in it is because there are agriculture uses in Town that are not paying taxes on certain pieces of property or not sufficient taxes not what they would be paying if it wasn’t agriculture because it’s a special district every body in the Town would pay and you know for me that’s why.

Ms. Mandelstam said I think the big agricultural exemptions is really what you are talking about.  Aren’t there other people in Town who get exemptions like seniors and certain groups, and the firemen and other people who get exemptions?

Councilman Lucas said I don’t think firemen get exemptions.

Supervisor Globerman said no.

Councilman Lucas said senior citizens that make below a certain dollar…

Ms. Mandelstam interrupted and said are there certain service people who do get a slight break in their taxes?  I though so.

Mr. Baroni said the firemen get something very slight.

Ms. Mandelstam said I think there are a whole category of people other than the agricultural exemptions who do get a break.

Councilman Belcastro said there is a small category of people that do get exemptions but they won’t get an exemption on this district.

Ms. Mandelstam said exactly, that’s my point.  Keep it in your budget and they will get it.

Supervisor Globerman said you can speak as soon as I finish.  When you look at the sizes of properties that these senior citizens and other people are on, they are much smaller properties with much lower assessments that don’t compare to the agricultural assessments which are large and costly and a person who happens to be a senior citizen on a 1-acre lot will pay less in tax under this district because the agricultural will be contributing to it then they would pay as a piece of our general budget if agriculture didn’t put any money into it and there were exemptions.

Councilman Lucas said there are a lot of benefits like we just hear a bunch earlier this evening on forestry and you know things like that, that you can get if you have over 10 acres if you’re using the property in a certain way.  There are a lot of benefits to larger lots in Towns; there’s also a lot of taxes…

Ms. Mandelstam interrupted and said exactly, I mean those people take a beating, frankly a PR beating, and I’m not one of them who don’t contribute minorly to this Town by way of huge tax bills and what open space and add to the whole town.

Councilman Lucas said the problem that you see though if you look at the trend over a period of time it’s actually gone up 1 ½ to 2% a year which is assessed valuation.  That started to turn because more and more properties are going onto the agricultural exemption and that is one of the reasons why it shouldn’t have been a 3 ½% or 6% last year it should have been much less because over the last few years we started losing that.  So, you know I, again, the people that have the veterans exemption, their payment is going to really minimal and the amount of money… 

Ms. Mandelstam interrupted and said all I’m saying is it may hurt them more than it will hurt the people who pay $100,000 in taxes.  I don’t know.  There is a constituency out there that you should be mindful of and since it’s not a big, big tax issue, I don’t know what you’re gaining.

Councilman Lucas said well it’s going to be a few hundred thousand dollars for the Town.
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Bob Herzberg of 11 Starr Ridge Road said I have two questions.  One, what is the amount that you’re talking about that this water district is going to collect?

Councilman Lucas said it’s a drainage district.

Supervisor Globerman said I believe the Map, Plan and Report said it was something for the first year, which is really the heavy year when most of the projects will probably get done, is $240.00 for an assessed value of around $65,000 or so.

Mr. Herzberg said so that’s quite a bit but then we are going to have grants to offset that, though.

Supervisor Globerman said that’s with the offsetting grants.

Mr. Herzberg said oh that’s with the offsetting grants, ok.  But the two resolutions that you have open now have to be passed anyway because they are mandated by the State.  So we have an open meeting on April 10th that this water district can be discussed?

Councilman Lucas said the question really is whether you get billed in…

Mr. Herzberg interrupted and said in your general tax or in a water district, right?  You’re going to be paying…

Councilman Lucas interrupted and said your bill will be $230.00 or $240.00 on average.  That’s really what we’re talking about. 

Supervisor Globerman said the creation of a drainage district is open to permissive referendum.  So for instance if we pass these tonight on April 10th we start discussing a drainage district and whether we pass the drainage district on April 10th or decide to do it at a later date anybody who wants to have a permissive referendum can bring in a petition for one, at which point the public will speak.

Mr. Herzberg said so let’s pass these two resolutions.

Supervisor Globerman said one vote in support.

Supervisor Globerman said you said before this resolution gets passed we have to do a resolution to close the public hearing?

Ms. Axelson said this assumes closure of the public hearing.  I could put a whereas in…

Supervisor Globerman interrupted and said are you sure you don’t want a separate resolution because we can just interrupt the reading of this, pass a resolution to close the public hearing and go back to this.  So, do you want to frame out a resolution for it?

Ms. Axelson said just a simple resolution.

Mr. Baroni said resolved to close the public hearing on the two stormwater laws.  

Supervisor Globerman said stormwater, soil erosion and illicit discharge laws also know as the two stormwater laws.

Mr. Baroni said yes.

Supervisor Globerman asked for someone to make the motion.  
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Councilman Belcastro made the motion which was seconded by Councilman Lucas.  All voted in favor.

There being no further comments the public hearing to create new Code chapters for the establishment of laws to regulate Stormwater Management and Erosion Sediment Control and 

Illicit Discharge Detection and Elimination was declared closed at 10:03 P.M.

· Councilman Belcastro informed the Board that he had a meeting with representatives from the County Parks Department regarding the Town’s contract renewal for our summer camp program at Hemlock Camp.  He told the Board that the County will be sending the Town a new 5-year contract with a 5-year renewal option and explained changes the County will be making to the park, as well as, what the Town will and will not be responsible for maintaining at the park. 

There being no further business and all those wishing to be heard having been heard, the meeting adjourned into executive session at 10:55P.M.  Motion was made by Supervisor Globerman, seconded by Councilman Belcastro.  All voted in favor.
