Supervisor Globerman made the following statement:

When the Employee Handbook was adopted in 2002, unbeknownst to the Town Board and myself, the Highway Superintendent who is an elected official, indicated to the Highway employees that they were not bound by the new Handbook Regulations which were instituted on September 10, 2002.

This places the town in a precarious legal position vis-à-vis the Highway employees because while ALL of the town’s office employees understood and accepted that they were BOUND by the new regulations, the Highway Employees believed that they were still under the dictates of the elected Highway Superintendent, who they believed represented town policy for their Department.

This has resulted in an over-accumulation of vacation and sick days by James DePaoli greater than that allowed by current town policy.

In my opinion and that of the Personnel Committee this matter should be adjudicated sooner rather than later, since accumulated time must be paid at the pay rate in effect in the year in which it is paid.

As a result of the Personnel Committee receiving Mr. DePaoli’s request for review in 2006 and making their recommendation on this matter, it is being settled at the 2006 rate of pay.

Any further delay of payment into a future year when the employee retires would only result in an increase of the value of the time in question thereby increasing the town’s liability.

James DePaoli has been advised of the possible personal income tax consequences and has nevertheless requested a one-time bulk payment.

To deny this Highway Employee what he was reasonably lead to believe that he was entitled to by Mr. Outhouse, his department head and an elected official, would fail the test of equity and fairness that should be a hallmark of North Salem town government.
