PUBLIC INFORMATION SESSION:  STORMWATER MANAGEMENT PROGRAM

Director of Planning Liz Axelson presented North Salem’s stormwater management planning activities and related annual report (SWMPAR) to the Board.
New York State’s Stormwater Phase II regulations require that municipalities develop, implement and enforce a stormwater management plan to reduce the discharge of pollutants carried by stormwater, and to eliminate them to the greatest degree possible.  
Presentation to the Board by Dr. Sidney Freund of the Proposed 2007/2008 North Salem Central School District Budget 

Dr. Freund presented the proposed North Salem School District Budget for the 2007/2008 school year to the Board.  The proposed budget is $36,941,639 representing a 5.66% budget-to-budget increase from the current year.  The budget vote will be held on May 15, 2007 and if passed would result in the following tax rate changes:


Town of North Salem -2.06%


Town of Somers +1.37%


Town of Southeast + 0.44%


Town of Carmel +1.64%

Presentation of the Town’s 2007/2008 Insurance Renewal with SKCG Group, Inc.
Thomas M. Sternberg, Marshall T. Corey, and Ruth Desimone of SKCG Group, Inc. were present to discuss the Town’s insurance renewal for the period 5/14/07 to 5/14/08.  
Despite several factors which would normally cause an increase in the Town’s premiums, SKCG was able to negotiate an overall reduction in the cost.  SKCG believes the Town’s Safety Committee, in which SKCG is an active participant, has gone a long way and will go a long way to keeping premiums down.
