Donna Romeo to Discuss Wetland Permits
The Board discussed Donna Romeo’s (38 Cottage Lane) complaint in which she raised the question of inconsistencies in the way Building Inspector Bruce Thompson determines whether or not a wetland permit is required for regulated activities in wetlands.

Building Inspector Bruce Thompson explained and a discussion took place about what he allows and does not allow in a wetland buffer (not a wetland) without requiring a wetland permit (i.e., if someone is replacing footings with new ones in the same location).

Discuss 3rd Annual Elizabeth G. Butler Angel Fund Walk on October 13th
Bonni Butler appeared before the Board and requested permission to hold the 3rd Annual Elizabeth G. Butler Angel Foundation Walk around Titicus Reservoir on Saturday, October 13th from 8:30 am – 12 Noon.

The excavator would like a letter from the Town indicating that the Town is aware of his recommendation to take the tree down and absolve him of any future liability for what might happen when the tree dies.

Town Attorney Roland Baroni will prepare a letter for the excavator and advised the Board to obtain a legal easement for the pipes from the homeowner.
